JACKSONVILLE TAKES SERIES OPENER 6-2

Three different two-run innings helped the Jumbo Shrimp
to a 6-2 win in Tuesday's series opener with the Sounds.
Nashville scored two batters into the game on Cooper
Pratt's RBI single. Jacksonville battled back to grab the lead
in the second on Jared Serna's two-run single. After the
Sounds tied in the fourth, the Jumbo Shrimp jumped back
in front in their half of the fourth on a Serna RBI double and
Deyvison De Los Santos RBI single. In the sixth, Gage Miller
registered a two-run single to make it 6-2. The Jacksonville
bullpen fired 5.1 scoreless innings of one-hit ball.

THE CHICKS DIG IT

Jacksonville homered just two times in the seven games
from May 2-9 - the fewest total of any Triple-A team. The
Jumbo Shrimp have now gone deep in 18 of the last 20
games since that point, including an International League-
season-best 13 consecutive contests from May 10-24.
During these last 20 games, Jacksonville has bopped 39 long
balls, the most of any team in Triple-A. Those 39 home runs
have been hit by 15 different players since May 10, with
Matthew Etzel's six leading the club.

GOOD MORNING, GOOD AFTERNOON, GOODNIGHT!
Jacksonwville's pitching staff has recorded a whopping 612
strikeouts through 58 games, a rate of 10.6 per game. The
Jumbo Shrimp have 52 more punchouts than Norfolk, the
team that ranks second in Triple-A. Thus, the Tides' 543
strikeouts are closer to 13th-place Gwinnett (513) than they
are to Jacksonville in first. In addition to the swings and
misses, the Jumbo Shrimp have also shown an ability to
limit hard contact; their 87.4 average exit velocity against is
the best such figure in Triple-A.

ETZEL DAY? WELL, | LIKE ETZEL DAY

Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season,
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of
the season. Over the last 23 contests, however, the Texas
native is a scorching 28-for-92 at the plate, slashing a robust
.304/.385/.543/.928 with two doubles, one triple, six home
runs, 24 RBIs, 12 walks and 24 runs scored. Since this stretch
began on May 3, Etzel ranks third in the IL in runs, tied for
third in RBIs, tied for 14th in homers, tied for 15th in hits,
tied for 18th in home runs and 23rd in slugging.

APRIL SHOWERS BROUGHT MAY (& JUNE) FLOWERS
The Jumbo Shrimp lost for the eighth time in 11 games

on April 30 at Durham, dropping the club a season-high

6.0 games out of first place in the International League.
Jacksonville responded by rattling off 18 wins during the 27
games during May - the first time a Jacksonville team won
more than 17 games in May since the 2006 Suns, who went
20-10 in May. Including their contests in June, the Jumbo
Shrimp have now gone 19-9 in their last 28 games. During
this stretch, Jacksonville has outscored their opponents 180-
142 (+38) and outhit them by a 262-212 margin.

ON THE OFFENSIVE

Heading into play on April 22, Jacksonville had scored at
least five runs in a contest just three times in 22 affairs,
ranking last in Triple-A in runs (68, 3.1 per game) and each
slash line category (.186/.296/.282/.578). The Jumbo
Shrimp have now plated at least five runs 26 times in the
36 games since. During this stretch, the club ranks seventh
in Triple-A in runs (232, 6.4 per game) while collectively
batting .271/.354/.451/.805. They place in the top 11 in
Triple-A in home runs (T-3rd, 52), hits (T-7th, 340), average
(10th, .271), OPS (10th, .805) and slugging (11th, .451).

PINTAR-EST

Over his first 20 games on the season, Andrew Pintar

was just 15-for-81 at the plate, slashing a woeful
.185/.295/.235/.530 with two doubles, one triple, seven
RBIs, 13 walks, nine runs and 24 strikeouts (25.3 strikeout
rate). The BYU product has changed his season around
significantly since then; over the last 24 games, Pintar is 27-
for-88 (.307/.411/.591/1.002) with five doubles, one triple,
six homers, 22 RBIs, 16 walks and 22 runs. Since this run
began on April 28, Pintar ranks ninth in the IL in slugging,
10th in OPS, tied for 17th in runs, tied for 18th in RBIs and
21st in OBP.
