RCAN’T WIN[G] ‘EM ALL: Following a rain delay that lasted for just over an hour, the Rochester Red Wings
dropped a tight contest on Tuesday night to the Toledo Mud Hens, 2-1...a pitcher’s duel through and
through, LHP JACKSON KENT struck out six in 4.2 innings pitched, and Rochester’s bullpen did not allow
arunin 4. innings of work..the Red Wings’ bright spot at the plate was 2B TREY LIPSCOMB’S sixth-in-
ning solo homer, his 12th of the season...Rochester looks to get back into the win column in game two of
the series this afternoon, sending RHP LUIS PERALES to the mound against Mud Hens RHP Ty Madden...

R Memphis beat Nashville by a score of 12-5 last night, and moved 1.0 game ahead of the Red Wings
in the International League first half title race.

RSLEEP PERALES DEMON: RHP LUIS PERALES will take the mound today for his 12th start (13th app.)
of the seasan, in search of his second victory as a Red Wing...in his previous start in what was originally
supposed to be a doubleheader on 6/11 vs. WOR, the hard-throwing right-hander allowed four earned on
five hits while collecting five strikeouts against three walks, across 3.2 innings of work...in that outing,
the Venezuela native hurled a fastball at 101.3 MPH, the hardest pitch by a Red Wing since they began
tracking in 2023, and second-hardest among all Triple-A starting pitchers this season outside of SWB
RHP Carlos Lagrange, who owns spots 1-28...Perales is holding batters to just a 189 BAA this season,
fourth-lowest among all Triple-A pitchers (min. 40.0 IP)...he is holding left-hander hitters to a 141 BAA,
lowest among any Triple-A right-handed pitcher with at least 20.0 IP against LHH, and ninth-lowest in
MiLB...
