ROSTER MAKE UP: With the final game of the 2025 season on deck, the Nashville

Sounds have had 74 different players (31 postion players / 43 pitchers) suit up for
a game this season. Seven players - RHP Blake Holub, RHP Jesus Liranzo, RHP
Garrett Stallings, INF Raynel Delgado, INF Freddy Zamora, OF Jimmy Herron,

and OF Jared Oliva - spent the entire season with Nashville. Liranzo, Delgado, and

Zamora were active for all 148 games played. Delgado will end the season with

the most games played with 125 while Liranzo enters the final game of the season

having appeared a team-high 48 games among pitchers.

ENGAGE THE CORE: Alexander Cornielle will make his third Triple-A start and
second of the series as he takes the ball for Nashville in the final game of the
season. Cornielle worked 5.0 IP and allowed three runs (2 ER) on four hits with 6
strikeouts and four walks as he took the loss on Tuesday night. His 13 strikeouts
through his first two Triple-A starts are the second-most over a two-game span
this season after striking out 15 between his final start with Double-A Biloxi on
September 4 and his Nashville debut on September 10. He leads the Brewers

organization with his 28 starts and will finish the season with the most strikeouts

as he enters Sunday with 129.

3 FOR FIVE: Tyler Black had his second three-hit game of the series after going
3-for-5 with a home run, three RBI, and two runs scored on Saturday night. His
first inning home run was his first since hitting a two-run homer August 30

against Charlotte. Black also went 3-for-5 on Wednesday night and has produced

multi-hit games in four of his last seven games played. In the final month of the
season, the Brewers' no. 24-rated prospect is hitting .327 (18-for-55) with six
doubles, a homer and nine RBI with eight walks and eight runs scored. Black hit
just .258 in 19 games played in August and .270 in 16 games for Nashville in July.
Saturday night was his fourth three-hit game for Nashville this year. Jared Oliva
has the most three-hit games among active Nashville players with six on the
season.

IT'S A LOCK: Brandon Lockridge added his second 3+ hit game of the series

in Louisville and has a hit in all four games he has played this week after going
3-for-5 with a pair of runs scored on Saturday night. Lockridge has put together
a strong final month of the season after being optioned to Nashville on August
30th. In 13 games this month, Lockridge is hitting .351 (20-for-57) with three

doubles, seven RBI and has 12 runs scored. He has a hit in 11 of his 13 games played

this month and reached base in all but one of the games and has produced 3+ hit
games in three of his last eight.

YEAGER TIME: After spinning two hitless innings vs. the Bats on Saturday
night, Sounds reliever Justin Yeager lowered his Triple-A ERA to 0.84 through 18
appearances with Nashville. He has allowed just nine hits over 21.1 IP and has not

allowed an earned run in any of his last seven appearances dating back to August

21 vs. Louisville. In four appearances against the Bats, Yeager has worked 5.2 IP

and allowed just three hits. His 49 total appearances between Double-A Biloxi and
Nashville are the second-most in the Brewers farm system this season behind Will

Childers (54 G) and he leads the farm system with 10 saves. On the year, Yeager
owns a 2.04 ERA over 57.1 IP and allowed just 35 hits with a 2:1 strikeout/walk
ratio (50 K/25 BB) and has held opponents to a .178 BAA including a .130 BAA in
his first experience in Triple-A.

RUNNING WILD: The eight steals for Nashville on Friday night set a new single-
game franchise record. The Sounds tied the mark of seven in a 5-4 win over the
Charlotte Knights on August 29 at First Horizon Park. At the time, it was the
third game in franchise history with seven steals. Nashville joined Jacksonville
(2x), Lehigh Valley, Omaha, and Toledo who have each also had eight steals in

a game in 2025. With his four steals, Jared Oliva now sits five behind former
Nashville Sound, Esteury Ruiz (62), for the most steals in Triple-A this season.
It was the first career 4-steal game for Oliva who is now one of just four players
in Triple-A this year with four steals in a game. Only Esteury Ruiz has had more
steals in a game for Nashville over the last 20 seasons when Ruiz stole five bags
on September 14, 2022, against Jacksonville. Oliva's 57 steals on the season are
now tied with David Hamilton (2023, WOR) for the fourth-most in a season in
the International League since 1988. Entering the final day of the 2025 regular
season, Nashville sits comfortably ahead of Jacksonville for the Triple-A lead in
steals. The Sounds have 315 on the year, 14 ahead of the Jumbo Shrimp (301).
