TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: Altoona plays their second series of the season with Port-
land, the Boston Red Sox Double-A affiliate.

Anthony Eyanson takes the ball for Portland today, his 8th start for the Sea Dogs where he's re-
corded a 1.48 ERA. Overall he's 2-0 with a 1.07 ERA in 12 starts this year, racking up 64 strikeouts in
50.2 innings. Eyanson was Boston's 3rd round pick in 2025 out of LSU and has been selected to pitch
for the American League team at the Futures Game next weekend in Philadelphia. A Lakewood, CA
native, he began his college careed at UC San Diego.

DUCE'S DAY: Infielder Duce Gourson starred in Altoona’s 10-3 win over Portland on July 2. Gour-
son hit a Grand Slam, Altoona’s fourth of the season and second of the week, stole three bases and
picked up three hits in the win.

KEINER DANGER: In his return to the Altoona lineup, INF Keiner Delgado matched his career-high
with 4 hits on June 30 at Portland. Delgado had a hit in 9-of-11 games with Indianapolis before his
returr]1 to Altoona, in his last 13 games with the Curve he's hitting .293 with an .842 OPS (5 2B, 2 HR,
9 RBI).

MOSS IS BOSS: Curve 1B Callan Moss hit Altoona's third Grand Slam of the season on Tuesday, June
30 at Portland. All four of the Grand Slams hit by the Curve this year have been in road games. Since
June 12 (17G), Moss is batting .366 with an .911 OPS and recorded 9 multi-hit games.

IF ALL THE ICE MELTS, IS IT JUST BERG LETTUCE?: Catcher Derek Berg picked up a career-high 4
hits on June 26 vs Reading. Altoona catchers have driven in 44 runs this year, 4th-most by an East-
ern League club. Berg hit .333 with 7 2B, 6 RBI and an .844 OPS in 18G in June.

GET OUT OF THE TRAINERS ROOM: Altoona welcomed back LHP Dominic Perachi from the injured
list on Friday, June 26. Perachi, who pitched to a 2.70 ERA in 4 starts for the Curve in April returned
to the mound for two outings, June 13 in the FCL and June 19 with Bradenton on minor league rehab
assignment. RHP Dominic Pipkin has also returned after going on IL on April 23 with a right shoul-
der injury.

LONNIE GANG: Prior to his injured list stint, OF Lonnie White Jr. batted .317 with a 1.025 OPS (3 2B,
1 3B, 2 HR and 8 RBI) in an 11-game stretch. White Jr. has reached base safely in 23 straight games,

the longest stretch by a Curve hitter in 2026.

PUPPIES: Among the 21 position players that have suited up for the Curve, 11 have made their
Double-A debut this season. Only 5 pitchers (23 total) who have thrown for the team this year have
made their level debut.

ITS OUTTA HERE: The Curve have 19 games this season in which they've hit at least two home runs.
The Curve have hit 79 home runs in 79 games, they're on pace to hit 138 homers which would be the
most in a season since 2023 when the club hit 122 round trippers. Altoona’s franchise record of 143
homers in a season was set in 2022. 16 different players have hit a home run this season, 2nd-most
