
BUMP DAY: LHP Thomas Pannone will make his second start of the series for 
Nashville after taking the ball on Tuesday when the Sounds earned a comeback 
win. In three career starts against Durham, Pannone has yet to receive a decision 
and owns a 4.50 ERA over 18.0 IP with 20 strikeouts and three walks. The four 
runs he allowed on Tuesday were the most he has surrendered in any of his first 
six appearances this year as were the six hits. He matched his season-high with 
four strikeouts over his 4.0 IP.

STREAKIN: Luis Matos earned his second straight multi-hit game and third 
overall in eight games played with Nashville. He extended his hitting streak to six 
straight games after going 2-for-5 on Saturday night. Matos has reached base 
safely in all eight games he has appeared in with the Sounds since May 3 and is 
hitting .385 (10-for-26) with a home run, double, three RBI, four walks, and has 
scored three runs. He carries a .484 OBP and 1.022 OPS through his first eight 
Triple-A games of the season.

YOU LIKE PRATT: Cooper Pratt tallied his 11th multi-hit games of the season 
and sixth in 18 games played in the month of May. Pratt's 11 multi-hit games are 
the fourth-most on Nashvile's roster this season behind Luis Lara (17), Eddys 
Leonard (15), and Jett Williams (13). The Brewers no. 4-rated prospect is riding a 
15-game on-base streak since May 7, which stands tied for the ninth-longest active 
on-base streak in the International League heading into Sunday's finale against 
Durham. After hitting .156 (10-for-64) through his first 16 games of the season, 
Pratt is hitting .280 (26-for-93) over his last 25 games with nine of his 11 multi-hit 
performances coming over the last 25 games since April 24th.

HARD-WIN: Tyson Hardin earned his first career Triple-A win in Saturday night's 
6-3 victory over the Durham Bulls, posting 5.2 innings of work, allowing a run on 
four hits and punching out seven Bulls batters. Milwaukee's no. 17-rated prospect 
worked a 7.0 IP quality start in his Triple-A debut last Sunday against Iowa and 
has allowed just eight hits and three runs (2 ER) through his first 12.2 IP with 
Nashville and has 13 strikeouts and six walks. His win on Saturday night gave him 
his eighth career minor league win and the former Mississippi State Bulldog owns 
a 3.68 ERA in 32 career regular season minor league appearances. 

GIVIN' THE FITZ: Southpaw Brian Fitzpatrick extended his streak to 12 
consecutive games and 12.1 IP without allowing an earned run with Nashville in 
Saturday night's win against the Bulls. With Nashville this season, the left-hander 
has posted a 2-1 record, allowing eight hits and striking out 15 batters with a .200 
BAA in his 12 appearances. The 12 consecutive games ranks as the second-best in 
Triple-A behind Franco Aleman (COL), and is tied for the for fourth longest active 
streak in the minors.  

WILKEY WAY: Brewers no. 20-ranked prospect Brock Wilken reached 30 RBI on 
the year with a two-run single in the top of the first inning Saturday night. Wilken 
moved into second place on the team in RBI just behind Eddy Leonard (33) and 
has recorded an RBI in back-to-back games. Wilken posted a single-season career-
high of 51 RBI during the 2024 season with Double-A Biloxi. Wilken's longest 
career RBI-streak stands at seven consecutive games last season with Biloxi from 
May 8-May 14.

BOUNCE BACK: The Sounds improved to 12-8 in games following a loss with their 
6-5 win on Friday night. Nashville's 3.41 ERA in bounce back games is tied for the 
best in the International League with Omaha. The last series loss for Nashville was 
dropping 4-of-7 to Charlotte April 21-26 on the road. The team was 0-for-4 in one-
run games on the road entering the start of the series but have now won two such 
games this week after also winning the series opener 6-5 on Tuesday. 

SEE IT TO BULLIEVE IT: Brewers no. 7-rated prospect Jeferson Quero continued 
to give the Bulls problems at the plate after finishing Friday night with his 10th 
multi-hit game of the season. Quero went 2-for-4 with two RBI for his eighth 
multi-RBI performance. In 12 career games against the Bulls, Quero is hitting .340 
(16-for-53) with four home runs, three doubles, a triple, and 16 RBI.
