The Jumbo Shrimp
went 1-for-9 with runners in scoring position.

GOOD MORNING, GOOD AFTERNOON, GOODNIGHT!
Jacksonwville's pitching staff has recorded a whopping 906
strikeouts through 89 games, a rate of 10.2 per game. The
Jumbo Shrimp have 62 more punchouts than Charlotte,

the team that ranks second in Triple-A. Thus, the Knights'
844 strikeouts are as close to 14th-place St. Paul (784) than
they are to Jacksonville in first. In addition to the swings
and misses, the Jumbo Shrimp have also shown an ability to
limit hard contact; their 86.9 average exit velocity against is
the best such figure in Triple-A.

ROAD IS WHERE THE HEART IS

Jacksonville has racked up an impressive 24-18 (.571)
record on the road this season - the 24 away victories rank
in a tie for sixth in all of Triple-A. The biggest difference
for the Jumbo Shrimp in their away contests has been
their offense. At VyStar Ballpark, the club is hitting just
.222/.338/.366/.704 with 215 runs scored (4.6 per game).
Jacksonwville is batting .261/.337/.425/.762 with 245 runs
scored (5.8 per game) on the road.

ONE DIRECTION

Prior to Saturday's doubleheader, Jacksonville had won
11 of their last 14 one-run games, including each of their
previous five such decisions. However, the Jumbo Shrimp
have lost four consecutive one-run affairs. Nonetheless,
the Jumbo Shrimp are still 16-11 (.593) in one-run games,
the second-most such victories in Triple-A. In 2025, the
Jumbo Shrimp earned 29 one-run victories, tied for the
most one-run victories in MiLB. The 29 one-run triumphs
were the most for a Jacksonville club since 2014, when the
Jacksonville Suns went 35-17 (.673) in one-run triumphs.

Shrimp registered a winning record against the Bulls came
in 2024, when they went 8-7 (.533) against Durham. With
three games to go against the Bulls in 2026, Jacksonville has
already sealed a winning record over Durham at 10-5 (.667),
marking the first season the Jumbo Shrimp have earned
double-digit victories plus a winning record over their Bull
City foes.

DEFENSE AGAINST THE DARK ARTS

Jacksonville has committed only four errors in the last 12
games since June 26, tied for the second-fewest in Triple-A
during that span. On the season, the Jumbo Shrimp rank
second in Triple-A in defensive efficiency at 71.9 percent,
meaning the club has turned 71.9 percent of balls put in
play into outs. Jacksonville is one of only three Triple-A
teams to have posted a defensive efficiency above 71.0
percent.

ETZEL DAY? WELL, | LIKE ETZEL DAY

Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season,
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of
the season. Over the last 50 contests, however, the Texas
native is a scorching 52-for-184 at the plate, slashing a
robust .283/.387/.511/.898 with eight doubles, two triples,
10 home runs, 32 RBIs, 31 walks and 42 runs scored. Since
this stretch began on May 3, Etzel ranks third in the IL in
runs, 11th in OPS, tied for 14th in walks, 16th in OPS, 18th
in OBP, tied for 19th in home runs and 22nd in slugging.
