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GAME INFORMATION

TONG TERRIFIC: RHP Jonah Tong, the Mets' top pitching prospect, Mets' No. 2 prospect and MLB Pipeline's
No. 52 prospect, is slated to make his 20th start of the season tonight. Tong pitched at Somerset on Tues-
day and spun 5.0 scoreless innings with 8 K. Tong is 8-4 with a 1.58 ERA and 154 Kin 97.0 IP and leads
Minor League Baseball in strikeouts, a 14.29 K/9, and a 40.5 K%. Tong ranks among full-season minor
leaguers: 1.58 ERA (1st), .141 BAA (1st), and 0.94 WHIP (4th). He is the only pitcher in MiLB to reach 150 K
this season and only 10 pitchers in MLB have reached that mark. This season, Tong has more K/IP (1.59)
than ERA (1.58). Tong has allowed 2 ER or fewer in 17-straight starts and 1 ER or fewer in 15 starts this
season. In his 3-year pro career, Tong has 352 Kin 54 APP (231.0 IP) and holds a 37.1 K%.

WINNING: The Rumble Ponies are 71-34 overall and are 37 games above .500. Binghamton has the best
winning percentage (.676) in Double-A (1st to 70-win mark) and the 3rd-best in Minor League Baseball
(3rd to 70 wins), behind Pittsburgh's High-A Greensboro (.717) and Detroit's High-A West Michigan (.689).
Binghamton is on-pace for 91 wins, which would surpass the franchise record for wins in a single season
(86 - 2013). Binghamton won the Northeast Division First-Half title, and went 45-22 (.672).

LAST GAME: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies fell to the Somerset Patriots, 3-2, on Brendan Jones' walk-off
single in the 10th inning on Saturday. Binghamton fell in walk-off fashion for the second time this season,
but still leads the series 3-2. C Kevin Parada reached base four times and smashed a go-ahead two-run
home run in the top of the 8th inning that put Binghamton ahead 2-1. RF Nick Morabito went 3-for-4.
RHP Jack Wenninger allowed one run on three hits over five innings with five strikeouts.

KEVIN ON EARTH: C Kevin Parada smashed a go-ahead two-run home run in the eighth inning on Saturday,
and went 2-for-3 with two runs batted in, one run, two walks, and reached base four times. It marked
Parada's ninth home run of the season and his first since June 13 at Richmond. Parada had his first 3-hit
game of the season on May 16 at Hartford and since then has produced a .307 AVG, .542 SLG, .919 OPS,

8 HR, 38 RBI over a 52-game span. The 24-year-old ranks 2nd in SLG, and 4th in AVG and OPS among
Double-A and 3rd in the Eastern League with 38 RBI in that span. Parada hit .122 with a.375 OPS, 1 HR, 4
RBI in his first 25 games of the season and in 52 games since is hitting .307 with an .919 OPS, 8 HR, 38 RBI.
BUILT CLIFFORD TOUGH: 1B/OF Ryan Clifford, the Mets' No. 7 prospect (MLB Pipeline), has 3 HR in five games
this series and is ranks 5th in MiLB with 24 HR and only four players in the minors have hit more homers
(NYY's Spencer Jones leads MiLB with 29 HR). Clifford leads Double-A in HR and runs batted in (75). The
22-year-old also ranks among Double-A: 181 TB (2nd), 43 XBH (2nd), .499 SLG (3rd), 63 BB (T-3rd), .857
OPS (T-4th). In 37 games in the second half (since June 24), Clifford is hitting .250 with a.913 OPS, 12 HR,
and 35 RBI. He ranks among MiLB in HR (2nd) and RBI (T-4th) in that span and ranks among Double-A: HR
(1st), RBI (1st), 29 R (T-1st), 18 XBH (T-2nd), .559 SLG (6th), OPS (7th) in that span.

BENGE BINGE: OF Carson Benge, the Mets' No. 4 prospect & MLB Pipeline's No. 67 prospect, was named
the Eastern League Player of the Month for July, in his first full month at the Double-A level. Benge
slashed .397/.482/.726/1.208 with 7 HR, 17 RBI, and he walked as many times as he struck out (11). Benge
led Double-A in AVG, OBP, SLG, OPS, and runs (22) and ranked 2nd in the EL in HR and RBI in July, while
recording 9 multi-hit games and hitting safely in 16 of 18 games played. Since making his Double-A de-
but on June 24, Benge ranks among the level: 1.008 OPS (1st), .590 SLG (1st), 8 HR (T-3rd), .418 OBP (5th),
28 R (T-5th), .328 AVG (7th). Among 440 MiLB hitters with 350+ plate appearances this season, Benge
ranks 6th in OBP (.417), 7th in OPS (.936), and T-12th in AVG (.311) across A+ Brooklyn & AA Binghamton.
THE JETT: SS/CF Jett Williams, the Mets' No. 1 prospect & MLB Pipeline's No. 37 overall prospect, is 1 of

2 players in Minor League Baseball with 10+ home runs (10), 25+ doubles (29), and 30+ stolen bases

(32) this season. Williams has reached base in 23 of his last 26 games with 4 HR and 12 RBI. He is riding

a 6-game on-base streak (7-for-19, .368 AVG, 1 RBI, 5 R, 1 2B, 6 BB, 3 SB). The 21-year-old leads Double-A
with an .881 OPS, 44 XBH, 29 2B, 70 R and also ranks among the level: .877 OPS (1st), 44 XBH (1st), 70 R
(1st), 29 2B (T-1st), 62 BB (5th), .483 SLG (6th), .394 OBP (7th), 32 SB (8th).

SUPER SUERD: C/1B/LF Chris Suero, the Mets' No. 15 prospect (MLB Pipeline), is riding an 11-game on-base
streak (9-for-36, .250 AVG, .929 OPS, 2 HR, 8 RBI, 9 R, 3 2B, 5 XBH). The 21-year-old has driven in a run in
each of four of his last five games and has 10 H, 5 XBH, 10 RBI, 9 R, and 9 BB over his first 14 games at the
Double-A level. Suero grew up in the Bronx and attended All Hallows High School, before moving to the
Dominican Republic to pursue baseball at 15-years-old.
