Rallying Against the Relief: The Lugnuts have scored 24 runs in 18 innings against Quad Cities’ relievers through four games,
compared to only three runs in 18 innings against River Bandits starters.

Walk This Way: The Nuts have drawn 33 walks in the four games this week, 11 last night alone. Leading the way: Justin Riemer (8
walks, .714 OBP), who now is tied for 3rd in the Midwest League in OBP (.500) and 4th in walks (17); plus four walks drawn apiece
from Davis Diaz, Rodney Green Jr. and C.J. Pittaro. Catcher Carlos Franco entered the series without a walk in 2026, but has
drawn bases-loaded walks in back-to-back games.

Big Nate: After opening the season 2-for-15 and then landing on the Injured List, Nate Nankil returned to action on Thursday and went
2-for-4 with a pair of singles and a run scored. This should be no surprise considering how well he’s played at Modern Woodmen Park
in his career: In 2025, a pair of three-hit games en route to .429/.478/.429, 9-for-21, 3R, 1 RBI, 1 BB, 1 K, 1 HBP in five games. And in
2024, he batted .368/.381/.579, 7-for-19, with a double and a monstrous home run. All told, Nankil is hitting .409/.438/.500, 18-for-44,
with eight runs scored, one double, one HR, two walks and two strikeouts in 12 games in Davenport.

All Aboard: Shortstop Bobby Boser has reached base in 17 straight games (20 hits, 10 walks and four HBPs). Davis Diaz has
reached base in 14 straight games (17 hits, 13 walks, one HBP).

Milestone Watch: Lansing is nine wins away from the 2,000 in Lugnuts history and 3 players away from 1,000 players all-time.

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltran went
to be voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two Silver Slug-
gers, the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 27, Beltran will be
inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.

Miller Time: The most dominant former Lugnut in the Majors is untouchable Padres closer / 2022 Lugnut Mason Miller, not to be
confused with Quad Cities southpaw Mason Miller. In 12 appearances spanning 12 1/3 scoreless innings this season, batters are
3-for-39 with two singles, two walk and 27 strikeouts. Miller has tossed 34 2/3 consecutive scoreless innings, tying Cla Meredith’s
franchise record. Of his 35 appearances since joining the Padres, 34 have been scoreless — not including his four scoreless innings
in the WBC for Team USA.

Major League Nut: The 201st Lugnut to reach the Major Leagues, 2023 Lugnuts catcher Daniel Susac, has opened his career batting
478 (11-for-23) with two doubles and a triple through 11 games with the Giants. Debuting on April 1, Susac hit safely in his first five
at-bats, setting a new Giants modern-day franchise record and coming up one shy of the Major League modern-day franchise record
set by Boston OF Ted Cox in 1977. Susac was taken in the Rule 5 Draft by Minnesota and traded to San Francisco.
