​ABOUT LAST NIGHT -​​Despite South Bend out-hitting Peoria 5-4 last night, the Chiefs held on for a 3-1 victory to even this week’s series at two​
​wins apiece. South Bend left the bases loaded in the game twice, and left 10 men on-base, going 2/9 with RISP.​

​CLINCH DAY?-​​Even with last night’s loss, South Bend lowered its magic number to two thanks to the Wisconsin Timber Rattlers dropping one of its​
​doubleheader games against the Great Lakes Loons. South Bend can win the Midwest League’s first-half in the West Division today with a victory​
​over Peoria, or a Wisconsin loss to Great Lakes. South Bend was last a first-half playoff team in 2016 when they won the East Division.​

​KEEP IT IN THE PARK​​- South Bend has given up six in the series to Peoria, who leads the Midwest League in homers with 97. Up until Thursday​
​South Bend had given up the fewest home runs in the Midwest League and all of High-A, but now have surrendered 45 on the campaign.​

​NO SOUP FOR YOU-​​Catcher Justin Stransky continues​​to help out the pitching staff in a big way, leading the Midwest League with 20 baserunners​
​caught stealing this year. He is one of 15 MiLB catchers with 20 or more. In comparison, Milwaukee’s William Contreras leads all of MLB in that​
​category with 15.​

​THE HARTSHORN FILE -​​Chicago Cubs #7 prospect Josiah Hartshorn will not turn 20-years-old until February. He has reached base in all 16​
​games he has played in the Midwest League, and also is working on a 10-game hit streak. Hartshorn is 6/13 in the series against Peoria with two​
​home runs and seven RBI.​

​THE KANE TRAIN -​​No. 6 Chicago Cubs prospect Kane Kepley leads all of affiliated baseball (MLB and MiLB) in runs scored (67). Kepley, who​
​broke the South Bend Cubs records (since 2015) for walks, stolen bases, and runs scored before the end of May, became the first Midwest League​
​player since Byron Buxton (2013) to score at least 55 runs by the end of May. South Bend’s everyday lead-off hitter also leads all of High-A in​
​on-base percentage with runners in scoring position at .583. Ty Southisene is second in that category at .566.​

​ON-BASE MACHINES -​​Among qualified Midwest League players since May 6 (36 plate appearances or more), Kane Kepley (.614), Ty Southisene​
​(.574), Alex Madera (.500), and Christian Olivo (.500) all have posted top-10 on-base percentage figures in the circuit. Justin Stransky is three plate​
​appearances away from qualifying in the same group, he stands at .515.​
