LABORING EARLY: Entering play Thursday, the St. Paul Saints staff have thrown the most pitches in the International League as a 

team so far (2,699), registered the 3rd-fewest strikeouts (138), and issued the most walks (97). St. Paul's 97 free passes are the 

most they have accumulated to this point in the season in franchise history. Since 2021 when the Saints became a Triple-A 

franchise, only two IL staffs have exceeded 120 walks after 20 games played (2021 Charlotte-127 & 2024 Buffalo-120), a pace that 

Saints pitchers are currently on. The Saints staff's 12:4 K:BB ratio in Wednesday night's win was their 3rd best in a single-game this 

year and their 8th game with 4 or fewer base on balls dolled out. They've issued at least three "ball fours" every game.

HOME COOKING: The Saints have hit a home run in each of their first seven games at CHS Field this season, marking the Saints' 

longest streak of going deep in their home ballpark to open a campaign in franchise history (the previous record was five, when the 

Saints went deep in each of their first five games played at CHS Field as a Triple-A franchise in 2021). Here is where the current 

Saints seven-game home run streak at CHS Field stacks up against all the HOME longball streaks in franchise history:

LOWERTOWN LAUNCH PAD: After Wednesday night's 9-7 affair, CHS Field is now tied for 2nd among all minor league ballparks 

in combined OPS this season (.926 between the Saints and their opponents, trails only Hodgetown in Amarillo). The 29 homers 

featured in St. Paul already are tied with Truist Field (Charlotte) for the 2nd-most at an MiLB venue this year, and well-behind 

Louisville Slugger Field that has already featured  46 homers in 11 games. Over the previous five years, the Saints' home ranked 

3rd (.795) among International League ballparks, behind only Truist Field (CLT) & Werner Park (OMA).

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints snapped their six-game home losing streak to start the year, pulling ahead for good with a 

five-run fourth inning on Wednesday night to defeat Lehigh Valley at CHS Field. The Saints offense roped 13 hits, five for extra 

bases, and worked eight walks, ending the worst home losing streak in the International League to start a season since 2023. 

Tanner Schobel spotted the Saints a lead with an RBI double in the second, and the next four half-innings all featured runs, 

including Lehigh Valley grabbing a 3-2 lead after Felix Reyes popped a two-run homer, his fourth. It was one of two longballs 

allowed by John Klein, who retired eight straight to start the night before giving up a solo fly to Oscar Mercado. The Brooklyn Park 

native struck out six without a walk and yielded three runs. A two-run double by Kaelen Culpepper and a two-run round-tripper by 

Gabby Gonzalez, his third, punctuated the big inning for St. Paul, who hung on despite being outscored 4-2 down the stretch.

"FUN IS GOOD" FACTOIDS

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints opened the season with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects according to MLB.com, 

marking the most players listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise. 

Between Walker Jenkins , Kaelen Culpepper , Emmanuel Rodriguez , & Connor Prielipp , they also tout four prospects on either the 

MLB.com or Baseball America Top-100 list, surpassing last year’s total of three when Rodriguez, Luke Keaschall, and Zebby 

Matthews all began the year with the Saints. The remaining ranked prospects included Gabriel Gonzalez  (7/10), Andrew Morris 

(13/13), Marco Raya  (18/21), and John Klein  (20/23). Left-hander Kendry Rojas  (10/8) will also open the year on the Saints’ injured 

list, but is expected to join the rotation within the first few weeks.

VARIETY IS THE SPICE OF LIFE: In his first 16 games as Saints manager, Brian Dinkelman  has turned in 16 unique lineup cards. 

No Saints hitter has batted from the same spot in the order more than ten times (Kaelen Culpepper  in the leadoff spot) and only 

Culpepper has started at least nine times at a given position (SS).

                                                                 

COOKING WITH GAS: Left-hander Kendry Rojas , the Twins' No. 8 pre-season prospect according to Baseball America, made his 

season debut with the Saints on Sunday and impressed. The Cuban southpaw sat 97.4 mph with his four-seam fastball and topped 

out at 98.8 mph, the fastest pitch thrown by a St. Paul arm this year. 18 of Rojas' 48 pitches exceeded 97 mph and he has now 

popped seven of the Saint's staff's ten hardest pitches this year from his one outing alone.

                                                                 

THE IRONPIGS COME TO THE PIG'S EYE: The Saints get set to host the Lehigh Valley IronPigs (PHI) for the first time in 

franchise history this week. After checking the Phillies affiliate off their list, the Saints have now faced 17 of the other 19 clubs in the 

International League, every club save for Jacksonville (MIA) and Charlotte (CHW). The Saints still have yet to travel to eight other 

International League parks with Durham (TBR), Lehigh Valley, Norfolk (BAL), Scranton/Wilkes-Barre (NYY), Syracuse (NYM), and 

Worcester (BOS) having all exclusively faced the Saints at CHS Field (none of those parks are on the schedule for 2026). St. Paul 

will check off both a new opponent and new ballpark later this year when they travel to Las Vegas from May 5-10, taking on their 

second-ever interleague opponent from the Pacific Coast League (they went 1-5 vs Round Rock at CHS Aug 19-24 last year).

Between the COVID-19 pandemic 
cutting his All-American season short at just 21.0 innings in 2020, Tommy John limiting him to less than 10.0 as a sophomore in 
2021, and another UCL surgery (internal brace) that limited him to fewer than 10.0 innings in his pro debut in 2023, Prielipp 
had already thrown more innings in a season across his pro and college career this year when he made his eighth start with the 
Wind Surge on May 14. 
PRIELIPP’S GOT THE STUFF: Before injuries kept him off the field for much of the early portion of his college and pro career, 
Prielipp was considered to be a top-5 pick in the draft following his freshman season at Alabama, possessing the potential for 
three “plus” pitches. The southpaw touts an upper-90’s fastball that’s rare for a pitcher from the left side, as well as a 
devastating slider that uses a unique grip that the MLB Pipeline described as “one of the most devastating pitches in the 
college class of 2022” at the time, not to mention a terrific changeup that Baseball America rated as the “best changeup” in 
the Twins organization entering the 2026 season.
COME AND SMELL OUR DAIRY AIR: A native of Tomah, Wisconsin, Prielipp was one of the top high school pitching prospects 
in the Badger State as he wrapped up his prep career. He was named the Gatorade Wisconsin Player of hte Year as well as a 
Collegiate Baseball News 1st Team All-American as a senior at Tomah High School in 2019 after going 6-2 with a 0.85 ERA and 
118 strikeouts against just five walks in 49.0 innings as a 12th grader. Prielipp was also drafted in the 37th round that summer 
by the Boston Red Sox, becoming the first Tomah HS product ever taken in the MLB Draft.
