MANAGER BROOKS CONRAD

Brooks Conrad manages the River Bandits for the third-consecutive season, his eighth
(seventh managerial) in the Royals organization, after managing the Columbia Firefiles
in their first year as a Royals affiliate in 2021. The 44-year-old led the Lexington Leg-
ends to a South Atlantic League Title and was honored with the Dick Howser Award,
which is given annually to one Royals player development employee for outstanding
contributions to the organization. Conrad was slated to lead Lexington again in 2020
before the MiLB season was canceled. He joined the Royals organization as First Base
Coach at Burlington in 2017, before serving as Manager there in 2018.
