
RIDERS CLUB FIVE HOMERS, WIN IN 10 INNINGS:
Using a two-run tenth inning rally, the Frisco RoughRiders toppled the Amarillo Sod Poodles 9-8 on Friday night from HODGETOWN 
to secure at least a series split in the first series of the second half. Frisco (3-1, 42-30) welcomed Ranger centerfielder Evan Carter for 
an MLB rehab assignment and he smoked a 421-foot leadoff home run off Amarillo (1-3, 37-35) lefty starter Avery Short. That was 
one of five solo home runs that the Riders hit off Short in the first five innings. Max Wagner hit three of them, going yard in second, 
fourth and fifth innings for his first career three-home run game. With an Ian Moller blast in the fifth as well, Frisco led 7-0. Dalton 
Pence, Frisco’s starter, fired four scoreless innings to start his night but surrendered three runs in the fifth on a Cristofer Torin three-
run home run. Amarillo tagged the Riders for three more in the sixth to make it 7-6. Down 7-6 in the ninth, Amarillo got a game-tying 
home run from Gavin Conticello to force extra innings. In the 10th, Frisco scored twice off Alfred Morrillo (2-3) with an RBI double 
from Moller and RBI single for Julian Brock. Zach Bryant (1-1) allowed a run in the bottom of the tenth, but struck out the final hitter 
for a 9-8 win.

RIDERS ARE POSTSEASON BOUND:
The Riders clinched a playoff spot with a win on June 18th, capturing the Texas League South Division 1st Half. The Riders have now 
made the playoffs 11 times, their first berth since 2024, with two championships in 2004 and 2022. The Riders have now won the first 
half 9 times, their first since 2024. Frisco finished the first half 39-29 (.567), their 8th-best winning percentage in franchise history and 
their best since 2024 (.647). 

CHAVEZ IN CHARGE:
RoughRiders infielder Frainyer Chavez has been on fire. In his last 32 games, he is slashing .382 (47-for-123)/.483/.618/1.101 with 
14 doubles, 5 home runs, 21 RBIs, 23 walks, 19 strikeouts and 29 runs scored. During that span, since May 20th, he is 1st in the Texas 
League in average (.382), 1st in hits (47), 3rd in OPS (1.101), 1st in doubles (14) and 2nd in extra-base hits (19). He hit his third leadoff 
home run of the season in game two of the doubleheader on June 17th. He now has his new career high with 10 home runs and 
did so in 31 fewer games that he hit 8 in 2025. Chavez is 4th in the Texas League in batting average (.304), 5th in OBP (.410), 6th in 
OPS (.897), 2nd in hits (83), T-2nd in doubles (20), 5th in walks (46), 6th in extra-base hits (30) and T-1st in runs scored (60). Riding an 
8-game hitting streak, Chavez is batting .559 (19-for-34)/.625/.941/1.566 with 4 doubles, 3 home runs and 11 RBIs. 

THAT TAIL IS WAGNERING:
Max Wagner introduced himself well in his first series, homering 4 times in his first 3 games with the Riders in Corpus and, now, has 
had another hot, homer-filled stretch. In his last 5 games, he has hit 5 home runs, including his first 3-home run game in his career on 
June 26th. In the 5 games, he’s batting .471 (8-for-17)/.571/1.353/1.924, tying the MiLB lead with 5 long balls. Wagner’s 3-home run 
game is the 4th in the Texas League this year, 3 of which have taken place in Amarillo, and the 7th in RoughRiders franchise history.  

THOSE OTHER PRAIRIE DOGS: 
The Riders are back in HODGETOWN for their second and final trip of season after going 3-3 in Amarillo in April. In their first 10 
games, the Riders are hitting .342 (132-for-386)/.419/.627/1.046 with 27 home runs while averaging 8.8 runs per game. Since 2019 
when Amarillo entered the league, the Riders have played more games than another other visiting team. In their 93 contests at 
Amarillo, the Riders are averaging 6.6 runs per game and 1.8 home runs per game. On the mound, Frisco also has the best ERA of any 
team (5.43 ERA). 

THE ‘PEN IS MIGHTIER THAN THE SWORD:
Frisco’s bullpen has been great lately and is now 2nd in Double-A with a 3.79 ERA and 1st in the Texas League. Over the last 28 
games, the Riders have the best bullpen ERA in Double-A (3.19). In the last 17 games, the starters have also dominated, going 4-2 
with a 3.83 ERA, the second-best ERA in the Texas League. 

ONE-RUN MADNESS LATE:
The RoughRiders are just 10-13 in one-run games this year. Out of the 13 one-run loses, the RoughRiders scored at least one run in 
the final inning to make it a one-run loss in 6 different games this season, just coming up short. Only 4 of the 13 losses featured a 
blown lead from the Frisco bullpen. The Riders have been the best run-scoring offense in the 7th inning or later in Double-A (160 
runs) and the 2nd-best team in Double-A in ERA in the 7th inning or later (3.46).

