Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster has four players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of A's prospects: No. 16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 18
(Zane Taylor), No. 23 (Nate Nankil) and No. 30 (Nathan Dettmer). Baseball America’s recent re-ranking of A's prospects puts Echavarria
at No. 16, Zane Taylor at No. 18 and Nathan Dettmer at No. 21.

Familiar Matchup: 20-year-old Steven Echavarria makes his sixth career appearance against the Loons tonight. Echavarria made four
starts against Great Lakes in 2025, going 0-1 with a 3.00 ERA in four starts spanning 12 innings, walking seven, striking out 14, allowing
a .227 avg against and not allowing a home run. Echavarria found similar success against the Loons in his first outing this season, June
2, limiting Great Lakes to three runs (two earned) on three hits in six innings while striking out six. Still, he was outdueled by Zach Root
in a 4-0 shutout loss.

Countering the June Swoon: Though Lansing is batting a league low .234 as a team this month, Ali Camarillo stands out for his .324
avg. (22-for-68), slugging 10 doubles and two home runs in 17 games for a .937 OPS. Pedro Pineda (.310, 13-for-42, 7-for-7 steals) has
also found increased success at the plate. Carlos Franco (.085, 4-for-47) is on the other side of the coin, though he has walked (11) more
than he has struck out (9). Franco has served as Lansing’s starting catcher in 13 of the 17 June games.

Home Cooking: The Nuts rank 3rd in the 12-team Midwest League in home batting average (.266), 2nd in runs scored (220), 4th in
base hits (293), 1st in RBIs (208), 2nd in fewest strikeouts (262), 1st in fewest caught stealings (3 in 39 attempts) and 3rd in OBP (.378).
Contrast these glowing ranks to Lansing’s road troubles: 12th in batting average (.229), 12th in runs scored (147), 9th in base hits (266),
12th in home runs (15), 8th in fewest strikeouts (337), 11th in OBP (.333) and 12th in slugging (.314).

Alumni Spotlight:

« In the Majors, Gage Jump (2025 Lugnut) starts tonight for the A’s. Last night, Tyler Soderstrom (2022) went 2-for-4 to continue a stellar
June, though the A's lost 3-1 to the Giants. Soderstrom is slashing .304/.429/.609 with six home runs and 14 walks in 20 games this month.
The Marlins’ Otto Lopez (2019) was 2-for-5 in a 6-4 win over Texas; Otto leads the Majors with a .337 batting average. And the Padres’
Mason Miller (2022) tossed a season high two (perfect) innings and struck out three to earn the win in a 7-6 10-inning victory over Atlanta.

« In Triple-A, the Aviators routed Sacramento 11-2 thanks to strong performances from Chen Zhong-Ao Zhuang (2024; 4 2/3, 0 R, 6 K)
and three runs scored apiece by Jared Dickey (2024-25) and Brett Harris (2021-2022).

« In Double-A, though the RockHounds lost to Wichita 6-4, Ryan Magdic (2025-26) struck out five while allowing one run in 4 1/3 innings.
Magdic has given up just two runs in 8 2/3 innings through his first two Double-A appearances, each in long relief.

Future Lugnut Watch:

¢ Infielder Bryan Andrade went 2-for-5 with a single and a double for Stockton in a 9-3 loss to Rancho Cucamonga; the 21-year-old
infielder is batting .462 (18-for-39) with four doubles and four home runs in his last nine games. Overall, he’s hitting .276/.364/.435 with
eight doubles, four triples, six home runs and six stolen bases in 54 games for the Ports.

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltran went on to
be voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two Silver Sluggers,
the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 27, Beltran will be inducted
into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.
