EARLY LEAD FOR THE VISITORS:  Jadher Areinamo 
drove in a run with a single in the top of the first inning.  
The Captains tied the game in the bottom of the first on 
an RBI fielder’s choice by Wuilfredo Antunez.  Yophery 
Rodriguez gave Wisconsin the lead back in the top of 
the third with a two-out, RBI single.   

 

BIG BLAST: Jonah Advincula cracked a two-out, two-
run home run in the bottom of the third inning to give 
the Captains a 3-2 lead.   

 

ALMOST: Rodriguez singled to left with two outs and 
Areinamo at second base in the top of the fifth.  
Areinamo was out at the plate trying to end the inning. 
 

LATE GAME SITUATIONS: Ramόn Rodríguez singled 
to start the sixth inning.  The next twelve Rattlers hitters 
were retired in order.  Lake County added an insurance 
run on an RBI double by Antunez in the sixth and a two-
run double by Angel Genao in the eighth. 
 

HUMAN TARGET: Luke Adams, who was hit by 
pitches forty times in the regular season, was hit twice 
last night.  He stole a base and scored a run for 
Wisconsin. 
 

THANK YOU, FANS!  Wisconsin played two home 
games in the 2024 playoffs with attendances of 4,428 
for the game against Quad Cities and 4,183 for the 
game against Lake County for a total of 8,611.  

 

PLAYING FOR THE PENNANT:  This is Wisconsin’s 
first appearance in the Midwest League Championship 
Series since the league moved up to the High-A 
classification.  The Rattlers made the Championship 
Series in 1996, 1999, 2005, and 2012.  Wisconsin won 
the pennant in 2012.  The Appleton Foxes, the team 
that became the Rattlers in 1995, won eight Midwest 
League pennants (1964, 1966, 1967, 1969, 1978, 1982,

ABOUT THE LAKE COUNTY CAPTAINS:  Lake County 
joined the Midwest League in 2010 from the South Atlantic 
League.  They started out as the Columbus RedStixx in 
Georgia before moving to Eastlake, Ohio after the 2002 
season.  The Captains are the Midwest League affiliate of 
the Cleveland Guardians.  The franchise has been 
affiliated with Cleveland since it was known as the 
Columbus Indians in 1991.  Lake County won the Midwest 
League title in 2010 and lost to Kane County in the 2014 
Midwest League Championship Series.   They were the 
East Division Champions in 2022 and lost to the South 
Bend Cubs in the Midwest League Championship Series.  
Lake County went 77-53 during the 2024 regular season 
and qualified for the playoffs by winning the first half East 
Division title.  They swept Dayton in the East Finals. 
 

ABOUT THE GUARDIANS:  Cleveland was the parent 
club of the old Appleton Papermakers in 1941, 1942, and 
1946.  Mike Garcia was the most notable Papermaker to 
play for the Indians.  Cleveland’s affiliation history in the 
Midwest League includes the Dubuque Packers from 
1962-64 and Waterloo from 1977-1988.

LAKE COUNTY STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP DYLAN DeLUCIA: The Cleveland Guardians selected DeLucia in 
the sixth round of the 2022 draft out of Mississippi.  
 

OMAHA HERO: DeLucia was the 2022 College World Series MVP as 
he helped to lead Ole Miss to a National Championship.  He was 8-2 
with a save and a 3.68 ERA in 21 games – twelve starts – in his only 
season for the Rebels.  He had pitched two seasons at Northwest 
Florida State College before joining Mississippi. 
 

SETBACK: DeLucia did not pitch professionally in 2022.  Then, he 
suffered an elbow injury during spring training in 2023 that wiped out 
his entire regular season. 
 

BACK IN THE SWING:  DeLucia started the 2024 season on the 
Lynchburg Hillcats Injured List.  He started a rehab assignment with 
the ACL Guardians on June 21, moved to Lynchburg’s active roster on 
July 1, and was transferred to Lake County on July 22.  
 

PRO CAREER: DeLucia is 0-3 with a 2.55 ERA in thirteen starts in 
2024.  He was 0-1 with nine walks, 39 strikeouts, and a 2.52 ERA with 
the Captains in the regular season. 
 

LAST START: DeLucia had a no decision against Dayton at home in 
Game Two of the East Finals on September 12.  He allowed four runs 
– three earned – on six hits with a walk and five strikeouts over 4-1/3 
innings. 
 

VS. WISCONSIN:  DeLucia has never pitched against the Timber 
Rattlers prior to this evening.  His final start in the Carolina League was 
against the Carolina Mudcats, an affiliate of the Milwaukee Brewers, on 
July 20.  DeLucia allowed a run on three hits with two walks and two 
strikeouts for a no decision.

WISCONSIN STARTING PITCHER: 
 

RHP WILL RUDY:  The Milwaukee Brewers selected Rudy in the fifth round 
of the 2022 draft out of the California Polytechnic State University, Pomona. 
 

WHAT A SEASON: Rudy was at Cal Poly Pomona for three seasons but 
had just one full season due to COVID-19 abbreviating 2020 and canceling 
the 2021 season for the Broncos.  In 2022, which was still his freshman 
season, Rudy went 8-1 with a 3.10 ERA over thirteen starts.  He walked 
fifteen and struck out 96 in 87 innings pitched during that season.  
 

TROPHY ROOM: Rudy was a three-time Pitcher of the Week in the 
California Collegiate Athletic Association, two-time National Collegiate 
Baseball Writers Association West Region Pitcher of the Week, a First Team 
All-CCAA selection, and the CCAA’s Most Valuable pitcher last season.  
 

OUR OLD FRIEND FROM POMONA: Rudy was the highest draft selection 
of a Poly Pomona player since Cody Ponce was picked 55th overall in the 
2015 draft.  The Brewers also picked Ponce, who pitched for the Timber 
Rattlers right after the 2015 draft. 
 

THE CAPE:  Rudy made one start for Yarmouth-Dennis in the Cape Cod 
League in 2022 before the draft.  He did not pitch in the Brewers system until 
2023.  
 

THE MUDCAT:  Rudy was 5-3 in eighteen starts for Carolina in 2023 for his 
professional debut.  Rudy had a 3.46 ERA, 26 walks, and 69 strikeouts over 
80-2/3 innings. 
 

LAST START:  Rudy won had a no decision in Game Two of the West 
Division Finals against Quad Cities at home on September 12.  He allowed 
three runs – two earned – on five hits with two walks and eight strikeouts 
over 4-2/3 innings. 
 

VS. LAKE COUNTY: Rudy has never faced the Captains prior to this 
evening.  He made two starts against Lynchburg, the Carolina League 
affiliate of the Guardians, in 2023 and was 1-0.  Rudy had five walks and 
nine strikeouts and allowed three runs on seven hits in nine innings.
