Aaron Rozek (2024-25, Burnsville). Thielbar is the only Minnesotan to have pitched for both the Saints independent
and Triple-A franchise eras.

THIS PLACE SEEMS FAMILIAR: A graduHMost recently, he participated in the “Senior Salute Tournament” in
July/August of 2020. The showcase event gave a chase for recently graduated seniors to play for their communities
one last time after missing out on their senior year of high school baseball due to the COVID-19 pandemic. A total of
24 teams turned up for the tournament and since schools sent only their 2020 graduates, most teams consisted of
an alliance between two or three schools. After finishing atop their group in the pool play round, Osseo/Totino-Grace
defeated Woodbury/Stillwater 4-3 in the championship quarterfinals on July 31 before seeing its run ended in the
semifinals the following day in a 4-2 loss to St. Michael-Albertville/Orono.
