YOU WORKING AGAIN, JOHN?: Saints reliever John Brebbia  has fired a scoreless appearance in each of his first five games in a 

Saints uniform, and currently holds a 9.0-inning scoreless streak. There were only 10 instances of four or more consecutive 

scoreless appearances by a Saints reliever all of last season, with Kody Funderburk coming out of the gates with seven in-a-row 

from March 28-April 27 with the Saints, interrupted by a 2-game stint with the Twins in between. Brebbia is just the fourth Saints 

pitcher in franchise history that has fired at least four consecutive scoreless appearances to open the year after beginning the 

season on St. Paul's Opening Day roster, joining Funderburk (2025, 7g), Matt Bowman  (2024, 5g), & Ian Hamilton (2022, 4g).

PITCHER'S PARK: Saints pitching has turned a corner after a rough home series against Worcester. Over the past five days at 

Fifth Third Field, the St. Paul staff have allowed just 15 runs in 46.0 innings, good for a 2.15 ERA. Saints starters have allowed just 

6 runs over 19.0 innings to start the series against the Mud Hens after producing a 9.00 ERA (25 ER, 25.0 IP) over the course of the 

first eight games of the season.

YOUTH MOVEMENT: The week's series in Toledo features two of the top young prospects in baseball, Max Clark and Kaelen 

Culpepper , who are each shining early for their respective clubs. Here are where Clark, the overall No. 8 prospect in the game by 

MLB.com, and Culpepper, No. 49 on that same list, rank among the 45 International League hitters aged 23 or younger this year:

YOU'RE GOING TO THE SHOW, KID: Two St. Paul Saints are headed up to the Big Leagues on Saturday. Following the moves of 

Royce Lewis (left knee sprain) and Cody Laweryson (right forearm strain) to the Twins' injured list, Saints right-hander Andrew 

Morris  and utility player Ryan Kreidler  will each suit up in a Twins uniform for the first time in their careers. For Morris, 24, it's the 

first big league call-up of his career. Last year, Morris spent the entire season with the Saints and ranked third on the St. Paul staff 

in innings pitched (94.2); had it not been for a right forearm strain that sidelined him from June 21-August 9, he would have likely 

made his MLB debut last season. Kreidler, 28, is in his first season with the Twins org, has previously seen big-league action for 

each of the previous four years (2022-25) with the Tigers, where he hit .138 (26-188) across 89 games with Detroit. Morris and 

Kreidler are the second and third big league call-ups off the Saints roster this year, although the first, Garrett Acton,  came off the 

Saints roster before actually appearing in a game in a Saints uniform.

MUST WAKE UP BATS: The Saints offense has been shutout twice in the past five days in Toledo, marking just the third time in 

franchise history that St. Paul have failed to score twice over the course of a six-game series (Also Aug. 4 & 6, 2023 @Columbus; 

April 18 & 21, 2021 @Indianapolis). With a one-hitter thrown by the Toledo staff in Tuesday's opener and a two-hitter last night, it 

marks the first time in the Saints' Triple-A history that they've mustered two or fewer hits in two nine-inning games of a series (*the 

Saints did collect just 2 hits each in a pair of 7-inning doubleheader games on August 20, 2022 vs Scranton).

LAST TIME OUT: Zebby Matthews turned in a bounce back start, becoming the first St. Paul starter to navigate through the fifth this 

year, but one inning did the St. Paul Saints in on Saturday night at Fifth Third Field. The offense tallied just two hits, four total 

baserunners, and just one man reached second base the entire night as the Saints were blanked for a second time in five games, 3-

0, to the Toledo Mud Hens. Matthews gave up a leadoff single in the first before retiring eight in-a-row. The well-pitched game 

unraveled slightly for the Saints in the fifth. Three straight singles put the pressure on, with Max Burt driving in the game's first run to 

put Toledo up 1-0. An error and a wild pitch contributed to the next two runs scoring, with Gage Workman delivering a single that 

made it 3-0. The Saints bullpen was sharp, including John Brebbia K'ing the side in the sixth, at one point fanning four in-a-row, and 

using punchouts for all six of his outs. Dan Altavilla pitched a scorless eighth inning.

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints opened the season with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects according to MLB.com, 

marking the most players listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise. 

Between Walker Jenkins , Kaelen Culpepper , Emmanuel Rodriguez , & Connor Prielipp , they also tout four prospects on either the 

MLB.com or Baseball America Top-100 list, surpassing last year’s total of three when Rodriguez, Luke Keaschall, and Zebby 

Matthews all began the year with the Saints. Jenkins, the Twins’ consensus top prospect, became the youngest player in Saints 

franchise history when he debuted at 20 years, 6 months, and 7 days of age last year. Culpepper, Minnesota’s No. 2 prospect 

(MLB.com) and last year’s Twins Minor League Player of the Year, made his Triple-A debut on Opening Day and reached base in 

his first eight games at the level, just the fourth Saints player in their team history to do so. Prielipp, the Twins No. 4 (BA) prospect, 

returns in a Saints uniform after finishing last season in St. Paul. The remaining ranked prospects include Gabriel Gonzalez  (7/10), 

Andrew Morris  (13/13), Marco Raya  (18/21), and John Klein  (20/23). Left-hander Kendry Rojas  (10/8) will also open the year on 

the Saints’ injured list, but is expected to join the rotation within the first few weeks.

LAST APPEARANCE: Threw Saturday on rehab assignment for Low-A Fort Myers at home vs 
Clearwater...went 1.1 innings, allowing a pair of unearned runs...threw 35 pitches
DEADLINE DAY: Rojas was acquired by the Twins in the waning hours just before the trade deadline on 
Thursday, July 31 as part of a deal that netted the Twins OF Alan Roden and sent RHP Louis Varland and 1B 
Ty France to Toronto. Rojas was part of a whopping 50 trades made by major league clubs in the final 31 
hours leading up to the deadline. In the three days leading up to the deadline, the Twins traded 10 players off 
their major league roster, including eight on the day of the trade deadline. They acquired 13 new players to 
their organization, including Rojas, four of which where assigned to the Saints.
INJURY HISTORY: Rojas has been electric when he’s been on the field in his pro career, owning a 29% 
strikeout rate and a 7% BB-rate while producing the 4th-best strikeout-to-walk ratio in the Blue Jays system 
(min 200 IP) since signing out of Cuba in 2020. Rojas threw just a combined 64.0 innings across his first two 
seasons (2021-22) after going pro, missing time with a lat injury in 2021. After being promoted to High-A 
Vancouver in 2024, a left shoulder injury in April forced him onto the injured list for two months, but he came 
back strong over his final 9 appearances and made up some innings following the season in the Arizona Fall 
League. The southpaw got out to a late start to his 2025 season after suffering a midsection injury in Spring 
Training that kept him out for about two months and not starting a rehab assignment until late-May. His 
career-high in innings pitched in a season is currently 84.0 in the Florida State League with Low-A Dunedin in 
2023.
