COMETS CRUISE IN GAME TWO

The Oklahoma City Comets took game two on
Wednesday afternoon with 13 hits and nine walks
for a 15-1 victory. Oklahoma City SS Alex Freeland
hit a solo home run in the top of the first giving
the Comets an early 1-O edge. In the second inning,
Round Rock RHP Robert Dugger allowed a double
and issued four walks resulting in two runs. With
the bases juiced, Oklahoma City 1B Michael Chavis
recorded his second double of the day, sending the
Comets ahead 6-0. The Express got on the board
in the fourth with a run on three hits. CF Michael
Helman and DH Alan Trejo recorded singles then SS
Richie Martin drove Helman in with a base hit to left
and Round Rock trailed 6-1 after four. Oklahoma
City LF Esteury Ruiz belted a three-run homer in
the fifth. An inning later, the Comets scratched
three runs across on a Freeland groundout and RBI
singles from Chavis and 3B Kody Hoese extending
their lead to 12-1 after six. RF James Outman added
a homer in the bottom of the seventh to make it
13-1. A pair of RBI singles from Ruiz and CF Justin
Dean in the bottom of the eighth sent it to a final
of 15-1.

RHP Dane Dunning is set to make his 11th start and
12th appearance for the E-Train on Thursday night.
Dunning has not allowed a run in his last 13.2 IP, the
longest active streak in the PCL. He owns a 6.00
K/BB (18 K/3 BB) ratio while holding opponents
to a .070 average in that span. The right-hander
leads the Express in starts (10), strikeouts (45) and
innings pitched (41.2),

BOOM OR BUST

Despite their 6-9 record in June, the Express are
outscoring opponents 97-96 with the fourth-most
runs in the league. Round Rock has scored at least
six runs in nine games this month. Eight of their 15
games have been won or lost by more than three
runs.

HARRIS AND STRAHM SWIPING
The Express rank second in the PCL with 93 stolen
bases and their .830 stolen base percentage is the
third-highest rate in all of Triple-A. Individually, OF
Kellen Strahm is second (24) and OF Dustin Harris
stands at ninth (14) in the league.

CAN'T CATCH THE COMETS
Oklahoma City is outscoring Round Rock 106-
58 through 14 games this season for an average
of 7.57 runs per game. The last time the Express
bested the Comets in a six-game series came in
2022 when they won four of six at Dell Diamond
(8/30-9/4).

TALE OF TWO HALVES

The Express will finish the first half of the season
under the .500 mark for just the second time since
the Pacific Coast League split the season into
two halves prior to the 2023 season. Round Rock
finished the second half of the 2024 season with a
34-40 record. The second half of the 2025 season
will commence on Tuesday, June 24.
