BACK-TO-BACK WINS

Express CF Evan Carter opened with a single
through the infield on the first pitch of the night.
Carter then stole second and moved to third on a
1B Blaine Crim flyout to the warning track. 2B Justin
Foscue got the job done, sending Carter home as
he grounded out to the shortstop and Round Rock
led 1-0. Reno C Aramis Garcia led off the third with
a double and 2B Jordan Lawlar gave the Aces a 2-1
lead with a two-out, two-run homer to center field.
Carter got on base for a third time after a fielding
error by SS Connor Kaiser to start the sixth. Crim
gave the E-Train another lead with one swing of
the bat. The first baseman sent a towering home
run over the left field wall and Round Rock went
up 3-2. The Express would bring two more runs
around on RBI doubles from C Tucker Barnhart
and SS Alan Trejo, adding insurance and a 5-2
edge. Barnhart added another insurance run for
Round Rock as he belted his first home run of the
season. The E-Train catcher hit a solo shot in the
eighth extending the lead to 6-2. RF Kellen Strahm
launched his second homer of the season with an
opposite field fly to right field in the top of the
ninth and Round Rock held on for the 7-2 win.

Round Rock RHP Gerson Garabito is slated for his
second start with the Express. He opened 2025 in
the Rangers bullpen before he was optioned on
April 8. In three relief outings for Texas he held a
9.00 ERA (8 ER/8.0 IP). Garabito split time last year
between Round Rock and the Rangers. He held a
1.95 BB/9 figure last season with the Express.

STARTING ON THE RIGHT FOOT
Express RHP Dane Dunning earned the second
consecutive win for Round Rock starters after
RHP Adrian Houser got the victory on Wednesday.
Express starters have posted a 3.77 ERA (32
ER/76.1 IP) which is second in the PCL and they
lead the league in innings pitched. They have a 1.68
GO/AO ratio which is tops in all of Triple-A and
their nine double plays induced are second.

MORE CRIM PLEASE

Round Rock 1B Blaine Crim is tied with Salt Lake 1B
Niko Kavadas for the longest active on-base streak
in the PCL (17). The right-hander belted his fourth
home run of the year last night. He is four home
runs away from 50 in his Express career. Only six
players in clun history have reached 50 homers. He
is 11 RBI away from 200. Only eight players have
reached 200 or more RBI.

BULLPEN KEEPS WORKING

Express RHP Matt Festa (8.1 IP), RHP Cody Heuer
(6.0 IP) and RHP Cole Winn (10.2) have not allowed
a run out of the Express bullpen. Winn has the
longest scoreless streak in the PCL.
