ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Home for the Holiday  
The Fightin Phils return home for their final series at FirstEnergy Stadium before the All-Star Break through Sunday against the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, 
Double-A affiliate of the Toronto Blue Jays. It is the 16th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and ninth-of-11 at America’s Classic Ballpark. 	
Entering play on Friday, Reading leads the season series over New Hampshire 9-6, which includes a 5-3 record in Reading and 4-3 mark in Manchester. 

Bats Stayed Hot
The Reading Fightin Phils (6-3, 36-42) continued their offensive surge with a 10-4 victory over the New Hampshire Fisher Cats (5-4, 39-37) on Thursday night 
at FirstEnergy Stadium, moving to 6-3 in the second half and maintaining sole possession of first place in the Eastern League Northeast standings. Riley Tirotta 
launched his first Double-A home run, a three-run shot in the third inning, before newcomer Raider Tello capped his first Double-A hit with a grand slam in 
the fifth to break the game open. Kehden Hettiger added his second home run of the series in the seventh as Reading reached double-digit runs for the sixth 
consecutive game. Estibenzon Jimenez (3-0) earned his third straight victory with 1.1 scoreless innings of relief, while Austin Cates (1-3) took the loss. Alex 
Binelas extended his on-base streak to 21 games, Aroon Escobar pushed his to 15, and Reading’s 106 home runs rank second in the Eastern League. Bryan 
Rincon’s 26-game on-base streak came to an end, but the Fightins have now won six of their last seven games.

Hello Tello
Raider Tello made his Double-A debut on Thursday night and turned in a first game for the ages. The 25-year old reached base four times, had two hits, and 
launched the first grand slam of his profession career into the pool in right field. His grand slam was already the sixth one hit by the Fightin Phils this season 
and first sine Caleb Ricketts hit one on June 9 vs Portland. Tello began the season with Jersey Shore (A+), came off the injured list on Tuesday, and was 	
promptly promoted to Reading on Thursday. The Phillies signed Tello as an undrafted free agent in 2024 out of Iowa. 

Binelas Stays Hot  
Alex Binelas stayed red-hot on Thursday night with another hit and two runs scored. Over his last nine games, dating back to June 23, Binelas is slashing 
.395/.465/.763 (1.228 OPS), along with 14 runs, five doubles, three home runs and nine RBI. Binelas has a hit in eight-of-nine games and collected two-or-more 
hits in five of the contests. The highlight of the stretch was a four hit and four RBI night last Saturday, which included his 18th home run of the season. Binelas 
is also currently riding a 22-game on-base streak, dating back to June 7 and has a .321 average and .424 on-base percentage over the streak.

Bryan Gets on Base  
Bryan Rincon’s season-best 26-game on-base streak came to an end on Thursday night. It was the longest on-base streak by a R-Phil since Keaton Anthony’s 
25-game on-base streak in 2025. The Phillies’ 27th ranked prospect’s on-base streak was the longest by a Fightin Phil this season and was the fourth longest on-
base streak in the Eastern League this season. The shortstop posted a .378 on-base percentage over the streak, which dated back to May 19. 

Raking Raylin  
Raylin Heredia extended his hit streak to eight games with another hit, including his league-leading 23rd double of the season. Over his eight-game hit streak, 
dating back to June 24, Heredia is slashing .317/.333/.585 (.918 OPS), along with eight runs, two doubles, three home runs and six RBI. Over the hit streak, 
Heredia had multiple hits in four of the games, which were four contests in a row from June 26-30.

Dueling Quartets 
Both Bryan Rincon and Riley Tirotta picked up four base hits for Reading on Wednesday night, accounting for eight of the team’s 16 hits on the night. Rincon’s 
four hits matched both a season and career-high, with his last coming on May 1 at Hartford. Tirotta’s four hits marked the third time in his career he has had 
four-or-more hits in a game, with his last being a five-hit contest on June 21, 2024, with Buffalo at Scranton/Wilkes-Barre.

Offense Stayed Hot 
In their 10-4 win on Thursday night, the Fightin Phils have now scored nine-or-more runs in six games in a row and seven-or-more runs in seven-straight 
games. Reading has now won six-of-seven games, since June 25, and over that stretch leads the Eastern League with a .330 average and .984 OPS. The R-Phils 
have also scored a league-high 68 runs (9.7/game) and slugged 18 home runs, also the most in the Eastern League. On the season, Reading has hit 106 home 
runs, which is closing in on first palce Somerset, who has 119. The Fightin Phils are on pace for 187 home runs this season, which comes after hitting 118 
during the 2025 season.

This Day in Baseballtown History 
July 3, 2021: In Erie, the Fightin Phils record just their second combined no-hitter in franchise history to shut out the Seawolves 3-0 on the road. Francisco 
Morales dominated for Reading, going six innings hitless with eight strikeouts to two walks. He was pulled in the seventh for Zach Warren, who had difficulty 
keeping it in the zone. After recording just two outs and walking the bases loaded, Kyle Dohy came in to not just hold onto history, but the lead. Dohy worked 
out of it and was hitless in the next inning as well, which then brought in Brian Marconi to close. He went one-two-three for his fifth save of the season, and 
etched his name into Baseballtown history.

Here Come the Cats 
New Hampshire enters play today with a 39-37 record, along with a 5-4 mark in the second half. The Fisher Cats took four-of-six games against Somerset last 
week, and following this week, they return home to face Portland. New Hampshire’s roster features seven of the Blue Jays top-30 prospects: Gage Stanifer (5), 
Victor Arias (10), Fernando Perez (16), Javen Coleman (22), Cutter Coffey (23), Danny Thompson (25) and Adrian Pinto (29).

New Hampshire Tone Setter
Righty, and Blue Jays No. 25 prospect, Danny Thompson makes his fourth Double-A start tonight. So far, he has allowed one-earned run over 14.0 IP (0.64 
ERA), along with 12 strikeouts. Thompson began the season with Vancouver (A+), going 2-2, with a 3.80 ERA over 12 appearances and nine starts. He began 
his pro career in 2025 with Dunedin (A), posting a 0.66 ERA over 10 appearances and one start. The 23-year olf was drafted in the eighth round of the 2025 
draft by the Blue Jays out of UNC Greensboro.
