SEASON HIGH, ON SUNDAY.

IN SEATTLE, HE IS THE BRAVES’ LONE REPRESENTATIVE AT A GAME WHICH WILL
FEATURE A NUMBER OF BASEBALL'S BRIGHTEST TALENTS.

NEW FACES: AUGUSTA ADDED INFIELDER JOSE DILONE BEFORE THE SERIES WITH
COLUMBIA. HE WAS TEARING UP THE FCL. HITTING OVER .400 WITH 2 HOMERS AND
14 RBI IN JUST 10 GAMES AND A SLASH LINE OF .412/.535/.735

THE WEEK OF 6/13-6/18, ETHAN WORKINGER WENT 11-23 (.478) WITH 3 HOMERS, 12
RBI (MOST IN THE LEAGUE), 2 2B, 4 BB, AND 4 K FOR A SLASH LINE OF .478/.556/.957.
HE HAD REACHED IN 15 STRAIGHT GAMES BEFORE BEING PROMOTED TO HIGH-A ROME
ON 6/26.

DESPITE GOING HOMERLESS LAST WEEK FOR THE FIRST TIME THIS SEASON, THE
GREENJACKETS HAVE HIT THE SECOND MOST HOMERS IN THE LEAGUE WITH 56 ON
THE SEASON, TRAILING ONLY DOWN EAST. HOWEVER. THEY'VE ALSO GIVEN UP THE
MOST HOMERS IN THE LEAGUE, AT 64. MEANWHILE, COLUMBIA HAS GIVEN UP THE
3RD FEWEST (33) BUT HAVE ALSO HIT THE THIRD FEWEST (33).

ON 6/13, JEREMY CELEDONIO AND ETHAN WORKINGER EACH HIT TWO SOLO HOME
RUNS. THE 2 PLAYERS WITH 2 HOMERS ON WAS THE FIRST IN THE CAROLINA LEAGUE
SINCE THE FREDNATS DID IT IN MAY "22, AND WAS A GREENJACKETS FIRST.
AUGUSTA FINALLY BROKE ATWO-MONTH LONG SATURDAY WINLESS DROUGHT THAT
SPANNED FROM APRIL 14TH TO JUNE I7TH WITH THEIR WALKOFF WIN ON 6/17. HOW-
EVER, THEY DROPPED NEXT SATURDAY'S GAME IN EXTRA INNINGS TO MAKE THEIR
SATURDAY RECORD A DISMAL 2-8.

FOUR OUTINGS, HE HAS GONE SIX OR MORE INNINGS. HIS SEVEN INNINGS OF WORK
ON 6/20 ARE TIED FOR THE LONGEST OUTING OF THE SEASON FOR AUGUSTA
JHANCARLOS LARA STRUCK OUT 10 BATTERS ON JUNE 22ND, THE FIRST AUGUSTA
PITCHERTO HIT DOUBLE DIGITS IN A SINGLE GAME THIS YEAR, BEFORE OWEN MUR-

CURRENT NOTES: Opening day starter, went 1.2 innings with no hits, 2 walks, and a strikeout in his first professional action of
his career. Pitched two innings the next week, giving up one run (unearned due to E4). Took loss in his third start after struggling with
command at Myrtle Beach...best outings came on 4/27 and 5/4, going 7.1 outings and allowing one run in that time...Pitched back-to-
back quality starts on 6/14 vs MB and 6/24 @ DEL...named to NL roster for SiriusXM All-Star Futures Game on 6/26 as only Braves
representative...

CAREER: Spencer Schwellenbach was a 2nd round pick of the Braves out of Nebraska in 2021, falling despite being a
projected first rounder due to reports of a potential injury during workouts. The Braves were thrilled that he fell to them,
and signed him despite knowing he would likely need the Tommy John surgery which sidelined him for the entire 2022
season. Out of Saginaw, Michigan, Schwellenbach was a 34th round pick of the Guardians in 2018, but elected to fulfill his
commitment to the Cornhuskers. In college, Schwellenbach was a dominant two-way player his senior year after featuring
solely as an infielder his first three years. He held opponents to a .198 batting average with a dominant fastball, recording
10 saves and a remarkable ERA of 0.5/. He also hit .284, with 9 stolen bases and 9 home runs. Those stat lines led to him
being named as the Big 10 2021 Player of the Year, a first-team All-American, the John Olerud Two-Way Player of the Year,
a Golden Spikes semifinalist, and more.

