TODAY'S GAME: n Fayetteville Woodpeckers (Single-A, Houston Astros) play game five of their first series in this
12-game homestand against the Delmarva Shorebirds (Single-A Baltimore Orioles). It's Eighty Deuces Weekend as
the Woodpeckers will be honoring the 82nd Airborne Division's World War Il veterans. Dating back to their first series
last month in Maryland, the Woodpeckers hold a 6-4 record in this head-to-head matchup. RHP Rafael Gonzalez gets
the start for Fayetteville against RHP Michael Caldon for the Shorebirds.

HD{JUT THE SHGREBIRDS The Delmarva Shorebirds, founded in 1991, begin their 35th season of

operation in 2025. Having joined the Carolina League in 2021 following the post-COVID-19 pandemic alongside
the Augusta GreenJackets, Charleston RiverDogs, Columbia Fireflies, and Kannapolis Cannon Ballers, they are in

the midst of their fifth season in the league. Collin Woody returns to manage the club for his second season after
serving as the Fundamentals Coach for the FCL Orioles in 2022 and 2023. Although the Shorebirds have never

won a Carolina League title, they were twice crowned champions of the Class A South Atlantic League in 1997 and
2000. Before moving to Salisbury, they were established as the Sumter (S.C.) Flyers in 1991 as an Atlanta Braves
affiliate before moving to Albany (Ga.) and being re-branded as the Albany (Ga.) Polecats, affiliating with the Orioles
(1993-1994) and Montreal Expos (1992, 1995). They kept their affiliation with the Expos upon moving to Maryland
in 1996, but they re-affiliated with the Orioles in 1997 and have stayed in their organization ever since.

(SOHEWHHT) FAMILIAR FOES: this past offseason, the Carolina League experienced significant changes that

saw the league re-shuffle ahead of the start of the 2025 season. In May of 2024, the Down East Wood Ducks would
re-locate to Spartanburg, S.C. and re-brand as the Hub City Spartanburgers, and shortly thereafter, in July, the Texas
Rangers decided to swap them with the Hickory Crawdads, sending them to the High-A South Atlantic League while
the Crawdads took their place in the Carolina League. Upon their entry to the league, the Crawdads were placed

in the South Division, and the Woodpeckers took Down East's spot in the North Division, grouping them with the
Shorebirds, Lynchburg Hillcats (Single-A Cleveland Guardians), Carolina Mud- cats (Single-A Milwaukee Brewers),
Fredericksburg Nationals (Single-A, Washington Nationals), and Salem Red Sox (Single-A, Boston Red Sox).

ON THE ROAD TO H-TOWN: e Woodpeckers current roster features three players listed in the top 30 of the
Houston Prospect Rankings according to MLB.com. Cole Hertzler is the highest ranked of the trio at No. 27 overall
(No. 13 pitcher), Jancel Villarroel is the lone position player in the group at No. 29 overall (No. 2 catcher), and Bryce
Mayer rounds out the list at No. 30 overall (No. 15 pitcher).

WHERE NO WOODPECKER HAS FLOWN BEFORE: . Woodpeckers once against fell short of setting the

new franchise record winning streak, falling last night to the Delmarva Shorebirds 5-4. Five times now in the last

six seasons, the Woodpeckers have strung together six straight wins while falling short of a record-setting seventh.
Before calling Segra Stadium home, the Buies Creek Astros put together one seven-game winning streak in 2017 and
two in 2018 during their Carolina League championship season.

POWELL POWER: over the last three games, Caden Powell has embarked on an exceptional power surge. He
launched a two-run home run to give the Woodpeckers a lead they would not relinquish in their 8-5 win on Wednes-
day, and yesterday, he became the first Fayetteville player this season to produce a multi-home run game, slugging
two solo shots in the 6-2 win. As a result of this stretch, Powell overtook both Cesar Hernandez and Kedaur Trujillo
for the team lead in home runs, and he also entered a four-way tie at the top of the Carolina League long ball leader-
board with Luis Merejo (Lynchburg), Ramon Ramirez (Columbia), and Braylin Tavera (Delmarva) with four.

FROM THE 'VILLE TO THE SHOW.: on April 30th, one more player added his name to the list of former Fayette-

ville Woodpeckers to reach the Major Leagues. 2022 Woodpeckers RHP A.J. Blubaugh made his MLB debut, starting
against the Detroit Tigers at Daikin Park opposite baseball's No. 2 pitching prospect and No. 4 overall prospect in RHP
Jackson Jobe. The former Wisconsin-Milwaukee standout becomes the first pitcher in school history to reach The
Show and second overall player following current Toronto Blue Jays outfielder Dalton Varsho. Blubaugh is also the
29th former 'Pecker to reach the Majors and second this year after RHP Ryan Gusto.

THIS DAY IN WOODPECKERS HISTORY. May 3, 2018 - Seven years ago, the Buies Creek Astros defeated the

Down East Wood Ducks 4-2 behind a 3-run homer from Chas McCormick, in addition to a solo shot from Osvaldo Du-
arte. Brett Adcock pitches a gem with 6.0 scoreless innings and eight strikeouts while Justin Ferrell closed the game
down with a scoreless bottom of the ninth.
