RUH-ROH RUNS: Bivens has allowed three-plus runs in four consecutive games for the
first time in his career...he allowed three-plus runs in four games last season, three of
which were consecutive, from July 13-21.

ALL ABOARD: Bivens has never faced the Round Rock Express in his career...they be-
come his ninth and final Pacific Coast League opponent (exlcuding the Sacramento River
Cats)...he is 2-0 when facing PCL teams for the first time...they will be his fourth team
faced for the first time on the road, and he is 0-0 when facing PCL teams for the first
time on the road.

ITS GONNA BE MAY: Spencer pitches particularly well in the month of May...has his
second-lowest ERA (3.10) in his career in the minors...over 20 appearances, has pitched
40.2 innings, allowed 14 earned runs, 20 walks and a 41 strikeouts...41 is his most fanned
batters in monthly splits.

ROCKY ROAD: Is 6-5 in 46 minor league road appearances, posting a 4.08 ERA (97.0 IP,
44 ER) with 11 home runs, 40 walks, 85 strikeouts and a .224 opponent batting average;
