Teeing Off 

•	 how it went down: The GreenJackets got five shutout innings from Jhancarlos Lara, but the 
FredNats scored four runs in the sixth to pick up their second straight win. Augusta was held to 
just two hits in the loss, their joint-lowest hit total in a nine-inning game. Jace Grady homered 
to give Augusta the lead in the second inning, but the GreenJackets then went hitless until the 
top of the ninth. The FredNats have outscored Augusta 42-13 over their last four games. 

•	 Murphy mania: Owen Murphy is on another planet right now. In his first two August starts, 
Murphy has gone 11.1 innings, giving up four hits and two runs while striking out 17. On 8/11, 
Murphy took a no-hitter into the 7th inning, eventually departing after 6.1 innings of work and 
eight strikeouts. As part of this stretch, Murphy dealt 10.2 scoreless frames, the longest such 
scoreless streak by an Augusta starter this year (then broken by Jhancarlos Lara six days later). 
Of the 22 teenagers who have thrown 50+ innings in MILB this year, Murphy ranks second in 
strikeout rate and K-BB%. Murphy was named the Player of the Week for August 7th-August 
13th.  

•	 tonight's matchup: Riley Frey will make his second professional start after debuting a 
week ago. Frey gave up a lot of contact but also showcased a nice strikeout touch in his first 
outing. He'll be going up against Travis Sthele, a new draftee for the FredNats whom Augusta 
has yet to face.  

•	 Three true outcomes: The GreenJackets are third in the league in homers (80) and first in 
strikeouts (1201), while they enter today second in the league in walks (501). Augusta has hit 
just four home runs in their last 16 games with Cam Magee (1), Jair Casanova (7), E.J. Exposito 
(7), and Jace Grady (1) providing Augusta's lone homers in August.  

•	 Series Struggles: The GreenJackets have now won two series since the last week of May, 
splitting three and losing four since 5/28. The eight games below .500 on 8/10 was the low 
point for the season, before Augusta rattled off three straight wins. Augusta needs to go 15-7 in 
their final 22 games to finish at or above .500.  

•	 Shay's Stadium: No new arm has made the impact like what Shay Schanaman did last 
week. In his first two outings of his professional career, he went 3.0 scoreless innings while 
striking out 5 batters. The only baserunner he allowed was a hit-by-pitch with two outs in the 
ninth inning on Sunday, when he picked up his first professional save. Schanaman is amongst 
Nebraska's all-time leaders in saves, strikeouts, and appearances as a pitcher.  

•	 Expo-speedo: E.J. Exposito stole another base on Tuesday, bringing him to 19 on the season. 
The New York native has now stolen 16 straight bags without being caught. The season record 
for Augusta is 17 consecutive successful stolen bases, held by Bryson Worrell.  

•	 Everybody movement: The GreenJackets have dominated on the basepath this month. 
Augusta leads the league with 38 stolen bases in August so far, while only being caught 6 
times. However, the GreenJackets are bottom in the league in OPS (.555) this month while also 
recording just four homers. Fredericksburg have an August OPS of .832, first in the the league.

Career: Drafted out of Samford (Birmingham, AL) in the 19th round of the 2021 draft. Had a 30-1 strikeout to walk 
ratio in 2020 before posting slightly worse numbers in the spring season of his draft year. Was a top-500 prospect 
for the 2020 draft but did not get selected as the draft went down to just five rounds. In his first full year of affiliate 
ball in 2022, he spent the entire season with Augusta, making 14 appearances and 11 starts with a record of 5-2. He 
struck out 60 and walked 20 with a 3.41 ERA and a 1.37 WHP.  He boasts a 3-1 strikeout to walk ratio over his profes-
sional career. In 4 starts in Rome this year, went 0-2 with a 14.46 ERA, giving up 7 homers and 15 runs in 9 innings of 
work.

Current Notes:  Dazzled in his season debut, going 4 scoreless innings with 6 strikeouts...picked up first decision (L) on first 
game of doubleheader 4/28...has given up hard contact in May...GreenJackets won just one game of the first five that Murphy started 
this year...picked up first professional win on 5/19, after giving up leadoff homer then pitched five scoreless innings...gave up two solo 
shots against KAN but struck out at-the-time career high 7 in 4 innings...struggled in first three starts in June against CSC, MB, CAR...
Struck out career high 12 against DEL in best outing on 6/23...balked in two runs on 7/20 after giving up just one hit but walking four...
took no-hitter into 7th on 8/11, fanning 8 and leaving after career-long 6.1 IP...Carolina League POTW for 8/7-8/13... 

Career: Murphy was a two-sport standout, also playing QB and WR for his high school team.  During his senior year, he gave up just 
10 hits in 58.1 innings while striking out 137 – more than 2 batters per inning. He tossed four no-hitters and two perfect games, while 
also hitting .548 with 10 homers. He was a projected top-100 pick as a two-way player, but his pitching elevated him to first-round 
status. He was named the 2022 Illinois Gatorade Player of the Year and was originally committed to Notre Dame, but after being select-
ed 20th overall by the Braves he elected to sign for $2,560,000. He pitched 5 scoreless innings in the FCL, striking out seven, before 
giving up six runs in seven innings on just five hits with ten punchouts in three Augusta starts late in the season.
