FRES-NOTES

HIGHWAY 99 HEAT: The Grizzlies still hold the edge in the season series against Visalia, entering Satur-
day 7-6 against the Rawhide. Fresno has out-hit Visalia in the matchup, batting .275 with a .353 OBP and

.767 OPS across 13 games. The Grizzlies have also scored 78 runs in the rivalry series, averaging exactly
six runs per game against their Highway 99 rivals.

JUNE’S GLOOM: Injuries have limited the Grizzlies lineup through the start of June and Fresno’s offense
has battled through the first ten games of the month. Fresno is hitting just .249 in the month and their six
homers is the lowest of any ten game stretcht this season by the Grizzlies. In contrast, Fresno hit 53 homers
through the first 51 games of the season. Despite the slow start to the month, the Grizzlies continue to rank
third in the California League this season for team average, runs, hits, total bases, and walks.

EXTRA-BASE EDGE: Fresno has done much of its damage against Visalia through extra-base hits rather
than relying on rallies. The Grizzlies have collected 34 extra-base hits in the season series, including 18
doubles, four triples and 12 home runs, producing a .414 slugging percentage against the Rawhide. Tanner
Thach and Roldy Brito have combined for seven doubles and three homers in the matchup, while Fresno’s
184 total bases have helped offset a relatively modest 49 walks.

GRINDING 99: Fresno is 3-4 at Valley Strong Ballpark this season, and the offensive production has been
uneven. The Grizzlies have scored 27 runs in seven road games against Visalia, but 19 of those came in
their three wins. In the four losses, Fresno has scored just eight total runs. The biggest separator has been
RISP: Fresno is 15-for-61 (.246) with runners in scoring position in Visalia and has left 49 runners on base.

DAMAGING DIFFERNCE: Grizzlies pitchers have still missed plenty of bats in Visaliq, striking out 68 Raw-

hide hitters in 59 innings. The issue has been run prevention before the game settles in. Fresno has allowed
33 runs and 57 hits in seven games at Valley Strong Ballpark, with Visalia scoring first-inning or early-inning
runs. Fresno has played from behind for 55%. The Grizzlies have held a lead for just 30% of their time at
Valley Strong Ballpark this year. When Fresno’s bullpen has stabilized things, the Grizzlies have stayed
close — but early deficits have made the offense chase.
