Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies beat the New Hampshire 4-2 on

Wednesday night at Delta Dental Stadium. Luisangel Acufia and Drew Gilbert drove
in runs in the second inning and Jeremiah Jackson homered for the second-straight
game. Tyler Stuart earned the win with six scoreless innings, while allowing two hits
and no walks with six strikeouts. Stuart retired 12-straight batters to end his outing.

Starting Strong: Right-handers Blade Tidwell and Tyler Stuart both delivered
strong outings against New Hampshire in the first two games of the series. Tidwell
(5IP,4H,0R,0BB, 6 K) and Stuart (6 IP, 2 H, O R, 0 BB, 6 K) combined to throw 11
scoreless frames with 12 strikeouts, while allowing just six hits and no walks. They
each earned a win in their starts and the Ponies have taken each of the first two
games in the series.

Steady Stuart: Right-hander Tyler Stuart was dominant in last night's start. He
twirled six scoreless innings and struck out six batters, while allowing just two

hits and no walks. Stuart retired 12-straight hitters to end his outing. In two starts
against New Hampshire this season, Stuart has combined to throw 13 scoreless
innings with 11 strikeouts, five hits and two walks allowed with two wins. New
Hampshire is hitting .119 against him this season. Stuart leads all qualified starters
in Minor League Baseball with a 2.20 ERA.

Action Jackson: Infielder Jeremiah Jackson has reached base safely in 17 of his

first 18 games with Binghamton. He has homered in back-to-back games and has
four home runs with Bin%hamton and 19 overall this season. He is riding an eight-
game hitting streak and holds an .820 OPS with five runs batted in over that span.

Lightning Acuna: Shortstop Luisan%el Acuna recorded his second three-hit game
with Binghamton on Wednesday night. Acufia reached base four times with three
singles, a walk, and an RBI. He is riding a three-game hitting streak with six hits
(6-for-12,.500 AVG), two walks, two stolen bases, and an RBI in that span. It marked
Acuna's 11th game with at least three hits this season (nine with Double-A Frisco
and two with Binclghamton). Acuna ranks sixth in Minor League Baseball with 52
stolen bases and leads all of Double-A and Triple-A. His older brother Ronald Acuia
Jr. leads Major League Baseball with 58 stolen bases.
