Summary   Grounds crew staff will assist Head Groundskeeper with mowing, edging, weeding, mulching, etc.. around 
playing surface and perimeter of the facility.  Must be an outdoors person, have a “green thumb” and adapt well to the 
heat of the summer.  Grounds crew staff will follow schedule provided by Head Groundskeeper.

Qualifications To perform this job successfully, an individual must be able to perform each essential duty satisfactorily.
