ONWARD: The Detroit Tigers tonight wrap up their two-team, six-game homestand with the series 
finale of their three-game set vs. the Boston Red Sox ... the Tigers will look to salvage a win this 
series and secure a .500 homestand after collecting a 2-1 series win vs. the Texas Rangers last 
weekend ... after an off day tomorrow, the Tigers head back out on the road for a two-city, six-game 
trip at the Kansas City Royals (Friday-Sunday) and the New York Mets (Tuesday-Thursday).
•	 The Tigers have lost seven of their last 11 games after entering this current stretch having won 

10 of their previous 13 games ... at 18-19, the Tigers are tied for first-place in their division yet 
below .500 for the first time since waking up with an 8-9 record on April 15.

•	 The Tigers are five games into a stretch of 11-straight night games through a week from 
tonight in New York ... it is Detroit's longest stretch of consecutive night games in nearly 27 
years since an 11-game run from August 16-28, 1999 ... the Tigers are 11-3 during day games 
this year, good for a .786 winning percentage, the best mark in all of baseball ... the Tigers are 
7-16 at night, which is a .304 winning percentage, last in all of baseball.

•	 After beginning the season with 20 of their first 32 games on the road, the Tigers this 
homestand kicked off a stretch in which they play 16 of 25 games (64 percent through May 
28) and 32 of 53 games (60 percent through June 28) here at Comerica Park.

GREENE STREAK: Riley Greene went 1-for-3 with a walk last night and has now reached base safely 
in 17-straight games, the sixth-longest active streak in the American League.
•	 This run marks Greene's second streak of reaching base safely in 16 or more games already 

this season, as he started off by reaching base safely in his first 16 games of the campaign ... 
he is the only player in all of baseball with multiple streaks of 16 or more games this year ... 
Gleyber Torres turned this trick last year with an 18-game run and a 25-game run.

•	 Greene is one game shy of matching the longest streak by a Tiger this season, as Kevin 
McGonigle reached base safely in 18-straight games from April 10-30.

EXTRA, EXTRA!: Detroit has an extra-base hit in 45-straight home games dating to July 27, 2025, 
the longest active home streak in all of baseball ... Atlanta is next at 33-straight home games ... it's 
Detroit's longest home extra-base hit streak since a 50-game run from April 16-August 9, 2019.

RIGHT ON: Kerry Carpenter boasts a .550 slugging percentage vs. right-handed pitching since the 
start of the 2024 campaign, fourth-best in all of baseball behind only New York's Aaron Judge 
(.670), Los Angeles' Shohei Ohtani (.657) and New York's Juan Soto (.575) ... min. 500 plate apps.

IT'S GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has a 2.3 bWAR through his first 35 major league 
games, tied with New York's Aaron Judge for best in the American League and trailing only Atlanta's 
Matt Olson (2.5 bWAR) for the best bWAR in all of baseball ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

THE BIG HURT: Since the start of the 2024 season, Brant Hurter has turned in a 2.35 ERA (33 
ER/126.1 IP) in 67 relief outings ... his 2.35 ERA is ninth-lowest in baseball among pitchers with at 
least 120.0 innings pitched, the fourth-lowest ERA among all such left-handed pitchers, trailing the 
Dodgers' Alex Vesia (2.27), Boston's Aroldis Chapman (2.34) Tarik Skubal (2.34) in this span.
•	 Hurter has 14 wins since the start of 2024, trailing only San Diego's Adrian Morejon (18 wins) 

for the most wins by any left-handed pitcher with five starts or fewer in this span.

GO GREENE: Riley Greene is now batting .351 (27-for-77) with five doubles, four homers, 13 RBI, a 
.457 on-base percentage, a .571 slugging percentage and a 1.028 OPS in his last 23 games over the 
last three-plus weeks starting April 11 ... he is third in the majors in on-base percentage, is seventh 
in the majors in batting average and is 11th in the majors in OPS in this span. 

FINN AGAIN: Since being acquired at last year's trade deadline, Kyle Finnegan has gone 4-0 with 
seven holds, five saves and a 1.04 ERA (4 ER/34.2 IP) in 32 relief appearances ... Finnegan boasts 
the second-lowest relief ERA in the A.L. and the fourth-lowest ERA among all relief pitchers in 
baseball (min. 30 relief innings) starting last August 1, trailing only Atlanta's Raisel Iglesias (0.27 
ERA), Boston's Aroldis Chapman (0.87 ERA) and San Diego's Mason Miller (0.91 ERA). 

HE'S JUST THE ROOKIE OF THE MONTH: Kevin McGonigle has been named the American League 
Rookie of the Month for March/April, the seventh-ever Tiger to win the award, the first Tiger since 
Colt Keith in July of 2024 and only the second Tiger to ever win it in the first month of the season, 
joining Austin Jackson who did so in April of 2010.

A LEAGUE OF OUR OWN: After beginning the season by playing 21 of their first 32 games against 
the National League, the Tigers this homestand began a stretch during which they will play all but 
three games (59 of 62 contests) against American League competition from May 1-July 9, including 
50 games in a row from May 15-July 9 against intraleague foes (barring postponements).

AND FINALLY: Riley Greene is the first Tigers left-handed hitter to post multiple on-base streaks 
of 16 or more games within the same season since Prince Fielder had three such streaks in 2012.

Reached 1,000 career innings pitched in his last start against Minnesota...allowed just one earned run on five hits and three walks while striking out 

six over 5.2 innings in the outing.

Started 31 games for the Tigers last season with an 8-15 record...posted a 4.64 ERA (83ER/161.0IP) and 188 strikeouts.

Made his 11th-career playoff start on Oct. 7, which was one more than the rest of the Tigers post-season roster combined at the time last season.

In 14 starts since the beginning of July last year, had a 4.35 ERA but his FIP was much lower at 3.06, the fifth-lowest FIP in the A.L. in that span 

among qualifying pitchers.

Had four straight quality starts from May 22 - June 8, going 3-1 with a 1.46 ERA (4ER/24.2IP) over that span...came one out shy of a quality start on 

May 16 against Toronto, allowing two earned runs over 5.2 frames.

Struck out José Ramírez to end the first inning on May 22 for his 1,000th career strikeout, becoming the 567th player in MLB history to record 1,000 

strikeouts.

At 21 years, 220 days old on Opening Day, he became the second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league 

debut in the starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his major league debut 

on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

Named to the Opening Day roster at 21 years old, marking the youngest Tigers player to do so since Omar Infante in 2003.
