
RECENT REDBIRDS: The Cardinals wrap up their six-game homestand tonight 
with the finale of a three-game series with the division-rival Chicago Cubs...St. 
Louis dropped two of three to Houston over the weekend...entering today, St. 
Louis and Chicago are tied for 1st place in the NL Central, 1.0 game ahead of 
Milwaukee...The Cardinals went 16-9 in July, while their 13 wins since the All-
Star break are tied with Cleveland for 2nd-most in MLB behind the Giants (14-5).

CARDINALS VS. CUBS: After tonight, the final seven games of the 19-game 
season series take place over the remaining 10 games of the regular season: 
Sept. 19-22 at Wrigley Field and Sept. 27-29 at Busch Stadium. 

HOME COOKIN’: For the first time this season between the Cardinals and Cubs, 
the road team won a game last night, ending a 10-game streak of home wins 
to begin a season series (longest since the two clubs began playing in 1892).

TAKE CARE OF BUSINESS: The Cardinals are 25-20 in divisional play (13-7 at 
home) this season, winning 10 of 13 since the All-Star Break. Their .556 divi-
sional win pct. ranks 2nd to Milwaukee (27-21, .563) among NL Central clubs.

STRANGER THINGS: For the first time since July 3, 1941 in a 2-1 loss at Wrigley 
Field, the Cardinals lost to the Cubs last night without allowing an earned run 
(last at home: July 4, 1912-G1 at Robison Field). Last night also marked the first 
time in franchise history (since 1908) the Cardinals hit five doubles in a game 
without scoring a run.

WE’RE GOING STREAKING!: Since July 5, Kolten Wong has reached base safely 
in a career-best 19 straight games (.387/.465/.500), 2nd-longest active in MLB 
(Christian Yelich, 24g) and 2nd-longest by a Cardinal this season (Yadier Moli-
na, 22g, April 9-May 6). The last time a Cardinals second baseman reached base 
in 20 or more consecutive games was Felipe López, who recorded a 20-game 
on-base streak over two stints with St. Louis (August 12, 2008-June 4, 2010).

AWESOME AUGUST: Since 2000, the Cardinals have sported a winning August 
record in 16 of 19 seasons (excluding 2006, ‘08, & ‘10), with a combined .589 
win pct. (315-220) that is highest in Major League Baseball over that timespan. 
Last season, St. Louis (.786, 22-6) led MLB in August victories and winning 
percentage, marking the team’s first 22-win August since 1946 (22-9; .710). 

PLAYER OF THE MONTH CANDIDATES: The Cardinals have a strong chance to 
win a pair of NL Awards for July. Paul Goldschmidt slashed .308/.360/.725 in 
25 July games, ranking among NL monthly leaders in RBI (27, T1st), total bases 
(66, T1st), homers (11, 2nd), runs (20, T2nd), slugging (3rd), and OPS (1.085, 
5th). Goldy is one of only four MLB players this season and one of four Cardi-
nals all-time to have 11+ home runs and 27+ RBI in July. Giovanny Gallegos 
ranks among qualified NL relievers in opp. average (0.71, 1st), WHIP (0.46, 2nd), 
strikeouts (18, 3rd), OPS (.319, OPS), innings (13.0, T5th), and ERA (0.69, 6th), 
while stranding all 10 of his inherited runners. 

CUB KILLER: Paul Goldschmidt ranks among all-time leaders vs. the Cubs in 
OPS (1.098, 2nd), slugging pct. (.656, 3rd), and on-base percentage (.442, 5th), 
while his lifetime .985 OPS vs. the NL Central is his highest against any Division 
and the 4th-highest OPS among active Major Leaguers.

THIS DATE IN CARDINALS HISTORY (August 1, 1985): The Cardinals steal four 
bases on one pitch during a 14-inning, 9-8 loss to the Cubs at Wrigley Field. In 
the third, outfielders Vince Coleman and Willie McGee, who were caught in 
rundowns after Coleman slid beyond third base, were both safe and credited 
with two stolen bases on the play. That season, Coleman led the National League 
with 110 stolen bases, while McGee finished 3rd with 56 swipes.

Daniel Ponce de Leon was selected by the Cubs in 
the 14th round of the 2013 MLB Draft after his ju-
nior season, but failed his physical due to concerns 
about the ulnar nerve placement in his right elbow.

Kolten Wong (August 13, 2016 at Wrigley Field), 
Dakota Hudson (July 28, 2018 at Busch Stadium), 
Tyler O’Neill (April 19, 2018 at Wrigley Field), An-
drew Knizner (June 2, 2019 at Busch Stadium), 
and Tommy Edman (June 8 2019 at Wrigley Field) 
all made MLB debuts against the Cubs.

Jordan Walden to St. Louis for pitchers Tyrell 
Jenkins & Shelby Miller (Nov. 17, 2014).

As compensation for the departure of Heyward 
signing with the Cubs, Dakota Hudson was se-
lected by St. Louis with the 34th overall pick in the 
first round of the 2016 MLB draft. 

Daniel Descalso played parts of five seasons in 
a Cardinals uniform (2010-14)...appeared in 44 
postseason games and was a member of the 2011 
World Champion Cardinals...originally selected by 
St. Louis in the 3rd round of the 2007 MLB Draft.

Steve Cishek appeared in 27 games with St. Lou-
is in 2015...originally traded by the Marlins to St. 
Louis for Kyle Barraclough (July 24, 2015).

Rowan Wick was selected by St. Louis as a catch-
er in the 9th round of the 2012 MLB draft...played/
pitched six minor league seasons in the Cardinals 
organization before selected off waivers by San 
Diego (Feb. 16, 2018).

Cardinals broadcaster and Hall of Fame outfielder 
Jim Edmonds played part of 2008 with the Cubs. 

Cubs Bullpen Coach Lester Strode pitched for the 
Triple-A Louisville Redbirds (1987-88) in the Car-
dinals’ minor league organization.

Cubs Director, Player Development Jaron Madi-
son previously served as the Cardinals Assistant 
Director of Scouting (2008-09).

Cubs Catching Coach Mike Borzello played four 
seasons (1991-94) in the Cardinals minor league 
system….originally selected by St. Louis in 1991. 

Cardinals VP/General Manager Michael Girsch is 
a Chicago native...graduated from the University 
of Notre Dame and the University of Chicago.
