THAT WAS A RALEIGH GOOD AT-BAT...Cal Raleigh last night hit his first home run of the season
following a 12-pitch at-bat against Rangers starter Jacob deGrom...the 12 pitches he saw are tied for
the 2nd-most pitches in an at-bat before a home run in Mariners history (also: Mike Cameron (8/1/00 vs.
