HERE'S THE RUB: Casey Mize registered another quality start (W, 6.0 IP, 1 R), Spencer Torkelson
crushed his first homer of the year and Kenley Jansen locked down his sixth save of the season as
the Detroit Tigers last night picked up the 5-2 win vs. the Milwaukee Brewers, evening the series at
one victory apiece into this afternoon's rubber match at Comerica Park.

e At 9-2, the Tigers own the best home record in all of baseball and have won nine of their first
11 home games for the second season in a row ... prior to the last two years the Tigers had
never begun a home campaign 9-2 since Comerica Park opened in the year 2000.

e After today's series finale with Milwaukee, the Tigers head right back out on the road for a
six-game, seven-day trip that starts tomorrow and rumbles through Cincinnati and Atlanta.

e The Tigers are nine games (6-3) into a stretch in which they play 13-straight game days
through this Sunday, April 26, Detroit's longest stretch of the season without a day off thus far
... the Tigers are scheduled for two additional 13-day stretches this year plus a season-long
14-games-in-14-days stretch from June 19-July 2.

HE'S TOO GOOD FOR HIS HOME: Since the start of the 2024 campaign, Tarik Skubal is 20-2 with a

2.04 ERA (48 ER/212.0 IP) in 33 starts at home, the lowest home ERA and the second-most wins in

the A.L., while his .909 winning percentage is the best home mark of any pitcher in all of baseball.

e  Last year Skubal went 9-1 with a 2.13 ERA (24 ER/101.1 IP) in 16 starts at Comerica Park, the
lowest home ERA in the A.L. and the fourth-lowest home mark in the majors.

20/20 VISION: Kevin McGonigle has reached base safely in his last 20 starts, the first Tigers rookie

to do so since Riley Greene reached in 20-straight starts from August 20-September 14, 2022 ...

Greene was also 21-years-old at the time ... the last 21-year-old or younger Tiger prior to McGonigle

and Greene to reach in 20-or-more starts in a row?: 21-year-old Howard Johnson, who reached

base safely in 23-straight starts in 1982.

e McGonigle's run of reaching base safely in 20-straight starts is the longest active such streak
in the American League, trailing only visiting Milwaukee's Brice Turang (21-straight starts in
2026) for the longest active run in all of baseball right now.

e McGonigle is the first major league player aged 21-years-old or younger to reach base safely
in 20-or-more-consecutive starts, all within the early season months of March/April, since
20-year-old Justin Upton did so in 20-straight starts with Arizona from April 2-23, 2008 ...
the last such player to post more than 20-straight starts?: Tampa Bay's Rocco Baldelli, who
reached base safely in 24-straight starts from March 31-April 27, 2003 at 21-years-old.

IT IS IN FACT GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has posted a team-leading 1.7 bWAR

through his first 24 major league games, the fourth-best mark in the majors behind only Yordan

Alvarez (1.8 bWAR), Nico Hoerner (1.8 bWAR) and Jordan Walker (1.8 bWAR) ... the 21-year-old

McGonigle is the only player in the top 12 on this list younger than 24-years-old.

e McGonigle leads all major league rookies with a.322 batting average, .413 on-base percentage,
nine doubles and two triples ... he ranks ninth among all A.L. players with a .913 OPS, fifth
among A.L. players in batting average and seventh among A.L. players in on-base percentage.

ENCORE, ENCORE: Tarik Skubal is on a mission to become only the third pitcher in baseball history
to win at least three-straight Cy Young awards, aiming to join fellow southpaw Randy Johnson (4,
1999-2002) and righty Greg Maddux (4, 1992-95), both of whom did so in the N.L.

THEY'RE IN ANOTHER LEAGUE: This series with the Brewers kicked off nine-straight games against

National League competition, a stretch that will bring Detroit's total to 21 interleague contests out

of 32 games to start the year through the end of April ... put differently, nearly two-thirds of Detroit's

schedule prior to May 1 will take place against interleague competition (barring postponements).

e The Tigers will quickly make up for lost time, however, as they will play all but three games (59
of 62 contests) against A.L. competition from May 1-July 9, including 50 games in a row from
May 15-July 9 against intraleague foes (barring postponements).

WHAT A CATCH: Dillon Dingler boasts 18 RBI this year, the most among A.L. catchers ... Dingler
ranks third among A.L. catchers with an .864 OPS, is fourth with a .346 on-base percentage, is third
with a .528 slugging percentage and is third with a .264 batting average.

e Since the 2000 season, Dingler is already one of only four Tigers to hit five homers as a catcher
by the end of April, joining Jarrod Saltalamacchia (six homers in 2016), Wilson Ramos (six
homers in 2021) and James McCann (five homers in 2017).

e Dingler has the most RBI by a Tigers catcher by the end of April since Alex Avila also had 18 RBI
in 2011 ... no other Tigers catcher has more RBI by the end of April than Dingler and Avila in
the last 52 years since in 1974 ... the Tigers are slated to play seven more games this month.

AND FINALLY: This year marks only the third time in the last 59 seasons (since 1968) that the Tigers
have opened up a season 9-2 at home, with 2026 and 2025 (9-2) joining the 1984 campaign (9-2),
which is also the last time Detroit won 10 of its first 12 home games to start a season.

» Made his 2026 home debut on April 12 against Miami after his first three starts of the season came on the road...earned his second win of the year,
going 6.2 one-run, two-hit innings, allowing two walks while striking out seven...last year, he went 9-1 with a 2.13 ERA (24 ER/101.1 IP) in 16 starts at
Comerica Park, the lowest home ERA in the A.L. and the fourth-lowest home mark in the majors.

« Suffered losses in back-to-back starts (April 1 at ARI, April 7 at MIN) for the first time since his first two starts of the 2025 season at Los Angeles (NL)
and Seattle.

« Won the American League Cy Young Award for a second consecutive season, receiving 26 out of 30 first place votes (four for Garrett Crochet)...
became the first repeat AL Cy Young winner since Pedro Martinez in 1999 and 2000...joins Denny McLain as the only Tigers to win multiple Cy
Youngs with Detroit...while he did not receive the Triple Crown title, his 6.5 bWAR was a career best that topped Crochet (6.3) and Hunter Brown
