TONIGHT'S TILT…the Mariners play the first of a 4-game series tonight at the Baltimore Orioles...Seattle 
is coming off a 3-game series at the Detroit Tigers (1-2) to start the trip, and will face the Washington 
Nationals (3 G, June 12-14) as the third and final leg...tonight's game against the O's will be televised and 
streamed live on Mariners TV with Aaron Goldsmith and Ryan Rowland-Smith on the call, with Brad 
Adam serving as field reporter...the game will be broadcast live on Seattle Sports (710 AM) with Gary Hill 
Jr. and Shannon Drayer on the call.
ODDS & ENDS...the Mariners dropped yesterday's getaway day finale to Detroit by a 5-4 score...despite 
the loss, Seattle is 9-3 (.750) since May 25, 12-6 (.667) since May 18, and 17-12 (.586) since May 6.

•	 Best In The West - The Mariners (34-32) are in first place in the American League West Division, 1.5 
games ahead of the second place Rangers (32-33).

•	 One Run - The Mariners have played 23 one-run games this season, tied for most in the Majors with 
the Arizona Diamondbacks...Seattle is 10-13 (.435) in games decided by one run.

•	 Going All Out - Randy Arozarena, Julio Rodríguez and Cole Young have appeared in all 66 of the 
Mariners games so far this season.

•	 Swung On And Belted - The Mariners are 30-16 (.652) when they homer in a game, as opposed to 
4-16 (.200) when they do not homer.

•	 He's Naylz - Josh Naylor is batting .321 (53x165) with an .815 OPS in 42 games since April 17.

BUZZIN' OVER LAST DOZEN...during the Mariners current 9-3 stretch (5/25-c), the pitching staff holds 
an MLB-best 2.79 ERA (34 ER, 109.2 IP)...Seattle pitchers lead the AL and rank 2nd in MLB in strikeout-to-
walk ratio (3.89) during that time frame (109 SO, 28 BB)...the offense leads the AL in slugging percentage 
(.502) and leads MLB in home runs (24), ranking 2nd in MLB in batting average (.286), 3rd in total bases 
(214) and 2nd in OPS (.841).
IF LOGAN IS 'WALTER', THEN EMERSON IS [  ]?...starting pitcher Emerson Hancock has put together 
an excellent season through 12 starts, going 4-2 with a 2.80 ERA (22 ER, 70.2 IP) with 70 strikeouts and 15 
walks...the right-hander is making his 50th appearance (44th start) in the big leagues tonight...Hancock's 
8 quality starts are tied for 8th-most in MLB and tied for most on the staff with Bryan Woo...Hancock is 1 
of 7 pitchers with 70+ strikeouts and 15-or-fewer walks this season, along with Jacob deGrom-TEX, Kevin 
Gausman-TOR, Cam Schlittler-NYY, Paul Skenes-PIT, Yoshinobu Yamamoto-LAD, and Woo.
THE KID KEEPS SWINGING IT...over his first 19 career games, Colt Emerson is batting .242 (15x62) 
with 9 runs, 5 doubles, 1 triple, 4 homers, 10 RBI and 5 walks, getting on base at a .319 clip, slugging 
.548 with an .867 OPS and 145 OPS+...ten of Colt's 15 hits have gone for extra bases...Emerson is 1 
of 7 players age 20-or-younger with 10+ extra-base hits and a .545+ slugging percentage over his first 
19 career games, along with Ed Stevens-BRO (1945), Frank Robinson-CIN (1956), Orlando Cepeda-SF 
(1958), Andruw Jones-ATL (1996), Carlos Correa-HOU (2015) and Rafael Devers-BOS (2017).
J-ROD: ALL-STAR BOUND (AGAIN!)...Julio Rodríguez has made the All-Star Game in 3 of his first 4 
seasons and has the chance to make it 4 out of 5...only 33 players in MLB history have earned a nod to the 
Midsummer Classic in at least 4 of their first 5 seasons, with 2 of them being Mariners: Hall of Famers Ken 
Griffey Jr. and Ichiro Suzuki...yesterday, Julio went 1-for-4 with a walk, 2 runs scored and 2 stolen bases...
Julio is batting .258 (69x267) with 36 runs, 14 doubles, 13 home runs, 32 RBI, 9 stolen bases, a .316 OBP 
and is slugging .457 for a .773 OPS in 66 games.
CAL WORKING HIS WAY BACK...last night, Cal Raleigh (right oblique strain) went 1-for-3 as the 
designated hitter in his first rehab appearance with High-A Everett...he is scheduled to join Triple-A 
Tacoma starting Tuesday, June 9...fans with a Mariners.TV subscription have access to MiLB.TV and can 
watch Raleigh, along with Mariners top prospects like Kade Anderson, Ryan Sloan, Lazaro Montes, and 
others from across the Mariners top-ranked farm system.
MARINERS POST-GAME ALUMNI HOME RUN DERBY SET FOR AUGUST 7...the Mariners announced 
the club will hold its first ever Alumni Home Run Derby, with participants including Hall of Famer Ichiro 
Suzuki, Mariners legend Mike Cameron, broadcasters Ryan Rowland-Smith and Ryon Healy, Bullpen 
Coach Austin Nola, local radio host Bucky Jacobsen and former Mariner Stefen Romero...all fans with 
a ticket to the game on Friday, Aug. 7 will have access to the Alumni Home Run Derby.
RANDY AN ALL-STAR CANDIDATE...Randy Arozarena has been a steady offensive presence this 
season, batting .285 (69x242) with 43 runs, 18 doubles, 1 triple, 6 home runs, 29 RBI and 18 stolen bases, 
getting on base at a .376 clip and slugging .442 for an .818 OPS in 66 games...among AL outfielders with 
at least 200 plate appearances, Arozarena ranks 6th in OPS, 4th in OBP, 3rd in AVG, T-3rd in bWAR (2.6), 
1st in stolen bases and 1st in doubles.

