| FEEL TUESDAY: The Detroit Tigers and Arizona Diamondbacks tonight play the middle game of

their three-game series at Chase Field, the penultimate day of Detroit's season-opening road trip

that began with a series win in San Diego last week ... including a 9-6 setback in the series opener

here last night, the Tigers have dropped their last two games after winning their first two games to

begin the season.

e The Tigers entered this season as one of only four teams in all of baseball to advance to
at least the Division Series in each of the last two years and aim to build upon making the
playoffs in back-to-back seasons for the first time since their four-year run from 2011-14.

WHAT'S NEXT?: After this series in Arizona, the Tigers will return to Detroit for their Comerica Park
home opener on Friday vs. the St. Louis Cardinals ... the club's stay in Detroit will be a short one,
as the Tigers will play three games against the Cardinals before jetting off to Minnesota for a four-
game series this time next week.

WALK THIS WAY: Gleyber Torres has drawn six walks through his first four games this season,
trailing only Mike Trout (seven) for the most free passes in all of baseball on this young campaign
... last season Torres ranked fourth in the A.L. with 85 walks, the most free passes drawn by any
Tigers infielder or right-handed hitter since Miguel Cabrera drew 90 walks in 2013 ... the last Tigers
pure middle infielder to draw at least 85 walks in a season was Lou Whitaker with 90 walks in 1991.

YES! MORE MR. MIZE GUY: 2025 A.L All-Star Casey Mize makes his first start of the season after
leading the team with 14 wins in 2025, a career-best by a substantial margin after beginning his
career with nine wins in his first 61 major league appearances, including 59 starts, in his first four
big league seasons from 2021-24.

HE'LL MANAGE: Tigers manager A.J. Hinch is now in his sixth season at the helm, the longest-

tenured Tigers manager since Hall of Famer Jim Leyland’s eight-year run from 2006-13 ... Hinch’s

396 wins with Detroit rank eighth most by a manager in club history ... Del Baker is next with 417

wins as a Tigers skipper while Ty Cobb is sixth with 479 victories.

e Hinch has 966 wins in his managerial career, second-most among active managers behind only
Cincinnati's Terry Francona (12th all-time with 2,036 wins).

e Hinch ranks 71st in wins all-time among managers and is within shouting distance of becoming
only the 67th manager to ever reach 1,000 career wins.

e Hinch began his managerial career with the Diamondbacks on May 8, 2009, just a week shy
of his 35th birthday.

MANIFEST DESTINY: The Tigers are opening their season "out west" for the second year in a row

after having not done so previously for 25 years ... this marks only the fourth time in the last 59

seasons dating to 1968 that the Tigers have opened up "out west".

e In 2000, the Tigers began their season with a three-game series in Oakland (and concluded
that six-game road trip in Baltimore!) ... the only other instances of a West Coast open in the
last 59 years were last year, in 1995 at the California Angels and in 1993 at the Oakland A's.

e  TheTigers have now opened up their season on the road in four-consecutive years for only the
second time in their 126-season history, the first time since an eight-year run from 1993-2000.

IT'S ONLY A NUMBER: At 21 years, 220 days old, Kevin McGonigle last Thursday became the
second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut in the
starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George
Burns made his major league debut on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

e Overall, McGonigle is the fourth-youngest Tiger in the history of the franchise to make his
major league debut on Opening Day, joining Burns at 21 years, 73 days; pinch-hitter Frank
Fuller at 21-103 on April 14, 1915; and relief pitcher Joel Zumaya at 21-145 on April 3, 2006.

e At the other end of the spectrum, Justin Verlander (43 years, 39 days old) last night became
the second-oldest pitcher to make a start in franchise history, trailing only Kenny Rogers who
made a start at 43 years, 309 days old on September 8, 2008 ... Verlander would not be able
to surpass Rogers by the end of the 2026 campaign.

ROSTER RUMBLINGS: RHP Drew Anderson, LHP Enmanuel De Jesus and INF Kevin McGonigle all
made their first-career opening day rosters ... six players - all pitchers - on Detroit's opening day
roster are new to the organization from last year (Anderson, De Jesus, RHPs Kenley Jansen, Connor
Seabold, Justin Verlander, LHP Framber Valdez) ... 18 players from Detroit's ALDS roster that took
Seattle to a decisive fifth game last October are on the opening day 26-man roster.

AND FINALLY: Spencer Torkelson is one of 20 Arizona State University alum to reach 80 homers in
the big leagues ... Torkelson played at ASU from 2018-20 and was drafted first overall by the Tigers.

« Started 28 games for the Tigers in 2025 and marked a career-best 14-6 record...posted a 3.48 ERA (64ER/149.01P) and a career-high 139
strikeouts.

« Named a 2025 All-Star for the first time in his career on July 11, becoming the sixth Tigers’ player to be named to the team.

« Made his first postseason apperance on Oct. 1 against the Cleveland Guardians...made his first postseason start at home on Oct. 8, posting six
strikeouts in three innings to start the game in the teams' 9-3 win over the Seattle Mariners to force a game five of the ALDS. That start marked the
first time Mize threw six strikeouts in less than 4.1 innings.

« Placed on the 15-day IL on May 10 with a left hamstring strain last season.

« Became the first Tigers pitcher to win four games in April since Jordan Zimmerman won five games in 2016...went 4-1 with a 2.12 ERA (6 ER/24.1
IP) in five starts in April.

« Recorded first win at home since 2021 on April 7 last year in a 6-2 win against the New York Yankees...recorded six strikeouts and held the Yankees
to four hits and one run through six innings of work.

« Earned his first Tigers save and 477th career save on March 27 against the Padres with a perfect ninth inning, striking out the side to complete
Detroit's 5-2 comeback win.

« Signed by Detroit to a one-year contract on Dec. 17, 2025...went 5-4 with 29 saves, a 2.59 ERA (17 ER/59.0 IP) and a 165 ERA+ in 62 relief outings
with the Los Angeles Angels last year, his second-best ERA+ in his last eight years.

« His 2.4 bWAR last year was his fifth-highest mark in his 16-season career and his second-best mark in the last eight seasons, trailing only his 2.5
bWAR in 2021.

« Joins the Tigers as one of the most accomplished relief pitchers in major league history...leads all active pitchers and ranks fourth in major league
history with 476 saves, leads all active pitchers with 933 appearances (23rd-most all-time) and leads all active hurlers with 700 games finished,
seventh-most in major league history.

« Is afour-time All-Star (2016-18, 2023) and has recorded 25 or more saves in each of the last 13 seasons (minus 2020) while eclipsing 40 saves four
times, including as recently as 2022 when he led the N.L. with 41 saves with Atlanta.

« Has qualified for the postseason in 10 different seasons, winning the World Series with the Dodgers in 2020...has gone 12-9 with 20 saves and a
2.20 ERA (16 ER/65.1 IP) in 59 career playoff appearances, averaging 12.9 strikeouts per nine innings and posting a 0.796 WHIP...one of only three
pitchers to make at least 50 post-season outings this century, joining Mariano Rivera and Ryan Madson, while Jansen’s 20 post-season saves this
century trail only Rivera.
