LET'S PLAY FOUR: The Detroit Tigers and Cleveland Guardians tonight play the opener of their
four-game set at Comerica Park, the backend of Detroit's two-team, seven-game homestand that
started with a series loss to the Toronto Blue Jays (1-2) ... the Tigers have now lost their last four
series and six of their last seven series dating to April 24 after going 5-2-1 in their first eight series
to begin the season through April 23.

e  Following yesterday's 4-1 setback in the rubber match vs. Toronto, the Tigers have now lost
10 of their last 12 games and 15 of their last 21 contests since a 10-3 stretch (just prior to this
rough patch) upped Detroit's record to 14-12 on April 23 ... the Tigers have dropped five of
their last six home games after winning 12 of their first 15 home games to begin the season.

e  The Tigers have dropped four series in a row for the first time since dropping their final five
series of the 2025 regular season before rebounding to win the A.L. Wild Card Series in three
games at Cleveland.

e  TheTigers are six games into a run of 13-games-in-13-days, matching the club's longest stretch
of the season without a day off thus far ... the Tigers are scheduled for one additional 13-day
stretch this year plus a season-long 14-games-in-14-days stretch from June 19-July 2.

e After this series, the Tigers depart for a quick three-game road trip at the Baltimore Orioles
before returning for a quick three-game homestand next week vs. the Los Angeles Angels.

THIS IS ON THE RECORD: At 20-27, the Tigers have reached seven games below .500 for the first
time this season and for the first time since waking up on August 12, 2024 with a 56-63 record ...
the Tigers are tied for fourth place in the A.L. Central, 5.5 games behind the Guardians, which is
Detroit's largest deficit in the division since ending the 2024 campaign 6.5 games out of first place.

ELAINE LOOK ... A 20!: The Tigers and Guardians have played 58 regular season games since the
start of the 2022 season with each team posting an even 29-29 record in those games ... add in
the eight playoff games over the past two postseasons and each club is 33-33 in head-to-head
competition in the past four campaigns.

e Inthe 58 regular season games since the start of 2022, the Tigers are +4 in the run differential
column (211 runs scored vs. 207 runs allowed) vs. Cleveland ... the Tigers are batting .230 vs.
Guardians pitching while the Guardians are batting .230 vs. Tigers pitching ... the Tigers have a
.663 team OPS at the plate and a 3.20 team ERA on the mound ... Cleveland meanwhile has a
.658 team OPS at the plate and a 3.23 team ERA on the mound ... even steven galore.

e  Detroit and Cleveland have played 2,338 regular season games since the start of the 1901
season ... Detroit has an 1164-1162-12 edge in said contests.

DAY AND NIGHT IS NIGHT AND DAY: The Tigers enter tonight's contest with a 9-21 (.300) record in
night games this season, the lowest winning percentage in the majors ... Detroit's 9-21 night game
record is its roughest through 30 night games to start a season since losing 21 of its first 30 night
games 2003 ... by the same token, the Tigers have an 11-6 record (.647) during day games this
season, the fourth-best record in all of baseball for games in daylight.

HOME AND ROAD IS NIGHT AND DAY: The Tigers are now 13-8 at home this season, the sixth-best
home record in all of baseball and a far cry from their 7-19 road record to date, last in all of baseball
... the Tigers are 5-2-0 in their seven home series and 1-6-1 in their eight road series so far this year.

IT'S GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has a 2.5 bWAR through his first 45 major league
games, tied for the second-best mark in the A.L. this season (with Aaron Judge, Shea Langeliers and
Wilyer Abreu) and trailing only Bobby Witt Jr (3.0 bWAR) ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

IT'S NOT EASY BEING GREENE: Riley Greene is now batting .374 (43-for-115) with 10 doubles, four
homers, 17 RBI, a .463 on-base percentage, a .565 slugging percentage and a 1.028 OPS in his last
33 games over the past five+ weeks starting April 11 ... he leads the majors in on-base percentage
and batting average and is sixth in the majors in OPS in this span.

WHEN LEFT IS RIGHT: Overall in the past five seasons starting in 2022, Framber Valdez leads all

left-handed pitchers with 817.2 innings (120.2 more than his next closest foe), 89 quality starts (19

more), 792 strikeouts (59 more), 59 wins (three more) and a 60.4 ground ball percentage.

e With 13 wins in May, Valdez has more the second-most wins this month among pitchers in
all of baseball these last five seasons (Zack Wheeler has 14) while Valdez's 3.25 ERA in May is
eighth-lowest among all pitchers with at least 20 starts in May within this span.

AND FINALLY: Framber Valdez is a perfect 5-0 with a 2.30 ERA (8 ER/31.1 IP) in five appearances
(four starts) vs. Cleveland since breaking into the majorsin 2018 ... he joins Eduardo Rodriguez (6-0)
and Ryan Yarbrough (5-0) as the lone pitchers 5-0 or better vs. Cleveland starting in 2018.

At 21 years, 220 days old on Opening Day, he became the second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league
debut in the starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his major league debut
on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

Named to the Opening Day roster at 21 years old, marking the youngest Tigers player to do so since Omar Infante in 2003.

Is a career .308 (208-for-676) hitter in three minor league seasons, collected 51 doubles, six triples, 25 home runs and 130 RBI over that span...also
drew 123 walks compared to just 84 strikeouts, good for an OBP of .410.
