He has safely hit in seven of those contests...This compares to a .091
(2-22) mark over his first five games of the season.

DRS ENABLED: The Mets are fourth in the Majors with a total of 1
Defensive Runs Saved according to The Fielding Bible...Only the Braves
(14), Diamondbacks (13) and Dodgers (13) have a higher total.

WHAT ABOUT BOB: Luis Robert Jr. is batting .333 (13-39) with eight
runs, two homers, seven RBI, 11 walks and a .967 OPS in 12 games this
year...He recorded a career-high 40 walks in 110 games last season...
His .480 OBP leads the National League and is second in the Majors.

NO HOMERS CLUB: Mets pitchers did not allow a home runin the series
against Arizona, the first time the staff did not allow a home runin a

LAST TIME OUT: Fired 7.0 scoreless innings and struck out four on April 4 at San Francisco (7.0 IP, 3 H, 2 BB, 4 K ...Tied the longest outing
of his career (also: 7.0 IP on 6/1/25 vs. COL) and marked the longest scoreless outing of his career...Since the beginning of last season,
Holmes has made 19 starts of at least 5.0 innings while allowing two or fewer earned runs which ranks 13th among NL pitchers since
2025...Was just the fourth time a Mets pitcher has thrown at least 7.0 scoreless innings since the beginning of last season (last: Nolan McLean
8.0 IP scoreless on 8/27/25 vs. PHI)...Between the last two seasons, Holmes has posted a 3.47 ERA (67 ER/173.2 IP) as a starter which ranks
ninth in the NL among qualified starters.

VS. THE ATHLETICS: Today will mark Holmes' first career start against the Athletics...He has made six relief appearances against the AL
West foe, and he has recorded three saves over 5.1 scoreless innings with 11 strikeouts, good for an 18.56 K/9, which is his best mark against
any opponent (min. 6 G).

NEW ROLE WHO DIS: In his first season with the Mets, Holmes was a mainstay in the rotation, starting 31 of his 33 games...Prior to last
season, Holmes had only started four Major League games, all of which came in his first season, 2018...The right-hander established career
highs in innings (165.2), strikeouts (129) and wins (12)...Additionally, Holmes ranked ninth among qualifiers in the NL with a 3.53 ERA (65
ER/165.2 IP).

HOME TUREF: Since joining the Mets last season, he has gone 4-2 with a 3.81 ERA (33 ER/78.0 IP) over 15 appearances (14 starts) at Citi
Field...He has completed 5.0 or more innings and allowed two or fewer earned runs in eight of his 14 starts at Citi Field as a Met...The Mets are
8-6 in games started by Holmes at Citi Field since the beginning of 2025.

ALL-AMERICAN CLAY: Was a part of Team USA at the World Baseball Classic and he made one appearance... He was the winning pitcher
on March 7 in their 9-1 win over Great Britain...Holmes threw 3.0 scoreless innings and allowed just one hit and didn't walk a batter...He struck
out six of the 10 batters he faced.

OPENING DAY CLAY: Holmes started for the Mets on Opening Day in 2025 (3/27 at HOU) in just his fifth career Major League start...He is
just one of 10 pitchers in the Expansion Era (since 1961) to start Opening Day having made four or fewer career starts prior, joining Marty
Pattin (1969, 4 ), Tom Hall, (1969, 4), Fernando Valenzuela (1981, 0), Al Holland (1982, 3), Dave Nied (1993, 2), Tanner Scheppers, (2014,
0), Dustin May (2020, 4), Garrett Crochet (2024, 0) and Sean Burke (2025, 3)...Courtesy of Sarah Langs...Holmes became the seventh Mets
pitcher to make their team debut as the club's Opening Day starter...The others are Roger Craig (4/11/62 at STL), Don Cardwell (4/11/67 vs.
PIT), Mike Hampton (3/29/00 vs. CHC), Tom Glavine (3/31/03 vs. CHC), Pedro Martinez (4/4/05 at CIN) and Johan Santana (3/31/08 at
FLA)...Courtesy of Elias.

10 K CLAY: On April 8 vs. Miami last season, Holmes made his Mets Citi Field debut...The right-hander allowed four runs over 5.1 innings,
issued three walks and struck out a career-high 10 batters...Holmes became the fifth Met all-time to record 10 or more strikeouts in their home
pitching debut, joining Dennis Ribant (10 K on 8/17/64 vs. PIT), Dick Selma (13 K on 9/12/65 vs. HOU), Aaron Harang (10 K on 9/12/13 vs.
WAS) and Max Scherzer (10 K on 4/19/22-G2 vs. SF)...Courtesy of Elias...Holmes struck out five straight batters starting at his final batter of
the third inning until the first batter he faced in the fifth...At the time, 5.1 innings were the second-most he had ever thrown in an outing behind
his 6.0 innings pitched in his second career Big League start on July 14, 2018 with Pittsburgh.

HOLMES RUNS: Holmes did not allow a home run in each of his first seven starts of the 2025 season...The righty joined Ed Lynch, Tim Leary,
Dwight Gooden, Al Leiter and Orel Hershiser as the only pitchers in Mets history to not allow a home run through their first seven starts with the
club...Over his next 10 starts, May 9-July 2, Holmes surrendered 11 home runs over 56.2 innings...In his final 14 outings of the season, Holmes
only allowed three home runs over 72.1 innings...Overall, Holmes ranked sixth in the NL and ninth in the majors among qualifiers with a 0.76
HR/9 rate...Additionally, Holmes was one of nine pitchers in the majors to throw 150.0 innings and allow 14 or fewer home runs.

A TALE OF TWO SEASONS: In his first 17 starts of the 2025 season, Holmes went 8-4 with a 2.99 ERA (31 ER/93.1 IP)...Holmes allowed
three or fewer runs in 15 of those starts and did not allow more than four runs in any of those starts...Holmes pitched 6.0 or more innings in
seven of nine starts from April 2-June 7...Six of Holmes' eight quality starts came during that span...On June 1 vs. Colorado, Holmes allowed
three runs over a career-high 7.0 innings...In his final 16 outings of the season, Holmes went 4-4 with a 4.23 ERA (34 ER/72.1 IP)...During that
span, the right-hander allowed a season-high five runs on three separate occasions and failed to complete 5.0 innings five different times...Only
twice during that span (8/23 at ATL and 9/27 at MIA) did Holmes complete 6.0 or more innings.

THE GAME OF RISP: In his first 17 starts of the 2025 season, Holmes held opposing batters to a .111 (7-63) average with runners in scoring
position...During that span (March 27 - July 7), Holmes ranked tied for fourth in opponents’ batting average with RISP and also ranked fourth in
opponents’ OPS with RISP, a .372 clip (min. 50 batters faced w/RISP)...Over his final 16 outings of the season, Holmes held opposing batters
to a .250 (18-72) average and a .654 OPS...Overall, Holmes ranked second in the majors among qualifiers in OPS with RISP and fourth in
average...Additionally, Holmes was one of four pitchers in the majors to allow one or zero homers with RISP and one of two pitchers to allow
five or fewer extra-base hits (min.
