He ranks third in the AL and tied for third in MLB with 8.0 fWAR; that is the best mark by an Oriole
since Ripken, Jr. set the club record with 10.6 in 1991; eight Orioles (13 occurrences) have ended
a season with at least 7.0 fWAR and four O's (six occurrences) have finished with an 8.0 fWAR.
Henderson has hit 31 of his home runs when batting leadoff, the second most in Orioles history,
behind Brady Anderson (35)in 1996.

Yards this season, but 15-19 (.441) at Oriole Park since the beginning of July...The Orioles are 93-68 (.578)
at home since 2023.

AGAINST THE TIGERS: The Orioles and Tigers began their second and final series of the year on Friday at
Oriole Park...The two teams faced off for three games in Detroit last weekend, with the Tigers taking two
