HOUSEWARMING PARTY: Framber Valdez tossed six scoreless innings to earn his first Tigers win

while batterymate Dillon Dingler's two-run homer provided all of the support the southpaw would

need as Detroit yesterday cruised to a 4-0 victory over the St. Louis Cardinals in front of 45,008

at Comerica Park, the largest paid crowd for a home opening day since 2017 ... the clubs aim to

continue their three-game set today with another afternoon affair.

e Since Comerica Park opened in 2000, the Tigers are now 18-9 in their 27 home openers, with
wins in 15 of their last 18 games ... dating back to the 1901 season, the Tigers are 72-53-1 in
their 126 home openers.

e After this three-game weekend series vs. the Cardinals, the Tigers are back on the road next
week for a four-game series at the Minnesota Twins, Detroit's first competition vs. an American
League foe this year ... the Tigers had never opened up with three interleague series until this
year, and the Tigers join the Brewers as the only teams in baseball to do so this season.

e Qverall, the Tigers will play 10 of their first 13 games on the road this season, their most road-
heavy stretch to start a season since 2007 (also 10 of their first 13 on the road).

WEATHER OR NOT: According to Elias, yesterday's 70-degree home opener was the warmest on
record (2020 not included) in the history of Comerica Park ... the previous warmest home opening
day here was a 68-degree day 21 years ago today on April 4, 2005 ... as you walk out the door or
look out the window today and tomorrow, it's safe to say don't get used to it.

IT'S NOT EASY BEING GREENE: Riley Greene yesterday went 2-for-4 with a double and RBI, notching
his 500th career hit with his fifth-inning RBI single ... Greene is just the 20th player in 126 years
of franchise history to reach 500 career hits before his 26th birthday ... he is two doubles shy of
becoming only the 14th player in franchise history to reach 100 doubles by age 26 ... thanks to Elias.

IT'S NOT EASY BEING JONES: The Tigers are scheduled to face a right-handed starter in at least
each of their first nine games out of the gate, perhaps even their first 13 contests ... sorry Jahmai.

WE ALL KNOW JACK: Jack Flaherty, who enters today's start five innings shy of 1,000 in his career,

gets the nod this afternoon against the club that selected him in the supplemental first round (34th

overall) of the 2014 Draft out of Harvard-Westlake High School in Los Angeles ... Flaherty made his

big league debut with St. Louis in 2017 and went 41-31 with a 3.58 ERA in 122 appearances (118

starts) covering seven seasons (2017-23) with the Cardinals.

e  Today marks Flaherty's second-career start vs. his original team ... he was brilliant in his lone
previous outing, setting a career high with 14 strikeouts in 6.2 shutout innings on April 30,
2024 at Comerica Park, recording a no-decision in Detroit's 2-1 setback.

e  Flaherty has entered the season in the Tigers rotation for the third year in a row ... he first
signed with the club prior to the 2024 campaign, was traded to and won a World Series with
the Dodgers later that year and returned to Detroit on a new free-agent deal last year.

CARD-CARRYING MEMBERS: With yesterday's win, the Tigers now boast a 34-17 record all-time
against St. Louis, as the club's .667 winning percentage vs. the Cardinals is Detroit's best regular-
season mark vs. any single opponent ... this series represents a rematch of the 1934, 1968 and
2006 Fall Classics ... the Tigers came out on top in 1968.

HE'LL MANAGE: Tigers manager A.J. Hinch is now in his sixth season at the helm, the longest-

tenured Tigers manager since Hall of Famer Jim Leyland’s eight-year run from 2006-13 ... Hinch’s

397 wins with Detroit rank eighth most by a manager in club history ... Del Baker is next with 417

wins as a Tigers skipper while Ty Cobb is sixth with 479 victories.

e Hinch has 967 wins in his managerial career, second-most among active managers behind only
Cincinnati's Terry Francona (12th all-time with 2,037 wins).

e Hinch ranks 71st in wins all-time among managers and is within shouting distance of becoming
only the 67th manager to ever reach 1,000 career wins.

IT'S JUST A NUMBER: At 21 years, 220 days old, Kevin McGonigle last week became the second-

youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut in the starting

lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns

made his major league debut on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

e Atthe other end of the spectrum, Justin Verlander (43 years, 39 days old) on Monday became
the second-oldest pitcher to make a start in franchise history, trailing only Kenny Rogers who
made a start at 43 years, 309 days old on September 8, 2008.

AND FINALLY: Despite additional close encounters, the Tigers have only hit two home runs (both by
Dillon Dingler) through their first seven games this season, their lowest seven-game total to begin a
campaign since also hitting two homers in the first seven (and eight) games in 2019.
