THE END OF THE ROAD: The Detroit Tigers today conclude their two-city, six-game road trip with 
the series finale here in Atlanta, where they look to salvage getaway day for the second series in a 
row after also dropping the first two games in Cincinnati before winning on day three there to start 
this trip ... last night's 4-3 setback was Detroit's 14th loss in its last 17 road games.
•	 The Tigers will end April having already played a franchise-record 20 road games this season, 

a total that represents nearly one-quarter of their road slate for the entire campaign ... the 
Tigers join the Los Angeles Angels as the only teams in all of baseball to enter the month of 
May with 20 road games in the books ... Detroit's previous club mark for road games prior to 
May came in both 2019 and 1996 when the Tigers played 16 away games before May 1. 

•	 After today's series finale, the Tigers will return to Detroit and on Friday will begin a six-day, 
six-game homestand vs. the Texas Rangers and Boston Red Sox.

APRIL POWERS: The Tigers have turned in a handful of remarkable individual offensive performances 
this month, as Kevin McGonigle has set the April franchise record by any left-handed batter with 32 
hits within this calendar month ... overall, McGonigle is only the seventh different Tiger since 2000 
to record 32 or more hits in April, the first since Nick Castellanos also tallied 32 in April of 2018.
•	 Kerry Carpenter has six home runs in April, one shy of matching the franchise record total of 

seven by a left-handed batter in April that he tallied last year, joining others ... Carpenter is 
the only left-handed batter in club history to record six homers or more in back-to-back Aprils.

•	 Dillon Dingler will be the first Tigers catcher to ever wake up on May 1 with at least 19 RBI, 
breaking the previous mark of 18 set by Alex Avila in 2011.

•	 McGonigle will be the first left-handed batter to wake up with at least 11 doubles on May 1, 
two shy of the overall club record of 13 doubles by May 1, held by Magglio Ordonez in 2007.

•	 McGonigle is the first Tiger rookie with 32 hits in any calendar month since Willie Castro had 
34 hits in September of 2020 ... McGonigle is only the fifth different Tiger rookie to do so in 
any calendar month starting in 2000 ... the last 21-year-old or younger Tiger with 32 or more 
hits in any calendar month?: 21-year-old Howard Johnson with 34 hits in September of 1982.

YOU DOWN WITH OPS?: The Tigers enter the final day of April with a .766 team OPS this month, 
which would be the club's best OPS in any April in 11 years when the team had a .795 OPS in April 
of 2015 ... Detroit's current .766 OPS in April is the third-best in the A.L. this month (Astros, .773 
OPS; Yankees, .767 OPS) while its .254 team batting average this month is second-best in the A.L.

WE'VE REALLY BEEN OUT OF OUR LEAGUE: The Tigers today will complete the month of April with 
21 interleague games played already this season, the most of any team in all of baseball ... put 
differently, seven of Detroit's 10 series and nearly two-thirds of its schedule (21-of-32 games) prior 
to May 1 will take place against interleague competition ... no other team will enter May with more 
than 18 interleague games played through the end of April.
•	 The Tigers will quickly make up for lost time, however, as they will play all but three games (59 

of 62 contests) against A.L. competition from May 1-July 9, including 50 games in a row from 
May 15-July 9 against intraleague foes (barring postponements).

WHEN LEFT IS RIGHT: In the past five seasons starting in 2022, Framber Valdez leads all left-handed 
pitchers with 802.0 innings (120.0 more than his next closest foe), 87 quality starts (17 more), 774 
strikeouts (41 more), 59 wins (three more) and a 60.6 ground ball percentage. 

IT'S A MARATHON: Kevin McGonigle has reached base safely in his last 26 starts, the first Tigers 
rookie to do so since Ricky Peters reached in 26-straight starts in 1980 ... the last Tigers rookie to 
reach base safely in more than 27 starts in a row?: Dick Wakefield with a 29-start streak back in 
1943 (thanks to Elias) ... the last 21-year-old or younger Tiger prior to reach in 26-or-more starts in 
a row?: 21-year-old Al Kaline in 34-straight starts nearly 70 years ago from July 26-August 28, 1956.
•	 McGonigle's run of reaching base safely in 26-straight starts is the longest active streak in the 

majors, two starts more than anyone else (Nick Kurtz is at 24 starts).
•	 McGonigle is the first big league player ever 21-years-old or younger to reach base safely in 

26-consecutive starts within the early season months of March/April. 

BAKER'S DOZEN: Kevin McGonigle last night extended his hitting streak 13 games, becoming the 
first 21-year-old or younger Tiger with a 13-game hitting streak since 21-year-old Riley Greene had 
a 13-gamer in 2022  ... the last 21-year-old or younger Tiger with a hitting streak of 14 or more 
games?: 20-year-old Al Kaline and his 15-game hitting streak from May 24-June 7, 1955.
•	 McGonigle is now tied for the second-longest active hitting streak in all of baseball, trailing 

only Arizona's Ildemaro Vargas (22 games in 2026).

