
OCTOBER BASEBALL: The Yankees will play Game 2 of the AL 
Wild Card Series against the Boston Red Sox tonight.

 �Marks the Yankees' sixth appearance in the Wild Card round, 
also playing in four Wild Card Games (2015 loss vs. Houston; 
2017 win vs.  Minnesota; 2018 win vs. Oakland; 2021 loss 
at Boston) and a best-of-three Wild Card Series in 2020 
(defeated Cleveland in two games on the road).

 �Marks their 60th playoff appearance in franchise history 
(123 seasons, 48.8%)…their 60 postseason appearances are 
the most by any franchise in Major League history, 21 more 
than the Dodgers who have the second-most postseason 
appearances (39) and 31 more than the second-highest 
American League team (Athletics - 29). 

 �Marks the Yankees' eighth postseason appearance in the last 
nine seasons (since 2017) and 26th trip to the postseason in 
the last 31 years (since 1995)…their 26 trips to the postseason 
since 1995 are the most in the Majors in that span, five more 
than the next highest team (Atlanta-21) and 11 more than the 
next highest AL team (Boston & Cleveland: 15).

 � Are one of only three teams to make the playoffs in at least 
eight of the last nine years (since 2017), joining the Dodgers 
(nine: 2017-25) and Astros (eight: 2017-24).

YESTERDAY'S NEWS: The Yankees fell to the Red Sox, 3-1, in 
AL Wild Card Series Game 1 on Tuesday at Yankee Stadium…
LHP Max Fried (6.1IP, 4H, 0R, 3BB, 6K, 0HR) made his 21st career 
postseason appearance (13th start) and did not record a decision 
after tossing 6.1 scoreless innings…SS Anthony Volpe (2-for-3, 
1R, 1HR, 1RBI) drove in the club’s only run with a go-ahead solo 
home run in the second inning…1B Paul Goldschmidt (2-for-4) 
singled in the first and ninth innings…RHP Luke Weaver (0.0IP, 
2H, 2R/ER, 1BB) suffered his first career postseason loss after 
allowing 2R/ER in the seventh inning…RHP Fernando Cruz 
(0.2IP, 1BB, 1K), RHP Devin Williams (1.0IP, 1BB) and LHP Tim 
Hill (0.1IP) were all scoreless in relief.

THE SKIPPER, TOO: Manager Aaron Boone is the second 
manager in Major League history to reach the postseason in 
seven of his first eight seasons as manager (credit: Elias - min. 
2G manager per season), joining Dave Roberts (first 10 seasons 
with the Dodgers)…is the third manager to make the playoffs 
in seven of his first eight seasons with the Yankees, joining Joe 
Torre (each of his first 12) and Casey Stengel (nine of his first 10).

ALL ON THE LINE: Tonight marks the Yankees' first potential 
elimination game of the 2025 postseason…the Yankees have 
won three of their last five potential elimination games (since 
2022) and are 10-7 in those games since 2017.

 � Are 8-3 in their last 11 potential elimination games at 
home since 2017 and 12-6 in their last 18 such games at 
home since 2005.

 � The Yankees were only swept three times during the regular 
season, tied for the third-fewest in the Majors this year, 
trailing only Cincinnati (twice) and Milwaukee (twice)… 
Chicago-NL was also swept only three times…went 11-3 
this season when looking to avoid a sweep.

SEEING RED: The Yankees are facing the Red Sox in a postseason 
series for only the sixth time: 1999  ALCS (won 4-1),  2003  ALCS 
(won 4-3), 2004 ALCS (lost 4-3), 2018 ALDS (lost 3-1) and 2021 AL 
Wild Card Game (loss)…the Yankees are 12-13 in 25 postseason 
games vs. the Red Sox (6-7 at home, 6-6 in Boston).

HIGH VOLPAGE: INF Anthony Volpe drove in the club’s only run 
on Tuesday in ALWCS Game 1 with a go-ahead solo home run in 
the second inning…marked his second career postseason home 
run (also hit a grand slam in 2024 World Series Game 4 vs. Los 
Angeles-NL). 

 � In 15 career postseason games, has batted .308/.419/.481 (16-
for-52) with 11R, 3 doubles, 2HR, 7RBI, 10BB and 5SB…is the 
first shortstop in Major League history with at least 15 hits 
and 10BB in his first 15 career postseason games.

