LAST GAME: The D-backs lost, 8-2, vs. Braves last night in 
the series opener…8 of the 9 D-backs starters reached 
base safely, 7 via hit.  

• Eugenio Suárez (1-for-2, 2B, 2 BB, 2 R) reached 
base 3 times for the fi rst time this season.

• Corbin Carroll recorded his second triple of the 
season to tie the league lead.

• Jorge Barrosa, in his fi rst start of the season since 
being recalled from Triple-A Reno, recorded his fi rst 
RBI single.

• Zac Gallen took the loss after allowing 3 runs on 4 
hits and 2 walks in 5.0 innings, while striking out 6.

• 12 straight games mark the longest streak by Arizo-
na since June 25-July 7, 2024 (also 12). 

.310+ AVERAGES:  The D-backs boast the most players in 
the Majors (3) with batting averages of .310+ - Pavin 

Smith (.365), Corbin Carroll (.315) and Josh Naylor 

(.310) - ahead of the Yankees (2; Aaron Judge/.408 and 
Paul Goldschmidt/.364).

RUN PRODUCERS:  The D-backs' 5.27 runs per game this 
season ranks third in the Majors, behind the Cubs (6.19) 
and Yankees (5.35).

•  Since 2024, the D-backs are the only team in MLB to 
break the 1,000-run mark with 1,023…next closest 
are the Dodgers (958) and Yankees (954).

STARTS AT THE TOP: D-b acks' 1-4 batters combined .387 
OBP, .530 SLG and .917 OPS lead the Majors.

• Additionally, their 1-4 hitters rank in the top 3 in hits 
(T-2nd, 122), homers (T-2nd, 22), RBI (2nd, 75), runs 
(2nd, 77), total bases (2nd, 220) and walks (3rd, 61).

TACKING ON LATE:  The D-backs’ 57 runs scored in the sev-
enth inning or later (excl. extra-innings) lead the Ma-
jors, ahead of the Cubs (49), Marlins (45), Cardinals (43) 
and Reds (43).

FIRST-INNING RUNS: The D-backs’ 10 occurrences of scor-
ing 1+ runs in the fi rst inning are tied for second most 
with the Mariners, Orioles and Padres, behind the Yan-
kees (12). 

•  Since 2024, the D-backs' 63 occurrences of 1+ 
fi rst-inning runs lead the Majors, ahead of the Phil-
lies (60).

VS. RIGHTIES: Arizona owns the best SLG (.504), OPS (.842) 
and Isolated Power (.243) against right-handed starters 
in the Majors. 

TRENDING BATS:  Corbin Carroll is riding a 12-game home 
hitting streak and has reached base in 21 straight home 
games dating back to Sept. 15, 2024.

• Josh Naylor, in 14 home games, is batting .333 (18-
for-54)/.875 OPS with 5 doubles, 1 homer, 11 RBI 
and 6 walks, including 6 multi-hit efforts. 

• Alek Thomas, over 10 home games, is hitting .367

game (prev: 10 by Randy Johnson on Oct. 28, 2001 in Game 2 vs.

USA!: Selected to pitch for Team USA in the 2023 World Baseball 
Classic, marking the fi rst time participating with a national team at 
any level. 
• Went 0-1 with an 8.31 ERA (4 ER in 4.1 IP) over 2 games.
