MANAGER: Pat Murphy (409g, 243-166, .594) is in his third season as Brewers 
manager.....he was voted NL Manager of the Year in 2024 and 2025.....he is one of four 
managers ever to win Manager of the Year in consecutive seasons, joining the Braves' 
Bobby Cox (2004-05), Rays' Kevin Cash (2020-21) and Guardians' Stephen Vogt 
(2024-25).....Murphy was named the 20th manager in franchise history on 11/15/23, 
replacing Craig Counsell.....he signed a multi-year contract extension on 2/20/26.

COACHES: Returning from the 2025 staff is offense & strategy coordinator Jason Lane

(11th season/1st in current role), pitching coordinator Jim Henderson (5th season/1st 
in current role), field coordinator Néstor Corredor (4th season/3rd in current role), 
pitching coach Chris Hook (8th season), bullpen coach Charlie Greene (3rd season), 
lead hitting coach Eric Theisen (2nd season/1st in current role) and third base coach 
Matt Erickson (3rd season/1st in current role).....assistant pitching coach Juan 

Sandoval, hitting coach Guillermo Martinez, hitting coach Daniel Vogelbach and first 
base coach Spencer Allen are all in their first seasons on the coaching staff.

BREWING SUCCESS: The Brewers have qualifed for the postseason seven times in the 
last eight seasons and three seasons in a row.....the team was just two games away 
from making the postseason in nine straight seasons (2017-25), missing out in both 
2017 and 2022 by a single game.....Milwaukee has won the NL Central in four of the last 
five seasons and three seasons in a row.

HARRISON AT A GLANCE: Kyle Harrison, 24, will be making his 16th start of the season and first against the D-backs.....Harrison last started last Saturday vs. Chicago-NL 
and had no decision in the Brewers’ 8-2 loss (5ip, 3h, 2r, 2er, 1bb, 9k, 1hr, 92 pitches).....the team is 11-4 in his starts.....he has 6 quality starts.....opponents are batting .213 
(61-for-286, 9hr).....he surrendered 8 runs in 2.1 innings pitched on 6/8 at Athletics (Las Vegas).....his season ERA without that outing goes from 2.57 to 1.69 (74.2ip, 14er).....he 
tossed 23.0 consecutive scoreless innings from 5/14-6/2.....Harrison was acquired from Boston with LHP Shane Drohan and INF David Hamilton on February 9 in exchange 
for INF Caleb Durbin, INF Andruw Monasterio, INF/C Anthony Seigler and a 2026 Competitive Balance Round B selection.

LAST SEASON: Harrison went 1-1 with a 4.04 ERA in 11 games/6 starts between San Francisco (8g, 4gs) and Boston (3g, 2gs).....he was traded to Boston on June 15 as part of 
the deal that sent INF/DH Rafael Devers to the Giants.....Harrison also went 5-2 with a 3.66 ERA in 18 starts between Triple-A Sacramento (6gs) and Triple-A Worcester (12gs).
