Y'ALL COME BACK NOW: Trailing 2-1 into the eighth inning, the Detroit Tigers last night put together

a string of magnificent plate appearances -- Kerry Carpenter walk, Gleyber Torres walk, Colt Keith

walk -- to lead to Riley Greene's game-tying RBI single and set the stage for more dramatics from

Kevin McGonigle, whose two-run single on the 10th pitch of his at-bat snapped said tie and helped

seal Detroit's 5-2 come-from-behind win in San Diego, securing a season-opening series victory.

e  Framber Valdez was quite sharp in his Tigers debut, turning in a quality start (6.0 IP/1 ER) while
WBC champion Enmanuel De Jesus picked up his first major league win.

e Kenley Jansen tossed a perfect ninth inning to earn his first Tigers save and the 477th save in
his career, one shy of tying Lee Arthur Smith for third-most in major league history.

e Tonight's game wraps up this three-game series in San Diego to open the season, one that also
served as a 1984 World Series rematch ... in fact, both the Tigers season opener and home
opener feature Fall Classic flashbacks, as Detroit opens up Comerica Park next Friday with a
three-game series vs. the St. Louis Cardinals, a 1934, 1968 and 2006 World Series rematch.

e  Tomorrow the Tigers endure an off day tomorrow in Arizona before getting back after it on
Monday against the Diamondbacks to begin a three-game series through Wednesday.

SWEEP DREAMS: The Tigers today aim to extend a run to four-straight season-opening series that
ended in a sweep ... the Tigers were swept in Tampa Bay to start 2023, swept the White Sox in
Chicago to start 2024 and were swept by Los Angeles at Dodger Stadium to start 2025.

ARE YOU THIRSTY FOR MORE?: Kevin McGonigle last night became the first player in Tigers

franchise history to notch a multi-RBI game in each of his first two major league games when he

laced his tiebreaking, game-winning two-run eighth-inning single into right field.

e McGonigle is the first Tiger with a go-ahead or game-winning RBI in the eighth inning or later
within his first two major league games since Omar Infante was credited with an eighth-inning
game-winning RBI on September 7, 2002 in his big league debut at Yankee Stadium (Elias).

JACK OF ALL TRADES: Jack Flaherty gets the nod for the Tigers tonight as he enters the season
in the Tigers rotation for the third year in a row ... he first signed with the club prior to the 2024
campaign, was traded to and won a World Series with the Los Angeles Dodgers later that year and
returned to Detroit on a new free-agent deal prior to the 2025 season.

e  Flaherty is the first right-handed pitcher to start a game for the Tigers this year in the club's
third game of the season ... this marks only the fourth time in franchise history that it has
taken until game three in a season for a righty to start a game for the Tigers, the first time since
1965 ... one must go back 100 years to find the only two other such instances in franchise
history when this has happened in 1925 and 1926 ... thanks to Elias.

MANIFEST DESTINY: The Tigers are opening their season on the west coast for the second year in

a row after having not done so previously for 25 years ... this marks only the fourth time in the last

59 seasons dating to 1968 that the Tigers have opened up "out west".

e In 2000, the Tigers began their season with a three-game series in Oakland (and concluded
that six-game road trip in Baltimore!) ... the only other instances of a West Coast open in the
last 59 years were last year, in 1995 at the California Angels and in 1993 at the Oakland A's.

e  TheTigers have now opened up their season on the road in four-consecutive years for only the
second time in their 126-season history, the first time since an eight-year run from 1993-2000.

IT'S ONLY A NUMBER: At 21 years, 220 days old, Kevin McGonigle Thursday became the second-

youngest player in the history of the Tigers franchise to make his major league debut in the starting

lineup on Opening Day and the youngest in 112 years since starting first baseman George Burns
made his major league debut on Opening Day April 14, 1914 ... thanks to Elias.

e Overall, McGonigle is the fourth-youngest Tiger in the history of the franchise to make his
major league debut on Opening Day, joining Burns at 21 years, 73 days; pinch-hitter Frank
Fuller at 21-103 on April 14, 1915; and relief pitcher Joel Zumaya at 21-145 on April 3, 2006.

e McGonigle became only the second player aged 21-years-old or younger in the last 65 years of
the expansion era (since 1961) to record four hits in his major league debut, joining Montreal's
Delino DeShields who did so on April 9, 1990 ... thanks to Elias.

e McGonigle became the youngest player in franchise history with multiple extra-base hits and
multiple-RBI on Opening Day.

ROSTER RUMBLINGS: RHP Drew Anderson, LHP Enmanuel De Jesus and INF Kevin McGonigle have
made their first-career opening day rosters ... six players - all pitchers - on Detroit's opening day
roster are new to the organization from last year (Anderson, De Jesus, RHPs Kenley Jansen, Connor
Seabold, Justin Verlander, LHP Framber Valdez) ... 18 players from Detroit's ALDS roster that took
Seattle to a decisive fifth game last October are on the opening day 26-man roster.
