UPCOMING MILESTONES

May 11, 1985 - For the second 
straight game, Fred Lynn hits a walk-
off home run in the ninth inning 
to beat the Minnesota Twins at 
Memorial Stadium. After a solo blast 
off Ron Davis the night before, Lynn 
steps to the plate with two on and 
the Orioles trailing 2-1 and belts a 
three-run homer off Curt Wardle.

THIS DATE IN O'S HISTORY

BIRDLAND BITES: The Orioles continue a six-game homestand and a stretch of 15 games in 14 
days, which started with an April 30 doubleheader vs. the Astros, tonight against the Yankees…
The club has its first scheduled off day this month on Thursday.

	� Baltimore won 2-1 yesterday, snapping a streak of allowing at least three runs in 25 
straight games, which was the club's longest since a 25-gamer from July 24-August 19, 
2019.

	� The O's improved to 3-6 in one-run games yesterday...The Birds had lost four straight 
one-run affairs entering Sunday.

	� Rico Garcia secured his third save with a scoreless ninth inning.
	� Leody Taveras registered a 93.7 mph outfield assist at home plate to end the seventh 

inning, the fastest outfield assist by an Oriole this season. 

20-SOMETHING: The Orioles are one of nine teams in the majors this season with four players 
having at least 20 RBI...The Braves lead the league with six, while the O's are tied with the 
Angels, Twins, Phillies, Brewers, Cardinals, Yankees, and Pirates...Pete Alonso (22), Gunnar 
Henderson (21), Jeremiah Jackson (24), and Adley Rutschman (21) all have at least 20, while 
Leody Taveras (19) and Samuel Basallo (15) are close.

GARCIA'S GREATNESS: Rico Garcia has posted a 0.50 ERA (1 ER/18.0 IP) with one hit, seven 
walks, and 20 strikeouts across 19 appearances to begin the season…His lone hit allowed is a 
home run by KC's Michael Massey on April 21. 

	� His .019 (1-for-54) opponent average and 0.44 WHIP (T-1st) are the best among all MLB 
relievers.

	� Prior to Garcia's current run, the fewest number of hits allowed by an Oriole through 
their first 19 outings of a season was five (Jesse Orosco, 1997).

	� He has not allowed a hit in each of his last seven outings, tied for the second-longest 
active run with ATH's Scott Barlow (7 G), behind SEA's Matt Brash (8 G). 

	� Garcia has yet to allow a hit in his first nine home appearances to open the 2026 
campaign, one of two Oriole pitchers in franchise history to accomplish the feat along 
with Bryan Baker (9 G, 2023).

BASALLO BREAKING OUT: Samuel Basallo is slashing .397/.435/.638 (23-for-58) with six 
doubles, one triple, two home runs, eight runs, and 11 RBI over his last 17 games since April 20.

	� During this period, he is 13-for-31 (.419) with three doubles, one triple, and one home 
run off fastballs.

	� Basallo's 93.2 mph average exit velocity leads all primary catchers this season ahead of 
COL's Hunter Goodman (92.8) and ATH's Shea Langeliers (92.7).

CAN'T WARD HIM OFF: Taylor Ward leads the majors with 78 times on base (37 H, 40 BB, 1 
HBP), 40 walks, and a .426 on-base percentage while his 13 doubles are tied for second in the 
majors with TOR's Ernie Clement and DET's Riley Greene, trailing ATL's Matt Olson (15), though 
he doesn't have a two-bagger since April 22 at Kansas City.

	� His 78 times on base are tied for the sixth most by an Oriole in his first 40 games of a 
season and the most since Brian Roberts (86) in 2005...It is the third-most times on base 
in a player's first 40 games to begin his time with the Orioles, trailing Roberto Alomar 
(86 in 1996) and Frank Robinson (79 in 1966).

	� Ward is the first player in team history (since 1954) to draw 40 walks in his first 40 
games with the club and the first MLB player to accomplish the feat since AZ's Adam 
Dunn in 2008.

	� According to STATS Perform, the last Oriole to finish a season top five in on-base 
percentage was Eddie Murray in 1984 (2nd, .410). 

	� Ward does not have an extra-base hit in a career-high 15 straight games since April 24.

PATIENCE IS A VIRTUE: The O's have drawn 167 walks this year, sixth in MLB behind the Cubs 
(191), Yankees (186), Guardians (174), Brewers (173), and Pirates (172)…The Birds are averaging 
9.25 plate appearances per walk, fifth best in the majors behind the Yankees (8.34), Cubs (8.49), 
Brewers (8.55), and Guardians (9.10). 

	� Taylor Ward is averaging an MLB-best 4.58 plate appearances per walk, ahead of ATH's 
Nick Kurtz (4.76) and LAA's Mike Trout (4.89). 

	� Baltimore has 18 games with 5+ walks, tied with Milwaukee and New York-AL for second 
most in MLB behind Chicago-NL (22)…The 2025 Orioles had 34 such games. 

DEUCES WILD: Baltimore pitching has allowed a .770 opponent OPS with two outs, the fifth-
highest mark in the majors ahead of Houston (.812), Chicago-AL (.793), Texas (.777), and 
Cincinnati (.775). 

	� With two strikes, the opposition owns a .562 OPS, fourth highest in MLB ahead of 
Colorado (.608), Washington (.584), and Houston (.575). 

YANKEE DOODLES: The Orioles and Yankees are meeting this week for the second of four 
series this season...New York swept a four-game set in the Bronx from May 1-4...The Yankees 
return to Camden Yards from August 18-20 before the clubs wrap up the regular season at 
Yankee Stadium from September 25-27.

