innings, including 7-1 (.875) @ home.
•  The D-backs have won or split 4 of their 6 home 

series (won 3-0 vs. Tigers, split 2-2 vs. Braves, won 
2-1 vs. Blue Jays, lost 1-2 vs. White Sox, split 1-1 vs. 
Padres in Mexico City, lost 1-2 vs. Pirates).
