
RECENT REDBIRDS: The St. Louis Cardinals conclude their initial road 
trip of the season today with the rubber game of a three-game series 
against the Washington Nationals at Nationals Park in Washington D.C...
the Cardinals rallied for a 7-6 win in 10 innings last night after having 
dropped a 9-6 decision in Monday night’s series opener when the Na-
tionals plated 6 runs in their 8th, including a trio of homers...last night’s 
win improved the Cardinals season mark to 6-5 and they are 2-3 on the 
current road trip (1-2 at DET, 1-1 at WSH),..the Cardinals went 4-2 on 
their opening homestand, winning series against the Rays and Mets.

HEADED FOR HOME: The Cardinals will spend an open date in St. Louis 
tomorrow before opening a six-game homestand on Friday (7:15 p.m. 
CT) when they host the Boston Red Sox for a three-game weekend se-
ries...the Cleveland Guardians will follow the Red Sox for three games at 
Busch Stadium (April 13-15).

NATIONAL NEWS: Since relocating from Montreal to the Nation’s Capi-
tol and re-branding as the Nationals in 2005, the Cardinals .595 win pct. 
(78-53) against “Natitude” is the 2nd-highest in MLB among annual 
opponents behind the Dodgers (80-44, .645).

BATTLING BIRDS: Five of the Cardinals six wins this season have been 
in games during which they had to overcame a scoring deficit, including 
a comeback win of 6 runs vs. Tampa Bay on Opening Day.

EXTRA SPECIAL: The Cardinals improved to 3-0 in extra inning games 
in last night win...it’s their most extra inning wins in the span of the first 
11 games of a season since 1955 - the only other time they have done 
so, winning a trio of extra inning games within their first 7 games played 
that season.

CLOSE CALLS: The Cardinals are 3-0 in games decided by one run and 2-1 
in games that had a two-run margin of victory.

KEEP IT ROLLING: Rookie JJ Wetherholt has reached base safely in each of his first 10 games started, including a leadoff walk and 
10th inning RBI double last night...he’s the 1st Cardinals LHB rookie to begin his career with a games started on-base streak of 10 
games or more since John “Johnny Cool’ Rodriguez, who did so in 17-straight starts to open his career with the Cardinals in 2005. 
Wetherholt, who has scored runs in 8 of his 10 starts, leads all MLB rookies with his 9 runs scored.  

GOOD EYE GUY: With a successful ABS batter challenge and catcher challenge last night, Ivan Herrera improved to 4-0 in his ABS 
challenges as a batter and 1-1 as a catcher...he and the Phillies Kyle Schwarber lead all MLB batters with 4 successful challenges.

CROOKED NUMBERS: Of the 53 runs scored by the Cardinals this season, 42 have come duing multi-run innings...the Cardinals 
scored runs in a season-hgh four different innings in last night’s 7-6 win.

LONG GONE: With his 1st career grand slam and a career-high 5 RBI on Saturday at Detroit, Jordan Walker hit the longest HR (459 
ft) by a Cardinal since Pedro Pagés’ 462 ft blast against the Dodgers on 8/16/24...Walker’s slam matched Miguel Cabrera for the 
8th longest HR in the history (2000-26) of Comerica Park (Sarah Langs).

TOP GUN: Jordan Walker nailed Javier Baez at the plate in 3rd inning on Friday with his 100.6 MPH strike from RF - his 2nd  throw 
of 100+ MPH this season to lead all MLB outfielders, including an MLB-best 102.0 MPH throw on 3/29 vs. TB; CF Oniel Cruz of PIT 
has a 101.1 MPH throw...Jordan recorded his 2nd OF assist of the series & season in Saturday’s game.

FAST & FURIOUS: Among MLB batters with 40 or more plate appearances, Jordan Walker owns the majors’ top average exit 
veloctiy at 97.5 MPH, including three 100+ MPH smashes that rank within the top-20 hardest hit balls in MLB...his hardest hit 
ball this season was a 115.9 MPH shot off Zack Littell in Monday’s game against the Nationals.
