Zavier Warren (MIL) collected four 
RBI with the Glendale Desert Dogs 
on Friday in an 11-1 victory over 
the Surprise Saguaros. Warren 
went 2-for-4 with a two-run triple, 
lifting his AFL batting slash to 
.365/.507/.481 through 16 games 
(19-for-52). 

Noah Denoyer (BAL) pitched five 
scoreless innings for the Scottsdale 
Scorpions on Friday, allowing one 
hit and striking out four. The right-
hander lowered his Fall League 
ERA to 4.74; his 19 strikeouts on 
the season rank second in the AFL 
(Connor Thomas, 24).

Jon Olsen (MIN) tossed four 
scoreless innings for the Glendale 
Desert Dogs on Friday, allowing zero 
walks and one hit with four 
strikeouts. He earned the win in an 
11-1 victory over the first-place 
Surprise Saguaros, facing the 12-
batter minimum over his four frames.

Luke Ritter (NYM) went 2-for-3 
with a home run for the Peoria 
Javelinas on Friday, driving in two 
runs in a 5-1 victory over the Salt 
River Rafters. Ritter is 3-for-6 in his 
last two Fall League games with a 
combined two home runs, three 
RBI and two runs scored.

Fineas Del Bonta-Smith (COL) 
returns to the mound this afternoon 
for his second-career professional 
start. His first came on October 25 at 
Scottsdale Stadium where he tossed 2 
2/3 shutout innings without allowing a 
hit. He has allowed one run in his last 
three AFL appearances (4 1/3 IP).

We are exactly one week away from 
the AFL Home Run Derby. There 
have been a combined 124 home 
runs hit in the Fall League this year 
(1.88 per game) and the Mesa Solar 
Sox lead the league with 28. Heston 
Kjerstad (BAL) and Matt Mervis (CHC) 
are tied for the player lead with five.
