• Randal Grichuk made his MLB debut with the Cardi-

nals on April 28, 2014 vs. Brewers.
• Dave McKay served as Cardinals’ fi rst base coach un-

der Tony La Russa from 1996-2011, which included 2 
World Series’ runs in 2006 and 2011.

• Hitting Coach Joe Mather was a third-round 2001 
draft pick as an outfi elder by St. Louis and made his 
MLB debut with the Cardinals in 2008…made pitch-

Classic, his the fi rst time pever articipating with a national team.
