WE HAVE OURSELVES A DUEL: 2024 unanimous A.L. Cy Young Award winner Tarik Skubal this

afternoon takes the hill against 2024 N.L. Cy Young Award runner-up Zack Wheeler in an old-

fashioned pitcher's duel as the Detroit Tigers and Philadelphia Phillies play the middle game of
their three-game weekend series at Citizens Bank Park ... the Tigers last night saw their winning
streak snapped at four games with a series-opening 5-4 setback.

e Today marks the third match-up of a 2024 Cy Young winner/runner-up across baseball this
season as Wheeler squared off twice against Atlanta's Chris Sale (April 8 and May 29) with the
Braves picking up a pair of victories (7-5 and 9-3) ... Skubal is facing off against a Top 5 Cy Young
Award vote getter from last year for the first time this season.

e  This weekend series represents three of the six games for the Tigers against teams with
greater than .500 records in all of August... the Tigers also host the Astros August 18-20 ...
Detroit plays 22 games this month vs. teams that currently own records of .500 or less.

e The Tigers have a 64-47 record through 111 games this season, tied with Toronto for the
best record in the A.L. and Detroit's best mark through 111 games since going 66-45 in 2013
... overall, the Tigers have now won 64 of their first 111 games only six times in the last 42
seasons (2025, 2013, 2006, 1988, 1987 and 1984).

e After this three-game set in the City of Brotherly Love, the Tigers return to Comerica Park on
Monday to begin a six-game homestand vs. the Twins (three games) and Angels (three games).

IT'S ABSOLUTELY GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Tarik Skubal has a 5.4 WAR this season, according to
Fangraphs, the best mark of any pitcher in all of baseball and behind only two position players --
Aaron Judge (7.1) and Cal Raleigh (6.4) -- for the best WAR by any player in the A.L. ... Skubal has a
0.9-point lead on the next closest A.L. pitcher -- Boston's Garrett Crochet (4.5) -- and is at least 1.8
points ahead of every other pitcher in the American League.

IT'S GOOD TO BE KING: Since the beginning of the 2024 campaign, Tarik Skubal has gone 28-7 with

a2.27 ERA (82 ER/325.2 IP) in 52 starts ... he has the most wins in baseball (Carlos Rodon has 27) in

this span while Skubal's .540 OPS against is tied with Pittsburgh's Paul Skenes for lowest in baseball.

e  Skubal leads the majors with 399 strikeouts since the start of last season while ranking second
to only Skenes (1.89) in ERA ... Skubal's .800 winning percentage leads all big leaguers.

e  Skubalis 10-1 with a 1.76 ERA (24 ER/123.0 IP) in his last 19 starts dating to April 8 of this year,
featuring a 10.73 K/BB ratio during this span, nearly double his next closest competitors ...
Skubal's .477 OPS against since April 8 is by far the lowest in the big leagues.

GO AHEAD MAKE MY DAY GAME: Today's game represents the lone day game for the Tigers and

Phillies during their three-game weekend series ... the Tigers are 29-17 (.630) in day games this

season, tied with Milwaukee for the most wins by any team in the majors during the day ... Detroit

ranks second in winning percentage during the day behind only Houston (24-12, .667).

e Tigers pitchers have a 2.93 ERA (133 ER/409.0 IP) in day games this season, second-best in
all of baseball behind only Texas and its 2.44 ERA albeit in 12 fewer day games than Detroit.

e Spencer Torkelson ranks fifth in the A.L. with a .925 OPS during the day.

e Zach McKinstry ranks fifth in baseball with a .323 batting average during the day behind Jacob
Wilson (.382), Aaron Judge (.358) Stephen Kwan (.331) and Paul Goldschmidt (.326).

