THIS DATE IN ASTROS HISTORY
APRIL 22

1986 - Catcher Alan Ashby, who yester-
day was announced as part of the As-
tros Hall of Fame Class of 2026, hits a
9th-inning, game-winning HR to lift the
Astros to a 3-2 win over the Braves at Ful-
ton County Stadium. Ashby’s solo blast
snapped a 2-2 tie. Charlie Kerfeld hurls
3.0 hitless, scoreless innings in relief to
earn the victory.

TODAY'S GAME: The Astros and Guardians will play
the rubber match of this 3-game set this after-
noon...RHP Peter Lambert (0-1) will start for HOU
vs. CLE RHP Tanner Bibee (0-2)...the Astros won
Monday night's series opener, 9-2, while the Guard-
ians took last night's game, 8-5.

VS. THE LAND: Today is the third game of six
scheduled meetings vs. the Guardians in 2026...
after this 3-game set at Progressive Field, the two
clubs will play a 3-game series at Daikin Park, June
19-21..the Astros were 2-4 vs. CLE last season,
going 2-1 at Progressive and 0-3 at Daikin Park.

AT PROGRESSIVE: Dating back to 2024, the As-
tros have won 5 of theirlast 7 games at Progressive
Field...they were 2-0 at Progressive in 2024, 2-1in
2025 and are 1-1 thus far in 2026.

TODAY'’S STARTER: RHP Peter Lambert will make
his 2nd start/app. of the season this afternoon...
Lambert joined the Astros via free agency this
offseason after pitching last year for the Tokyo
Yakult Swallows in the NPB, posting a 3.98 ERA
(55ER/124.11P) with 111 strikeouts in 23 appearances
in Japan...he began this season at Triple A Sugar
Land (1.84 ERA in 3 app. (2 GS) before being called
up for a start on April 17 vs. STL...in that start, he
hurled 5.0 IP, allowing 4 ER with 1BB and 8 strike-
outs...in that outing, he induced 23 swing-and-
misses, the most by any Astros starter in 2026.

A SWING AND A MISS: The 23 whiffs induced by
RHP Peter Lambertin his April 17 start vs. STL are
2nd-highest total by an AL pitcher in 2026 and
T-4th highest in the Majors:

LAST NIGHT'S RECAP: The Guardians erupted for
6 runs in the bottom of the 8th inning en route to
an 8-5win over the Astros last night...HOU entered
the 8th with a 4-2 lead...RHP Ryan Weiss had ND
as the Astros starter (311P, 5 H, 2 ER, 4 BB, 4 SO)...
several Astros hitters had productive nights...Brice
Matthews (2x3, 2B, RBI), Yordan Alvarez (2x5, 2B,
3 RBI), Carlos Correa (2x4, RBI) and Cam Smith
(2x4) each had multi-hit games.

EE-SOCK!: Isaac Paredes hit his 1st 2 HR of the
2026 season on Monday night...it marked his 9th
career multi-HR game and his 1st since June 25,
2025 at PIT (2 HR)...Paredes is 5x12 (.417) in his last
3 games with 4 RBI.

HOMECOMING KING: Close to 100 students from
the nearby Clear Fork school district were at Pro-
gressive Field on Monday night to support RHP
A.J. Blubaugh...not only did Blubaugh graduate
from Clear Fork High School, he also served as
a substitute teacher for the district...Blubaugh,
who is from Mansfield, OH, also had several family
members and friends at Monday night’'s game...
Blubaugh hurled a scoreless inning in relief in
Monday night's 9-2 Astros win.

TUVE’S 2000: 2B Jose Altuve played in his
2,000th career game last night, joining Craig
Biggio (2,850) and Jeff Bagwell (2,150) as the only
players in franchise history to reach this mile-
stone...Altuve is now the 5th active player to reach
2,000 games...the others: Andrew McCutchen
(2,276), Carlos Santana (2,212), Freddie Freeman
(2,200) and Paul Goldschmidt (2,082).

