THE LONG AND WINDING ROAD: The Detroit Tigers tonight play the third game of their four-game
set against the Minnesota Twins at Target Field ... the Tigers aim to snap their three-game losing
streak and avoid their second four-game skid of the young campaign.

e The Tigers have not posted a pair of four-game losing streaks within their first 12 games of a
season since 1998 ... last year the Tigers did not post their first four-game skid until a six-game
drought from July 9-19 ... the Tigers have also lost their last six road games to date.

e The Tigers tomorrow wrap up a season-opening stretch in which they play 10 of their first 13
games on the road, their most road-heavy stretch to start a year since 2007 (also 10 of their
first 13 on the road) ... after tomorrow, Detroit will play nine of its next 13 games at home.

e After this series, the Tigers will return to interleague play this weekend when they welcome
the Miami Marlins to Comerica Park on Friday to start a three-game set ... overall, four of
Detroit's first five series will come against National League competition.

START ME UP: Framber Valdez has been exceptional in his first two starts for the Tigers, which

included picking up his first win with the club last Friday in the Comerica Park opener when he

tossed six scoreless innings in Detroit's 4-0 victory vs. St. Louis ... he is one of only four pitchers in
the American League to allow one earned run or less in 12.0 or more innings so far this season.

e  Valdez signed a three-year contract with the club back in February after spending all or part
of the last eight seasons with Houston (2018-25), where he earned a pair of A.L. All-Star nods
(2022-23) and was a 2022 World Champion.

e In the past four seasons from 2022-25, Valdez led all left-handed pitchers with 767.2 innings
(105.0 more than his next closest foe), 83 quality starts (19 more than his next closest foe),
750 strikeouts (51 more), 57 wins (five more) and a 61.0 ground ball percentage.

THIS IS ALL RIGHT: The Tigers tonight will square off against Minnesota right-handed starting
pitcher Bailey Ober, Detroit's 12th-straight opposing righty starter to begin this season ... in fact,
the Twins are scheduled to start four right-handed pitchers this week, which would raise Detroit's
season-opening run of righties to 13 in a row out of the gate.

e  TheTigers are now expected to face at least 13-straight right-handed starting pitchers to begin
a season for the first time since the club faced 18-straight right-handed starters to begin the
2019 campaign ... last year the Houston Astros also faced 13-straight right-handed starters to
begin their season ... thanks to Elias.

| FEEL SEEN: Spencer Torkelson has averaged 4.76 pitches per plate appearances, tops on the team

and third-best in the majors behind only the Athletics' Nick Kurtz (4.88) and Seattle's Leo Rivas

(4.87) ... Torkelson's 4.76 mark is best in all of baseball by a pure right-handed hitter, ahead of

Houston's Cam Smith (4.58) and Chicago's Alex Bregman (4.54).

e Asateam, the Tigers are averaging 4.06 pitches per plate appearance, fourth-best in the A.L.
behind the Guardians (4.24), Yankees (4.11) and Twins (4.09).

HE'LL MANAGE: Tigers manager A.J. Hinch is now in his sixth season at the helm, the longest-

tenured Tigers manager since Hall of Famer Jim Leyland’s eight-year run from 2006-13 ... Hinch’s

398 wins with Detroit rank eighth most in club history ... Del Baker is next with 417 wins.

e Hinch has 968 wins in his managerial career, second-most among active managers behind only
Cincinnati's Terry Francona (12th all-time with 2,039 wins).

SAVE ME!: Kenley Jansen boasts 477 career saves, fourth-most in major league history and only

one save shy of tying Lee Smith (478 saves) for third-most.

e TheTigers are the first team in major league history to have had three players on their opening
day roster with 20 or more saves from the year prior: Kyle Finnegan (24 saves), Kenley Jansen
(29 saves) and Will Vest (23 saves) ... thanks to Elias.

CENTRAL CASTING: This week marks Detroit's first encounter with an A.L. Central foe this year

... after opening this season with nine games against the National League, the Tigers starting this

series will play seven of their next 10 games within their division through next Thursday, April 16 ...

however, Detroit will say buh bye to intradivision play for the next 19 games after that through May

6, meaning the Tigers will only play seven of their first 38 games this year against A.L. Central foes.

e This week marks Detroit's first games vs. an A.L. opponent this season, as the Tigers opened
up the season with three interleague series for the first time in franchise history.

AND FINALLY: Riley Greene has reached base safely in all 11 games this year, the first Tiger to reach
base safely in the first 11 club games to start a season since Nick Castellanos (11) in 2019 (Elias).
