FRIDAY NIGHT LIGHTS: The Detroit Tigers return home to begin a two-team, seven-game stay at 
Comerica Park with the first of three games vs. the Toronto Blue Jays ... the Tigers are back in 
Detroit a season-low six games below .500 after a 1-5 trip through Kansas City (1-2) and the New 
York Mets (0-3) ... the Tigers have dropped three games in a row, eight of their past nine games and 
13 of their last 18 games since a 10-3 stretch had lifted Detroit to a 14-12 record through April 23.
•	 The Tigers return home where they possess a 12-6 record this season, a far cry from their 7-19 

road record to date ... the Tigers are tied with the Los Angeles Angels and Tampa Bay Rays for 
the fewest home games (18) played by any major league club thus far ... the Tigers are 5-1-0 in 
their six home series and 1-6-1 in their eight road series so far this season.

•	 After beginning the season with 20 of their first 32 games on the road through April 30, the 
Tigers on May 1 kicked off a stretch in which they play 16 of 25 games (64 percent through 
May 28) and 32 of 53 games (60 percent through June 28) here at Comerica Park.

•	 Today marks Detroit's first of 50-straight games against A.L. clubs, as they will not play an N.L. 
club until hosting Philadelphia July 10-12 for a weekend series right before the All-Star Break 
... the Tigers have played 24 interleague games to date, most in the majors.

•	 After this series with Toronto, this homestand concludes with a four-game set vs. Cleveland.

QUITE THE 30 FOR 31: Riley Greene is now batting .398 (41-for-103) with nine doubles, four 
homers, 16 RBI, a .492 on-base percentage, a .602 slugging percentage and a 1.094 OPS in his last 
30 games over the past month+ starting April 11 ... he leads the majors in on-base percentage and 
batting average and is second in the majors in OPS in this span. 
•	 Greene is the first Tiger with a .398 batting average or better in any 30-game stretch (min. 

100 at-bats) in 10 years when J.D. Martinez batted .411 during a 30-game stretch in 2016 ... 
Greene is the first Tigers lefty to do so since Brennan Boesch in 2011 (also .398).

FIRST THINGS FIRST: The Tigers are batting .291 (51-for-175) with a .386 on-base percentage, .463 
slugging percentage and an .849 OPS in the first inning this season, the best first-inning on-base 
percentage in all of baseball, the second-best batting average and the fifth-best OPS ... the Tigers 
are averaging 18.9 pitches seen per first inning, the second-best mark in the big leagues (the White 
Sox lead at 19.3 pitches seen per first inning) ... the Tigers scored three runs in the first yesterday 
and two runs in the first on Wednesday and scored one run in the other 17 innings combined.

GREENE STREAK PART I: Riley Greene has reached base safely in 24-straight games, extending 
his career high ... his previous best was 20 games from August 20-Sepember 14, 2022 ... it is the 
longest streak by a Tiger this season, the longest by any Tiger since Gleyber Torres last season (25 
games) and the second-longest active streak in baseball behind only Nick Kurtz (37).
•	 This run marks Greene's second streak of reaching base safely in 16 or more games already 

this season, as he started off by reaching base safely in his first 16 games of the campaign.
•	 Greene has the longest streak by a Tigers left-handed hitter since Kerry Carpenter also had a 

24-game run in 2023 ... the last Tigers lefty to reach base safely in more than 24 games in a 
row?: Prince Fielder with a 29-game on-base streak from August 8-September 9, 2012.

GREENE STREAK PART II: Riley Greene yesterday also extended his hitting streak to nine games, 
the longest active streak in all of baseball ... Greene is batting .485 (16-for-33) with a .553 on-base 
percentage and 1.189 OPS during this run ... for Greene, it's his longest hitting streak of the season 
and second-longest by a Tiger in 2026 (Kevin McGonigle, 13-game hitting streak, April 15-29).

IT'S GOOD FOR SOMETHING: Kevin McGonigle has a 2.3 bWAR through his first 42 major league 
games, tied for the third-best mark in the A.L. this season and trailing only Bobby Witt Jr (3.0 
bWAR) and Aaron Judge (2.6 bWAR) ... Kevin is 21-years-old.

EXTRA, EXTRA: Detroit has an extra-base hit in 42-straight games dating to March 28, the longest 
active streak in all of baseball ... Baltimore is next at 36-straight games ... this is Detroit's longest 
extra-base hit streak since a 44-game run from August 4-September 23, 2025.
•	 Detroit has an extra-base hit in 46-straight home games dating to July 27, 2025, the longest 

active home streak in all of baseball ... Baltimore is next at 25-straight home games ... it's 
Detroit's longest home extra-base hit streak since a 50-game run from April 16-August 9, 2019.

FIT TO BE TY: Ty Madden tonight is expected to again pitch in bulk relief, his third such appearance 
to begin his campaign, totaling 11.0 innings pitched between the previous two efforts ... he is the 
first Tigers pitcher with at least 11.0 innings in his first two relief outings of a season in 40 years 
when Eric King tossed 11.1 relief innings on  May 15 and 21, 1986

AND FINALLY: Gage Workman has seen his first four hits this season all go for extra-bases (two 
doubles, two homers) ... he is the first Tiger to turn that trick since Renato Núñez saw his first five 
hits go for extra-bases in 2021 (3 homers, 2 doubles) ... other recent Tigers accomplishees include 
Grayson Greiner (first four hits in 2020) and Christin Stewart (first five in 2019) ... thanks to Elias.

Blew a save in the eighth inning against Kansas City on May 8...allowed two earned runs on three hits and a walk without recording an out.

Earned his first save of the season on April 30 against Atlanta, allowing one hit while striking out one in a scoreless ninth inning...marked his first save 

with the Tigers since Aug. 16, 2025, at Minnesota.

Did not allow a run over his first 11 games (11.0 innings) this year, allowing five hits and eight walks while striking out five over that span...his first 

earned run came on April 24 against Cincinnati in a game in which he struck out four batters over 1.2 frames.

Re-signed with Detroit on a two-year deal as a free agent on Dec. 20, 2025…appeared in 16 games with the Tigers last season, posting a 3-0 record 

with a 1.50 ERA (3ER/18IP) with 23 strikeouts. 

Made his first postseason appearance with the Tigers in 2025, playing six games and striking out three in 7.1 innings of work. 

Landed on the injured list on Sept. 5 with a right adductor strain...activated Sept. 19 and allowed one run in three of the first four games since 

returning from the IL.

Became the first MLB reliever to change teams at the deadline and immediately throw 14+ scoreless innings since Erik Goeddel in 2018...the first 

Tigers reliever to do so since Doug Blair in 1983.

Recorded a four-out save on Aug. 2 at Philadelphia in his Tigers debut...started his Tigers career going 3-0 with a hold and four saves, allowing just 

three hits and three walks while striking out 19 over his first 14.1 innings (12 games).

Earned 20 saves with the Nationals in 2025 prior to being traded to Detroit on July 31, sixth-most in the N.L. at the time...went 1-4 with a 4.38 ERA 

(19 ER/39.0 IP) in 40 relief outings, including 34 games finished for Washington.