GIMME THAT OFFENSE EARLY AND OFTEN:
Frisco’s 58 runs in the first inning this year are tied for 6th in the minors, hitting .286 (82-for-287) in the first with 14 home runs. They 
have scored in the first inning in 29 games and have scored multiple runs in the first inning in 14 games this season. When scoring 
7 or fewer runs, the Riders are 18-29 (including a combined 8-11 record when scoring 6 or 7 runs) and 24-1 when scoring 8 or more. 
Frisco is also 17-17 in 1 or 2-run games. 

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:
Through 72 games the RoughRiders are 1st in the Texas League with 669 hits. They are first in the league in batting average (.273) 
and 1st in runs (460, 6.5 runs per game). The RoughRiders have not led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. Frisco has 
scored 7 or more runs in 44 percent of their games (32-of-72). The Riders are 5th in the Texas League in homers (96), 1st in doubles 
(135), 2nd in SLG (.453) and 1st in OPS (.819).

Comer returns to Double-A Frisco in 2026 after managing at the High-A level over the last three seasons. The native of Mansfield, Texas will 
enter his 10th season with the Rangers and his second in Frisco.

In 2022, Comer helped pilot the Riders to their second Texas League Championship in franchise history, serving as a development coach. Over 
the last three seasons, Comer managed High-A Hickory (2023-2024) and High-A Hub City (2025), going 197-191 (.508).

Prior to Frisco, Comer was the hitting coach for the High-A Hickory Crawdads in 2021, after serving as a coach at various levels of the Rangers 
system from 2016-2019.

The former University of Texas at Arlington catcher played two seasons in the Atlanta Braves organization, reaching High-A Lynchburg in 
2012. He was drafted by Atlanta in the 29th round of the 2011 draft after four seasons at UTA.

St. Clair joins the Riders as the pitching coach after leading a Hub City staff that finished third in the SAL with a 3.50 ERA in 2025. St. Clair also 
will serve as the assistant pitching coordinator in the Rangers farm system in 2026.

Initially, St. Clair came to the Rangers as a coach in the Dominican Summer League in 2022 before serving as a pitching coach for the ACL 
Rangers from 2022-23. Before professional baseball, he spent two and a half years as pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at North 
Carolina Wesleyan College.

The right-hander pitched three professional seasons in the St. Louis Cardinals system from 2017-19 after he was picked in the 24th round of 
the 2017 June draft, making 88 outings for the organization’s Rookie and Single-A affiliates. 

The Winston-Salem, North Carolina native played four years (2014-17) at Division II Lenior-Rhyne University in Hickory, N.C.

Hart returns as the hitting coach in Frisco for the first time since he served as the RoughRiders hitting coach from 2012-2019. Before that, 
most recently, he was the Major League hitting assistant for the Miami Marlins under current Rangers manager Skip Schumaker.

In 2015, Hart was named the Mike Coolbaugh Texas League Coach of the Year for his work with the Riders hitters. Prior to joining Frisco, Hart 
spent two seasons as the hitting coach with Low-A Hickory. His tenure with the Rangers began after he assisted the Single-A Clinton staff 
with coaching responsibilities for a portion of the 2008 season and continued when he accepted the role of hitting coach for the Arizona 
Rangers before the 2009 campaign.

Hart played professionally for parts of eight seasons from 1998-2006, with stints in the Oakland, Texas and Minnesota organizations. He made 
his Major League debut with the Rangers in 2002, when he batted .267 (4-for-15) with three doubles over a span of 10 games. He missed the 
2004 campaign following the removal of a benign brain tumor, but returned to the field in 2005 and hit 21 home runs in 128 games with 
Frisco.

Originally drafted by Oakland in the fifth round of the 1998 draft, Hart was acquired by Texas in a January 2002 trade with the Athletics. He 
attended Southwest Missouri State University, where he paced the conference in homers in 1997 and was named a Missouri Valley Conference 
All-Star in 1998.

Hernandez joins the RoughRiders for his first season with the 
Rangers organization.

During 2020, Hernandez managed the Texas Collegiate League 
Frisco RoughRiders after the MiLB season had been canceled. 
In 2025, he served as a bench coach for Triple-A Jacksonville 
and spent 19 seasons with the Marlins as a coach and 
coordinator. As part of that stint, he served eight seasons as a 
manager, most recently in 2022 with High-A Beloit.

Hernandez started his coaching career at the University of 
Mobile in 1993 as a hitting coach and stayed there through 
2001. From 2005-2006, Hernandez served as the hitting coach 
for the Independent Pensacola Pelicans.

Brown makes his Double-A debut in 2026. Before being the 
athletic trainer for High-A Hub City in 2025, Brown was the ACL 
Rangers athletic trainer in 2024. 

Brown was also a student athletic trainer at Slinger (Wisc.) 
High School (2022) and Carroll University in Waukesha, Wisc. 
(2021). 

The Louisville, Ky. native holds an associate’s degree in Biology 
(McHenry County College), a Bachelor’s degree in Exercise 
Science (Upper Iowa University), and a Master’s in Athletic 
Training (Carroll University).