OWEN MURPHY

CURRENT NOTES: Dazzled in his season debut, going 4 scoreless innings with 6 strikeouts...picked up first decision (L) on first
game of doubleheader 4/28...has given up hard contact in May...GreenJackets won just one game of the first five that Murphy started
this year...picked up first professional win on 5/19, after giving up leadoff homer then pitched five scoreless innings...gave up two solo
shots against KAN but struck out at-the-time career high 7 in 4 innings...struggled in first three starts in June against CSC, MB, CAR...
Struck out career high 12 against DEL in best outing on 6/23...

CAREER: Murphy was a two-sport standout, also playing QB and WR for his high school team. During his senior year, he gave up just
10 hits in 58.1 innings while striking out 137 — more than 2 batters per inning. He tossed four no-hitters and two perfect games, while
also hitting .548 with 10 homers. He was a projected top-100 pick as a two-way player, but his pitching elevated him to first-round
status. He was named the 2022 Illinois Gatorade Player of the Year and was originally committed to Notre Dame, but after being select-
ed 20th overall by the Braves he elected to sign for $2,560,000. He pitched 5 scoreless innings in the FCL, striking out seven, before
giving up six runs in seven innings on just five hits with ten punchouts in three Augusta starts late in the season.

CURRENT NOTES: Was stellar in his debut, going 3 innings of no-hit ball with 4K and 1BB...picked up 9-out save while facing

the minimum (1H allowed, GIDP) his next game vs MB...smoked in one inning of work on 5/2 at KAN, giving up 3 runs on 3 hits in one
inning...no decision in start in game 2 of doubleheader on 5/28 while striking out a career high 6...disasterous month of June, boasting a
2.92 WHIP and .350 BAA with an ERA of 12.75

CAREER: Adam Shoemaker was drafted in the 11th round of the 2021 draft out of St. Benedict High School in Cambridge, Ontario. He
was touching 95 miles an hour on his fastball, which made him a projectable target as a LHP despite needing some physical develop-
ment. In 3 games in the Complex his draft year, he held opponents to a .158 average, before starting the 2022 season in Augusta. In
three starts, Shoemaker went just 5 innings, exiting his third start with an injury. After a month on the IL, he returned to the FCL, where

CAREER: Signed as an international free agent in 2021 out of San Cristobal, DR, 20 miles from Santo Domingo. In 2022,
his first year in full-season ball, he made 9 starts and 10 appearances in the DSL, where he held opponents to a .182 batting
average and struck out 38 in 30.1 innings of work. His WHIP was 1.52, likely elevated due to 26 walks. Has a very wirey
fastball and excellent slider when locating correctly.

3 innings in relief on 4/23...got second win on 5/5, going four and allowing one run in 6-5
victory...relieved Spencer Schwellenbach on 5/17 and pitched four scoreless for save and the shutout while striking
out career high 6...entered with 2 on in the 6th on 5/23 but gave up a two-out double...quality start on 5/30 at CSC...
GJ season long outing 7.0 on 6/13 vs CAR with W...

CAREER: started '22 with Augusta, making two appearances before being sent down to the FCL Braves. Following
8 dominant starts, Bautista returned to Augusta, where he recorded wins in the final three starts of the season and
two straight quality starts to end the year. Opponents hit .383 against him in Augusta, the highest of any GreenJack-
ets pitcher, inflated by his second start of the year, when he gave up 8 runs on 9 hits in one inning of work. In 2022,
he had a 1.83 ground-out to air-out ratio, the highest of his career. He induced the most double-plays of any pitcher
in Augusta in 2022, with 8. Signed as Int'l FAin 2018, has averaged almost exactly one strikeout perinning of work
over his MILB career.