•	 1990 - Jay Buhner hits homers in both games of a double-header at Detroit.
•	 2001 - The Mariners won their 15th consecutive game, extending their club record, in a 7-1 win vs. San Diego.
•	 2012 - Six Mariners pitchers (Kevin Millwood - 6.0 IP, Charlie Furbush – 0.2 IP, Stephen Pryor – 0.1 IP, Lucas Luetge – 0.1 IP, 

Brandon League 0.2 IP and Tom Wilhelmsen – 1.0 IP) teamed up for the 10th combined no-hitter in Major League history in 
a 1-0 win over the Dodgers, who entered the game with the best record in the Majors. Millwood threw 6.0 no-hit innings, but 
had to leave the game with a strained right groin. The 5 relievers combined for 3.0 no-hit innings tie the MLB record for most 
pitchers used in a no-hitter. Kyle Seager provided the only run with a two-out single to score Ichiro in the 7th inning.

•	 2014 - Félix Hernández struck out a career-high 15 batters in 7.0 innings. Félix became the fourth pitcher in club history with 
15+ strikeouts in a game (21st instance).

ABOUT EMERSON HANCOCK…
•	 The 27-year-old right-handed pitcher is scheduled to 

make his 13th start of the season and the 44th of his ca-
reer...this will be his 50th career appearance, including the 
6 relief appearances he made throughout the 2025 regular 
season...it will mark his 1st start of the season and 2nd career start against 
the Orioles.

•	 Selected by Seattle in the 1st round (6th overall) of the 2020 MLB First-Year 
Player Draft; signed by Mariners scout Scott Hunter on June 25, 2020.

•	 Spent 3 seasons at the University of Georgia, 2018-20...in 2020, was named 
Vince Dooley Athlete of the Year as the top male student-athlete at the Uni-
versity of Georgia.

•	 Was named to CoSIDA Academic All-America First Team in 2020. 

LAST TIME OUT...ND on June 1 vs. New York Mets, tossing 6.0 innings and 
allowing just 2 runs (2 ER) on 2 hits (2 HR) and no walks with 7 strikeouts...
he threw 91 pitches (59 strikes) in his 1st start of June...has thrown back-to-
back starts of 2-or-fewer walks and 2-or-fewer hits over 6.0+ IP for the first 
time in his career...is 1-of-7 pitchers to do so this season and the 5th Mariners 
pitcher, joining Bryce Miller, Luis Castillo, Randy Johnson, and Ken Cloude. 

THE ROAD SO FAR...in 5 road starts this season, Hancock owns a 1.01 WHIP, 
ranking 7th in AL (min. 30.0 IP), with a 2.93 ERA, ranking 11th, and a 2.8 
K/BB...in all 5 outings on the road he has thrown 6.0+ innings...in 4 of the 
5 starts he has allowed 2-or-fewer runs and 2-or-fewer walks...has allowed 
3-or-fewer runs over 5.0+ IP in 10 of his 13 road starts since 2025.

KEEPING THE BIRDS OFF THE BOARD...in his single start against the Orioles, 
allowed only 1 run (1 ER) on 2 hits and 2 walks with 6 strikeouts over 5.2 in-
nings pitched...marked his 3rd career start with 1-or-fewer runs allowed over 
5.0+ IP...since the start of 2026, Hancock has tossed 6.0+ IP with 1-or-fewer 
earned runs allowed in 5 starts, T-11th most such starts in MLB this year.

EARLY BIRD...throws a first pitch strike 65.1% of the time, 10th highest among 
qualified AL pitchers...earns a first pitch swing from the batter 37.1% of the 
time for 12th highest in the league...in at-bats where the 1st pitch is swung at, 
Hancock has 27 strikeouts to 2 walks (13.50 K/BB) with a 0.706 WHIP.