IT IS IN FACT GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has a 2.0 bWAR through his first 30 major 
league games, tied with Atlanta's Matt Olson for tops in the big leagues this season.

AND FINALLY: Kevin McGonigle is the first 21-year-old or younger Tiger with nine doubles in any 
calendar month in 110 years when 21-year-old Harry Heilmann also had nine doubles in April 1916.

Coming off his shortest outing of the season, pitching just 4.1 innings against Cincinnati on April 24...allowed two earned runs on four hits while 

walking a season-high five batters.

Tied his career high allowing eight earned runs including six in the first inning on April 8 against Minnesota...had previously surrendered eight earned 

runs twice, both with the Astros while facing the Angels.

Spun six scoreless innings in his home debut and Detroit's home opener on Friday, April 3 against St. Louis.

Made his Tigers debut on Friday, March 27 against San Diego...allowed one earned run on seven hits and a walk while striking out five over 6.0 

innings.

Signed with the Detroit Tigers as a free agent on Feb. 10, 2026...went 2-0 with a 0.98 ERA in four Spring Training starts for the Tigers.

In 2025, led the Astros in wins (13) and innings (192)...marked the 3rd-highest win total of his career behind his 17 wins in 2022 and 15 wins in 

2024...also led the team in starts alongside RHP Hunter Brown (31). 

Among AL pitchers on the 2025 season, finished 2nd in GB% (59.2), 2nd in opponent GIDP (22), 2nd in GIDP/9 (1.03), 5th in Pitching WAR (4.3), T-

5th in quality starts (20), 6th in innings pitched (192.0), T-6th in wins, and 10th in opponent OPS (.667). 

Surpassed 1,000 career strikeouts in his start on July 28, 2025, vs. WSH, finishing the season with 1,053...surpassed 1,000 career innings during his 

start on July 5 at LAD last season.

Did not allow a run over his first 11 games (11.0 innings) this year, allowing five hits and eight walks while striking out five over that span...his first 

earned run came on April 24 against Cincinnati in a game in which he struck out four batters over 1.2 frames.

Re-signed with Detroit on a two-year deal as a free agent on Dec. 20, 2025…appeared in 16 games with the Tigers last season, posting a 3-0 record 

with a 1.50 ERA (3ER/18IP) with 23 strikeouts. 

Made his first postseason appearance with the Tigers in 2025, playing six games and striking out three in 7.1 innings of work. 

Landed on the injured list on Sept. 5 with a right adductor strain...activated Sept. 19 and allowed one run in three of the first four games since 

returning from the IL.

Became the first Tiger to record six doubles in his first 15 major league games in 16 years since Brennan Boesch did exactly that in 2010.

Became the first player in Tigers franchise history to notch a multi-RBI game in each of his first two major league games when he laced his 

tiebreaking, game-winning two-run eighth-inning single into right field in game two for Detroit.

First Tiger with a go-ahead or game-winning RBI in the eighth inning or later within his first two major league games since Omar Infante was credited 

with an eighth-inning game-winning RBI on Sept. 7, 2002, in his big league debut at Yankee Stadium (Elias).

Ripped the first pitch he ever saw in the big leagues into right field for a two-run double, instantly becoming only the sixth Tiger since the RBI became 

a stat in 1920 to record two RBI in his major league debut, the first since Isaac Paredes on Aug. 17, 2020...is the second of the six to accomplish this 

feat on Opening Day, joining Paredes, JaCoby Jones (Aug. 30, 2016), Rob Richie (Aug. 19, 1989), Jake Wood (Opening Day April 11, 1961), Hank 

Riebe (Aug. 26, 1942) and Sammy Hale (April 20, 1920) in turning this trick.

Became the first Tiger ever with two doubles in his major league debut on Opening Day and the second in the history of the franchise with two 

doubles in his major league debut on any day, joining Hank Riebe on Aug. 26, 1942.

McGonigle is the second player in franchise history to collect four hits in his major league debut, joining Billy Bean (April 25, 1987).

At 21 years, 220 days old on Opening Day, he became the second-youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league 

debut in the starting lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns made his major league debut 

on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

Named to the Opening Day roster at 21 years old, marking the youngest Tigers player to do so since Omar Infante in 2003.

Is a career .308 (208-for-676) hitter in three minor league seasons, collected 51 doubles, six triples, 25 home runs and 130 RBI over that span...also 

drew 123 walks compared to just 84 strikeouts, good for an OBP of .410.