FAN-TASTIC: The Yankees drew an AL-best 3,392,659 fans this 
year despite recording just 80 home gates…the Yankees’ 2025 
home attendance was the club’s second-highest over their last 
nine full attendance seasons (since 2015), trailing only their total 
attendance in 2018 (3,482,855)…averaged 42,408 fans per home 
gate this season, the highest home average attendance in the 
American League and the third-highest in the Majors, trailing only 
the Los Angeles Dodgers (49,537) and San Diego Padres (42,435).

 � The Yankees drew at least 3 million fans for their Major 
League-record 25th straight season when there was full 
attendance (1999-2019, ‘22-25).

 � Their 20 sellouts this season matched their second-most at 
the current Yankee Stadium, trailing only their 23 sellouts in 
2018 (also 20 in 2011). 

WINNING WAYS: The Yankees posted a 94-68 (.580) record, tied 
with Toronto for the best record in the American League and third-
best record in the Majors, trailing only Milwaukee (97-65, .599) and 
Philadelphia (96-66, .593)…their 94 wins matched their 2024 total.

 � The Yankees recorded their 33rd consecutive winning 
season (since 1993), marking the second-longest streak 
in the four major sports (MLB/NFL/NBA/NHL), behind only 
their 39 straight winning seasons from 1926-64.

 � Recorded at least 90 wins for the seventh time in their 
last eight 162-game seasons (2017-19, ‘21-22, ’24-25)…
are one of only two teams to record at least seven 90-win 
seasons over that span, joining the Los Angeles Dodgers 
(eight: 2017-19, ‘21-25)…have recorded at least 90 wins in 
22 of their last 29 full seasons since 1996 (1996-99, 2001-
07, ‘09-12, ‘17-19, ‘21-22, ’24-25)…their 22 seasons are the 
most in the Majors over that span (next: Atlanta-16).

ALL RISE: OF Aaron Judge reached 
base safely in 136 of his 152 games 
this year, batting .331/.457/.688 (179-
for-541) with 137R, 30 doubles, 2 
triples, 53HR, 114RBI, 124BB/36IBB, 
7HP, 7SF and 12SB…won his first 
career batting title,  becoming only 
the third player in Major League 
history to hit at least 50HR and win 
a batting title in the same season, 
joining Mickey Mantle (1956) and 
Jimmie Foxx (1938)…his 53HR 
were the most by any player who 
has won a batting title. 

 �Was only the fifth player in the 
Expansion Era (since 1961) to 
lead the Majors in BA, OBP and 
SLG in a single season, joining 
Miguel Cabrera in 2013, Barry 
Bonds in 2002, Larry Walker in 
1999 and George Brett in 1980.

 � 	Became the fifth player in franchise history to lead the Majors in 
batting average, joining DJ LeMahieu (.364 BA in 2020), Mickey 
Mantle (.353 BA in 1956), Joe DiMaggio (.381 BA in 1939) and 
Lou Gehrig (.363 BA in 1934)…became the 10th player (11th 
time) in franchise history to win the AL batting title…joined DJ 
LeMahieu (2020), Bernie Williams (1998), Paul O’Neill (1994), Don 
Mattingly (1984), Mickey Mantle (1956), Snuffy Stirnweiss (1945), 
Joe DiMaggio (1939-40), Lou Gehrig (1934) and Babe Ruth (1924).

 �  Hit at least 50HR in a single season for the fourth time in his 
career (also 52HR in 2017, 62HR in 2022 and 58HR in 2024), 
tying the Major League record for the most 50HR seasons…
is the fourth player — and second Yankee — to record four 
such seasons, joining Sammy Sosa (4x: 1998-2001), Mark 
McGwire (4x: 1996-99) and Babe Ruth (4x: 1920-21, ‘27-28).

LAND OF THE FRIED: LHP Max Fried tossed 6.1 scoreless innings 
in AL Wild Card Series Game 1…became the seventh player in 
franchise history to toss at least 6.0 scoreless innings in their 
first postseason appearance with the Yankees, joining Mike 
Mussina (7.0 scoreless innings in 2001 ALDS Game 3 at Oakland), 
Roger Clemens (7.0 scoreless innings in 1999 ALDS Game 3 at 
Texas), Orlando Hernández (7.0 scoreless innings in 1998 ALCS 
Game 4 at Cleveland), Dave Righetti (6.0 scoreless innings in 1981 
ALDS Game 2 at Milwaukee), Waite Hoyt (tossed a shutout in 1921 
World Series Game 2 vs. the New York Giants) and Carl Mays (tossed 
a shutout in 1921 World Series Game 1 at the New York Giants).