	� The Birds have lost nine straight games against the Yankees, tied for the fifth-longest 
losing streak to the club in team history (since 1954) and the longest since dropping a 
team-record 19 straight to New York from April 4, 2019-September 4 (G1), 2020...The 
last time the Orioles lost at least nine consecutive games to the same opponent was a 
nine-game streak to the Detroit Tigers from August 1, 2021-September 20, 2022, and a 
15-game losing skid to the Tampa Bay Rays from July 20, 2021-April 10, 2022.

	� Since 2023, Gunnar Henderson has 43 hits against the Yankees, tied for second most in 
the majors during that time with SF's Rafael Devers and TOR's George Springer, behind 
TOR's Vladimir Guerrero Jr. (45). 

 
'PEN PALS: Grant Wolfram has not allowed a home run in 34.0 consecutive innings dating to 
July 21, 2025…He has allowed two long balls in 39.2 innings since his MLB debut on April 26 (G2) 
at Detroit, with both home runs coming on July 18, 2025 at Tampa Bay. 

	� The O's 15.4 percent inherited runners scored rate (8 IRS/52 IR) is second lowest in the 
majors behind the Mariners (12.2%; 5 IRS/41 IR). 

	� The O's had stranded the first 21 inherited runners to begin the season until the seventh 
inning on April 17 in Cleveland...It was the most inherited runners stranded to start a 
season in Orioles history (since 1954) and the most to begin a season by an MLB team 
since the 2016 Oakland Athletics (26), per the Elias Sports Bureau.

QUICK HITS: Young is set to make his fifth start of the season and the 17th of his 
career…Was recalled from Triple-A Norfolk for the second time this year on April 23 
and made his second start of the season on April 24 vs. Boston…Was optioned to 
minor league camp on March 7 after making two Grapefruit League appearances…
Signed with the Orioles as a non-drafted free agent on June 14, 2020.

LAST TIME OUT: Young earned the win on May 6 at Miami after throwing a season-
high 6.0 innings, allowing three runs on four hits and three walks with five strikeouts. 

	� Retired the first two batters of the game on four pitches, but proceeded to allow 
three runs on three hits and two walks to close the frame. 

	� Permitted only one hit over the next 5.0 innings to finish his outing. 
 
EVIL EMPIRE: Young is set to make his first career start opposite the Yankees…Has 
made two career starts against AL East opponents, going 1-0 with a 3.86 ERA (5 
ER/11.2 IP) in those outings. 

VELO UPTICK: Young's average fastball has climbed to 94.0 mph in 2026, up 1.5 miles 
per hour from last season (92.5 mph)…The 1.5 mph increase is the fourth-highest 
year-over-year increase by any pitcher in MLB this season behind LAA's Ryan Zeferjahn 
(+1.8 mph), SD's Adrian Morejon (+1.8 mph), and ATH's Hogan Harris (+1.7 mph).  

	� He has held opponents to a .167 (5-for-30) clip on his four-seam fastball, while the 
opposition is 5-for-11 (.455), all singles, off his sinker. 

LEFT SIDE, STRONG SIDE: In his last start on May 6 at Miami, Young held left-handed 
hitters to a 3-for-16 (.188) with one double. 

	� In his first three starts of the 2026 campaign, lefties went 8-for-29 (.276) with two 
doubles and two home runs. 

ROAD WARRIOR: In two road starts this season, Young is 2-0 with a 2.45 ERA (3 
ER/11.0 IP), .158 (6-for-38) opponent average, and 1.00 WHIP.

	� In two starts at Camden Yards, he owns a 6.52 ERA (7 ER/9.2 IP), .348 (16-for-46) 
opponent average, and 1.97 WHIP. 

	� Is 3-3 with a 2.95 ERA (12 ER/36.2 IP) in seven career road starts, with the O's 
going 3-4 in those outings…He is 1-5 with an 8.21 ERA (38 ER/41.2 IP) in nine 
career home starts, with the Birds going 3-6 in those contests. 

CLEAN SHEET: On July 8, 2025 vs. New York-NL, Young threw an immaculate inning
in the fifth frame, becoming the fifth pitcher in Orioles history (since 1954) to 
accomplish the feat, joining Kevin Gausman (4/23/18 vs. CLE, 7th inn.), B.J. Ryan (9/5/99 
vs. CLE, 6th inn.), Mike Mussina (5/9/98 vs. TB, 9th inn.), and Jimmy Key (4/14/98 vs. 
CWS, 2nd inn.). 

HOMECOMING: On August 15, 2025 at Houston, the Lumberton, Texas native earned 
his first career win, tossing a career-high 8.0 scoreless innings, allowing one hit with 
zero walks and six strikeouts…He was perfect through 7.2 frames before Ramón Urías 
tallied an infield single, marking the longest perfect-game bid by an Oriole since Mike 
Mussina threw 7.2 perfect innings on August 4, 1998 vs. Detroit. 

	� Young became the first Orioles rookie to throw 8.0 scoreless innings and allow 
one or zero hits since Chris Waters on August 5, 2008 at Los Angeles-AL (8.0 IP, 1 
H, 0 R, 3 BB, 3 K).

	� The victory snapped a streak of 10 starts without a win to begin his career, 
marking the second-longest winless streak to begin a career in franchise history 
(since 1954), trailing Jimmy Yacabonis (11 GS, 6/28/18-8/4/19).