GRAND CENTRAL: Despite fret, the Tigers maintain an 8.0-game lead in the A.L. Central, the largest
lead within any of the six divisions in baseball, more than double the next-largest division lead in
baseball and tied with Toronto for the best record in the American League.

e The Tigers are 98-66 since August 1, 2024, good for a 15.5-game lead on the next best A.L.
Central club in that span, the Cleveland Guardians (82-81), and a 16.0-game lead on the
Kansas City Royals (82-82), third-best in the A.L. Central.

e  Starting last August 1, the Tigers have the best record in the A.L. and are one game behind the
Los Angeles Dodgers (99-65) for the best record in all of baseball ... the Tigers are 3.0 games
up on the Houston Astros (95-69), the next-best A.L. club in this past calendar year.

TELL IT TO THE JUDGE: Riley Greene joins New York's Aaron Judge as the only two players in all of
baseball to reach 23 doubles, 26 homers and 84 RBI this season ... Greene has those exact totals
through 111 team games, which puts him on pace for 34 doubles, 38 homers and 123 RBI in a 162-
game season, shattering previous career bests.

THIS DIFFERENCE ISN'T NEGLIGIBLE: The Tigers are tied for the best record in the A.L. on the
strength of a +80 overall run differential, trailing only the Yankees (+98) for the best mark in the A.L.
...in the A.L. Central, the Tigers have a +108 edge on the second-place Guardians (-28), are +92 on
the third-place Royals (-12) and are +114 on the fourth-place Twins (-34).

AND FINALLY: Tarik Skubal (0-1, 1.82 ERA, 4GS in July) is the first Tigers pitcher (non-opener) to go
winless in a calendar month despite at least four starts with a sub-2.00 ERA in the 112 years since
ERA became a statin 1913 ... three other big league starters did this just last year ... thanks to Elias.

Named the starting pitcher for the American League in the All-Star Game this year...his second straight year being an All-Star and first
time getting the starting nod.

On Sunday Night Baseball against Minnesota, he became the first left-handed pitcher in the pitch-tracking era to have multiple starts of
13+ strikeouts in fewer than 95 pitches...he also became just the four left-handed pitcher ever to have multiple starts in a single season
of 13+ strikeouts, 0 runs and 2 or fewer hits; the other came at home against Cleveland.

Threw the first complete-game shutout of his professional career on May 25 against Cleveland, tossing a "Maddux". He needed just 94
pitches (72 strikes/22 balls) to record 27 outs, with 13 of those coming by way of strikeout, tying his career high. His 13 strikeouts were
the most strikeouts by any pitcher in major league history in a "Maddux".

In that outing, he became the first pitcher in Tigers history to throw a complete game issuing zero walks and allowing no more than two
hits with at least 13 strikeouts...he is the first pitcher in the majors to record such a start since Jacob deGrom did so on April 23, 2021.
Struck out a season-high 12 batters on May 9 against Texas, marking the third 12-strikeout game of his career and his most in a game
since his career-high 13 on July 7, 2024, at Cincinnati. With the outing, he became the first pitcher in MLB history to have 40+
strikeouts (50), no more than one walk (1) and an ERA under 1.00 (0.97: 4ER/37.0IP) over a six-start span since ERA became in official
stat in both leagues in 1913.

Went 3-1 with a 1.52 ERA (5 ER/29.2 IP) with 38 strikeouts and four walks in five starts this April, a tick better than his April of 2024,
going 3-0 with a 2.05 ERA (7 ER/30.2 IP) with 35 strikeouts and six walks in five starts.

Was the unanimous AL Cy Young winner in 2024, becoming the fifth Tiger to win the award, the first since Max Scherzer in 2013, and
the second LHP in franchise history to ever do so (other, Willie Hernandez in 1984).

Won the American League Pitching Triple Crown, finishing first in wins (18), ERA (2.39) and strikeouts (228)...became the third pitcher
in franchise history and the 2ond pitcher in Major League history to win the Triple Crown, joining Justin Verlander (2011) and Hal
Newhouser (1945).

Started his playoff career last year by not allowing a run in 17.0 consecutive innings, tied for the fifth-longest streak in MLB history and
longest since lan Anderson (17.2 innings) in 2020.