UP TO THE CHALLENGE: Since April 13, C Yainer
Diaz has been successful in 10 of his last 12 ABS
challenges...in that span, he has been successful
twice in the same game 4 different times.

ONTHE LEADERBOARD: Yordan Alvarez has had
a torrid start to this season, currently leading the
Majors in HR (10), TB (68) and Offensive WAR (1.8)
while ranking T-1st in RBI (24)...among AL hitters,
Alvarez ranks 2nd in batting (.330), OBP (.456),
SLG (.747) and OPS (1.203) and T-3rd in runs (19).

LAST START - 4/17 vs. STL: Had his contract selected on April 17 and made his season debut that night with a start vs. the Cardinals...gave up 4 runs on 7 hits and a
walk in 5.0 innings of work, striking out 8...threw 90 pitches (62 strikes)...was his 1st appearance in the Majors since 2.0 innings in relief on Aug. 22, 2024, with the
Rockies...was his 1st start since May 28, 2024 vs. SF, also with the Rockies...his 8 strikeouts were tied for his 2nd-most in a single game in his career (also: July 23, 2019
at WSH), trailing only a 9-strikeout effort on June 6, 2019...was his 1st outing of 5.0+ innings since working 5.0 innings on Sept. 10, 2023 at SF.

NOW WATCH ME WHIFF: In his last start on April 17 vs. STL, induced 23 swinging strikes through 5.0 innings, which is 2nd most in the AL and tied for the 4th most in a
single MLB game this season, behind CHC Shota Imanaga on April 15 at PHI (26), MIL Jacob Misiorowski on March 26 vs. CWS (25), and TOR Dylan Cease on
March 28 vs. ATH (24)...tied with PHI Jesus Luzardo on April 4 at COL and LAD Yoshinobu Yamamoto on April 14 vs. NYM.

MILESTONE WATCH: is 11 strikeouts away from 200 for his MLB career.

WITH THE SPACE COWBOYS: Made 3 appearances, including 2 starts for Triple A Sugar Land to begin the 2026 season...in those 3 appearances, he recorded a 1.84
ERA (3ER/14.2IP) with 12 strikeouts, a 0.95 WHIP and a .208 opponent batting average.

2025 SEASON: Spent the 2025 season with the Tokyo Yakult Swallows in the Nippon Professional Baseball League...made 23 appearances for the Swallows, recording a
3.98 ERA (55ER/124.11P) with 111 strikeouts, 54 walks and a 1.44 WHIP.

AGAINST THE GUARDS: Has faced the Guardians once in his career as a member of the Rockies, coming in relief on Aug. 23, 2019 at Coors Field...pitched 2.0 innings in
relief, giving up a run on no hits and a walk with a strikeout...came into the game in the 5th inning with a runner on first base and 1 out...induced a double play to end the
inning...pitched a clean 6th that included a strikeout of C Bo Naylor, and walked the second batter he faced in the 7th frame before his night was over...the run would later
score off his watch on a home run.

ABOUT LAMBERT: Right-handed pitcher joined the Astros on a minor league deal this offseason...has appeared at the Major League level in four seasons with the
Colorado Rockies (2019, 2021, 2023-24)...in 75 career Major League appearances, including 36 starts, he's recorded a 6.30 ERA (174ER/248.2IP) with 189
strikeouts...was selected by the Rockies in the 2nd round of the 2015 MLB Draft out of San Dimas High School, was committed play baseball at UCLA before signing with
the Rockies...was signed by Rockies scout Jon Lukens...as a senior at San Dimas HS in 2015, he went 13-0 with a 0.34 ERA...was also named the Los Angeles Times
Baseball Player of the Year.

FAMILY TIES: Has an older brother, Jimmy Lambert, who pitched in parts of four seasons (2020-23) in the Majors with the Chicago White Sox...in 83 career
appearances, he recorded a 4.33 ERA (48ER/99.2IP) with 98 strikeouts.