CAN'T TOUCH THIS...has thrown 6.0+ innings with 1-or-fewer hits in 2 starts 
this season (5/26 at ATH and 3/29 vs. CLE)...is 1 of 8 players with multiple 
such starts this season, joining teammate Bryan Woo (5/6 vs. ATL, 4/3 at 
LAA)...the Mariners have combined for 5 such starts this season, most in 
MLB...his 3 games with 6.0+ IP and 2-or-fewer hits (last: 6/1 vs. NYM) are tied 
for 3rd most in MLB this season along with 5 other pitchers, including Woo.

CAREER STRETCH...over his 4 starts (5/15-6/1) he has allowed 20 base run-
ners, 13 hits, and 5 runs (5 ER) thrown 23.0 IP for a 1.96 ERA...his ERA and 
runs allowed over the span is tied for a career best marks over a 4 game 
stretch (also: 5/29/2-6/15/25), while his 20 base runners and 13 hits are 2nd...is 1-of-6 pitchers this sea-
son to have 70+ strikeouts and 15-or-fewer walks through their first 12 starts...owns a 0.948 WHIP and a 
25.8 K% through his first 12 games of 2026, both marks outpacing his career-high 1.333 from 2023 and 
16.6 K% recorded in 2025.

CROSS FIRE...owns a 0.93 WHIP against left-handed batters, ranking 6th best in MLB (min. 30.0 IP) 
while ranking T-7th in K/BB (4.6) and 14th in K% (27.0)...has thrown his cutter the 2nd most against left-
handers (112 times) behind his 4-seam, owning a .071 (1x14) opponent batting average on the pitch to 
rank 4th lowest among pitchers with at least 50 cutters thrown to lefty batters...is also tied for the 9th 
lowest opponent average on any single type of pitch thrown by pitchers in MLB this season to lefties 
(min. 100 pitches)...his whiff rate (34.8) on his cutter to LHB ranks 2nd and his K% (26.7) ranks 4th best 
(min. 100 pitches).

SWITCHING UP THE MIX...over his first 12 starts of the season, Hancock has increased his 4-seam usage 
by 11 percentage points since last season and increased his sweeper usage by 16.6...his cutter usage in-
creased 12.1 points from his 0.1% use last season...he owns a 31.0 whiff % and a .136 opponent batting 
average (3x22), the lowest of any of his pitches thrown, on his cutter...his 35.0 whiff % on the sweeper, 
now his 3rd most used pitch, ranks 8th highest in AL (min. 200 pitches)...owns a .172 opponent batting 
average or better on his 4-seam (.172), cutter (.136), and sweeper (.150)...is 1-of-4 AL starting pitchers to 
have a .172 avg or better on 3 different pitches (min. 100 pitches of each pitch type). 

TRAFFIC CONTROL...his 70 base runners allowed over 70.2 innings in his first 12 starts, are 4th fewest 
among pitchers in 2026 through their first 12 games (min. 70.0 IP)...owns a baserunners-per-9 of 8.92, 
ranking T-10th in MLB in 2026, (min. 50.0 IP)...ranks 16th in WHIP (1.01) with runners on base in the AL in 
2026 (min. 20.0 IP) while owning the 5th fewest runs (13) allowed in runners on situations among AL pitchers (min 20.0 IP).

QUALITY CONTROL...has recorded a quality start in 8 of his 11 starts this season...is 1-of-4 pitchers in 2026 to have 6 quality starts with 1-or-fewer 
walks and 5+ strikeouts...the Mariners are 11-6 when Hancock logs a quality start since 2023 and are 9-4 since the start of 2025...4-of-5 road 
starts this season have been quality starts with 2-or-fewer walks.

NO FREE PASSES...is 1-of-4 pitchers this season to have allowed 3-or-fewer walks over 5.0+ IP in each of their first 12 starts, along with George 
Kirby...if he does so in today's game, he will be 1-of-2 pitchers with such marks through his first 13 games...his 1.9 BB/9  is T-10th best in the 
MLB (min. 50.0 IP)...has contributed 8 starts with 6.0+ IP and 2-or-fewer walks to a Mariners pitching staff that has the 2nd most such games 
(33) in 2026.

UP TO BIG UNIT STANDARDS...on May 2, followed up Mariners legend Randy Johnson's Number Retirement Ceremony with a performance of 
his own, setting the MLB single-game high in strikeouts this season with 14 Ks, tied by Reid Detmers-LAA (5/24/26 vs. TEX), and becoming the 
4th player with 14+ strikeouts and no walks allowed in Mariners franchise history, joining Randy Johnson (done 2x), George Kirby (done 2x) and 
Mark Langston...is 1-of-3 pitchers to record 13+ strikeouts in a game in 2026...4 of the last 7 pitchers in MLB to log 13+ strikeouts in a game are 
part of the Mariners rotation...George Kirby (14, 9/14/25 vs. LAA), Bryan Woo (13, 9/13/25 vs. LAA) and Logan Gilbert (13, 8/24/25 vs. ATH) 
each had 1 such outing in 2025.