 �Marked his fourth career scoreless postseason start (also 0R in 
7.0IP in 2020 NLWCS Game 1 vs. Cincinnati, 0R in 6.0IP in 2021 
NLDS Game 2 at Milwaukee and 0R in 6.0IP in 2021 World 
Series Game 6 at Houston).

 �Made his sixth career start in Game 1 of a postseason series…
has posted a 3.03 ERA (32.2IP, 11ER) in those starts…has 
tossed at least 6.0IP and allowed 2R-or-fewer in four of those 
starts…his team is 4-2 in those starts. 

 � Including the regular season, has gone 6-0 with a 1.37 ERA 
(52.2IP, 8ER) and 54K over his last eight starts (since 8/22).

FOR STARTERS: Including the postseason, Yankees starting 
pitchers have allowed 2ER-or-fewer in 27 of their last 34 starts (since 
8/24), going 19-5 with a 2.67 ERA (195.1IP, 58ER) and 176K over that 
span…have allowed 2ER-or-fewer in 40 of their last 50 starts (since 
8/5), posting a 2.84 ERA (282.0IP, 89ER) during that stretch.

RODOMINANT: LHP Carlos Rodón will make his seventh career 
postseason appearance and sixth career start…went  18-9 with a 
3.09 ERA (195.1IP, 67ER) in 33 starts this year, setting career highs 
in wins, starts and innings pitched…over his final 14 starts of 
the regular season (7/11-9/25), went 9-3 with a 2.80 ERA (83.2IP, 
26ER) and 76K, allowing 2ER-or-fewer in 11 of those starts.

LHP Carlos Rodón will make his seventh career postseason appearance (sixth start) in Game 2 of the AL Wild Card Series tonight vs. Boston…the 32-year-old will pitch 
on extended five days' rest…last pitched on Thursday vs. Chicago-AL, earning his career-high 18th win of the season after allowing 3R/ER over 6.0IP (4H, 1BB, 5K, 1HR, 
1HP)…went 18-9 with a 3.09 ERA (195.1IP, 132H, 74R/67ER, 73BB, 203K, 22HR) in 33 starts…set career highs in wins, starts and innings pitched…was named to 
his third All-Star team and first as a Yankee (also 2021 with Chicago-AL and 2022 with San Francisco)…recorded 203K, his second-most in a single season in his career 
(237K in 2022 with San Francisco)…allowed 2ER-or-fewer in 22 of his 33 starts this season and one-or-zero ER in 14 starts…ranked second in opponents’ BA (.188, 
first in AL), tied for second in wins (tied for second in AL) and games started (tied for first in AL), tied for fourth in innings pitched (tied for second in AL), sixth in opponents’ 
SLG (.321, third in AL) and opponents’ OPS (.593, third in AL), and 10th in strikeouts (fourth in AL) and opponents’ OBP (.272, seventh in AL)…also ranked seventh in the 
AL in strikeout rate (25.7%) and WHIP (1.05), eighth in ERA,  ninth in K/9.0IP (9.35) and 10th in HR/9.0IP (1.01)…over 11 Major League seasons with the Chicago White Sox

(11.26), Freddy Peralta (10.90) and Gerrit Cole (10.77)…his 203K were the sixth-most by a left-handed pitcher in franchise history, trailing only Ron Guidry (248K in 1978), 
CC Sabathia (230K in 2011), Al Downing (217K in 1964), Randy Johnson (211K in 2005) and Whitey Ford (209K in 1961)…was signed a six-year Major League contract 
extending through the 2028 season on 12/21…was selected by the Chicago White Sox in the first round (third overall) of the 2014 First-Year Player Draft…signed a six-
year Major League contract with the Yankees extending through the 2028 season on 12/21/22.

2025: Went 18-9 with a 3.09 ERA (195.1IP, 132H, 74R/67ER, 73BB, 203K, 22HR) in 33 starts…set career highs in wins, starts and innings pitched…was named to his third 
All-Star team and first as a Yankee (also 2021 with Chicago-AL and 2022 with San Francisco)…opponents batted .188/.272/.321 (132-for-701, 22HR); LH .177/.257/.285 
(28-for-158, 5HR); RH .192/.277/.331 (104-for-543, 17HR).
